God sometimes allows situations to become impossibly 
difficult that He may be glorified through a miraculous de­
liverance.

T h e  Church of the Nazarene al Emmett, Idaho, in spite 
of discouraging circumstances had pushed forward a program 
of rebuild ing and improvement. Sacrificial giving and hard 
work brought their goal in sight. A day lor dedication was 
fixed. Every detail would be complete with time to relax and 
rejoice.

But their faith and devotion were to stand a severe test. 
T w o  months and thirteen days before the dedication day, fire
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G eneral S u per in ten d en t  W illiam son  

of unknow n origin destroyed all they had worked so hard to 
accomplish. T h e  cloud of gloom hung  over the place but for 
a few hours. Pastor J. Russell Brown saw light break through 
the darkness. He lifted his voice with faith and dauntless 
courage to challenge his people with the vision of a church 
rebuilt and ready for dedication in ten weeks.

" T h e  people had a mind to work.” As many as forty-three 
men, women, and children were on the job at a time. Some 
worked eighteen hours a day. Friends of the city sent in nine 
hundred  dollars in cash. Ruins were cleared away. Damaged 
carpets, pews, and furn iture  came back from Boise like they 
had never been in the fire. Roof and walls rose like magic. 
T h e  total debt was seventeen hundred  dollars.

On March twenty-fourth last the dedication service was 
held as scheduled months before the fire. It was a never-to-be- 
forgotten occasion. A victorious people sang, shouted, prayed, 
and heard G od’s W ord with new relish. Appropriately the 
special sons: was “ How Great T h o u  Art!”speci

In the midst of all this every interest of the Kingdom had 
been remembered. All budgets for a thirteen-month year 
ending in Ju n e  were paid in full. Five hundred forty-three 
dollars had been gathered in Alabaster boxes. T h e  Easter 
offering would double the General Budget of sixteen hundred 
twenty dollars. T h ere  are seventy-eight members in the Em­
mett church.

O ut of adversity came a church with a new sense of vic­
tory. Many friends held those Nazarenes in admiration. God 
was glorified. T h e re  was progress through crisis.

Beauty for Ashes
T here  is no th ing  beautifu l about 

ashes, though they are useful in p ro ­
ducing alkaline m atte r  such as potash 
and pearlash. It is simply the residue 
left from bu rn in g  matter. I t  is ne i­
ther pleasing to the eye nor delighting 
to the senses. Yet God in His W ord  
has promised to give beauty for ashes 

and the oil of joy for m ourning. T h is  statement 
seems like a paradox and  yet how many times have 
we found it to be true in  na tu re  and  in the lives 
of men and  women whose lives have been trans­
formed by the power of God! God has a way of 
transforming ugliness in to  beauty and  sorrow into 
joy (sec Isaiah 61:3).

I t  is the way of nature. As we have traveled 
far and  near, how often have we noticed piles of 
slag or refuse being covered with creeping moss, 
weeds, or pretty flowers! T hey  were endeavoring 
to form a place of beauty where before had  been 
an unsightly th ing that m arred  the countryside.

In  Flanders Field the battle-scarred area has 
blossomed as a vision of beauty as God has per­
m itted  poppies to cover its blood-stained ground. 
Today, as one thinks of Flanders Field, one is re­
m inded  of scarlet poppies blooming in abundance.

T h e  same is true of many of the ruins in Europe 
where war left only devastation. Many of these 
arc being covered with growing things, which helps 
the people to forget the ravishes of war.

In  Lucknow, India, some of the ruins of the 
Residency, where the previous lieutenant-governors 
used to live, are now only reminders of the Ind ian  
M utiny which caused m uch blood to be shed on 
its grounds about one hu n d red  years ago. For 
years the beautiful bougainvillaea vine with its 
gorgeous purple  flowers has run  ram p an t  over the 
remaining ruins, presenting a blaze of glory.

I once heard  of a beautiful white flower growing 
close to a coal mine. In spite of the grime and  dust 
of the coal it was still as white and  purc-looking 
as if it had just been placed there. A friend told 
me he crept close to see why it was no t soiled from 
its surroundings; he found it covered with a beau­
tiful white wax. God had preserved its beauty.

T here  is a beautiful p lan t  called the silver sword 
growing in the crater of the volcano Haleakala in 
Hawaii. It  resembles a small yucca p lan t  and 
blooms once a year. W h a t  an unlikely place for 
God to bring forth beauty!

O u t of the mines there have been extracted
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some of the most useful acids and  valuable dyes 
which science has been able to use with profit. 
Is this not a rem inder of what God can do with 
hum an  lives tha t  have been tu rned  over to Him?

I am th ink ing  of many lives in Ind ia  tha t have 
been changcd from serving idols to loving and 
serving the true God. T h e re  are the C hundra  Le- 
las and Pand ita  Ram abais who sought peace w an­
dering from shrine to shrine, to find satisfaction 
only when they got a vision of His  beauty and 
holiness. I am sure the beauty of the Lord their 
God was u p o n  them and the work of their hands 
was established by Him.

Surely St. Augustine received beauty for ashes 
when he tu rned  from his life of sin to one of holi­
ness with God. Longfellow in his poem “T he  
Ladder of St. A ugustine” says in the last stan/a: 

N o r  deem the irrevocable Past 
As wholly wasted, luholly vain,

If ,  rising on its wrecks, at last 
T o  something nobler we attain.

T h e n  there is Mary Magdalene, out of whom 
seven devils were cast. She who had been cleansed 
by H im  stayed by her Lord loyally. She was one 
of the last at the Gross and the first to whom He 
appeared in the garden after the Resurrection. 
Cannot we hear Him say, "W hat God hath cleansed, 
that call not thou com m on” (Acts 10:15)? “For 
the Lord taketli pleasure in his people: he will 
beautify the meek with salvation” (Psalms 119:4) .

God delights to take those lives that feel their 
need of Him and make them beautiful and new; 
for He says, "Behold, 1 make all things new ” (Reve­
lation 21:5). In Ecclesiastes 3:11 we have this 
wonderful thought, “ He ha th  made every thing 
beautiful in his time.”

So time would fail to tell of millions who have 
found beauty for ashes in changed lives. Like the 
fabled Phoenix bird of old, they have arisen from 
the ashes of ugliness to heights of beauty and glory.

“What Doth Hinder Me to Be Baptized?”

T h e  eunuch asked Philip, “ W hat cloth h inder 
me to be baptized?”

T his  is a good question. W hat does h inder 
people from being baptized? Here are some of 
the hindrances.

I

There are many who are not ready for baptism.  
They  are not saved. They  have not believed on 
Christ with all of their hearts. Because they do 
not believe 011 Christ they are not prepared for 
baptism. It is a Christian baptism, a baptism for 
believers, not for unbelievers.

Baptism w ithout believing 011 Christ as Saviour 
and Lord is mockery. Philip  said, “ If thou believ­
es t with all thine heart, thou maycst.” T h e  man 
answered, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son 
of God.” He implied that he was trusting in Christ 
as his own Saviour.

II
Some people do not think  that baptism is neces­

sary. T here  are some who believe it is essential to 
salvation, bu t others do not feel it is necessary 
at all. We do not consider it essential to salvation 
bu t we do practice it as an ordinance of the church. 
We baptize by all three modes—sprinkling, pou r­
ing, or immersion. We say any one of these modes 
is sufficient, and I am afraid that some get the 
impression from this that no form of baptism is 
necessary. It is obvious that one will not be b ap ­
tized if he thinks it is not necessary. Nevertheless, 
the Bible speaks definitely giving instructions for 
believers to be baptized.

III
Doubtless many arc hindered because they do 

not understand the meaning or significance of bap­
tism.

Being baptized is fulfilling righteousness. W hen 
Jesus came to John  the Baptist to be baptized, 
John  forbade him, saying, “ I have need to be b ap ­
tized of thee.” Jesus answered, “Suffer it to be so 
now: for thus it bem m eth us to fulfil all r ight­
eousness.” Fulfilling righteousness is doing that 
which is right to do, like paying tithes, going to 
church, and refraining from questionable things.

Being baptized is following Christ. It is follow­
ing both His example and His teaching. H e was

baptized by Jo h n  the Baptist, and He taught bap­
tism by word of mouth , as is seen in M atthew 
28:19.

Baptism represents separation from the world 
and separation unto  Christ. I t  declares to the 
world that we are Christ’s, and  being Chris t’s 
we are dead unto  the world. Paul wrote, “We 
are buried with him by baptism into death .” T h e  
apostle asked, “Know ye not, tha t so many of us 
as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized 
into his death?”

Baptism is a seal to our testimony that we have 
accepted Jesus and His way of life. I t  confirms to 
the people our in tention to serve Christ. I t  de-

I did not in tend to be eavesdropping, bu t  .I’m 
glad the person in the next room was praying out 
loud and I heard  her. As I was preparing to go 
to the m orn ing  session of the district assembly, in 
the adjo in ing  room the pastor of one of the church­
es on the district was praying earnestly that God 
would bless the activities of the assembly for that 
day. As she lifted her  voice toward Heaven, my 
own heart  was also blessed, and I felt tha t God 
would hear tha t prayer.

We expect the district assemblies to be times of 
spiritual uplift. T h a t  m orn ing  it seemed that He 
came in an unusual way. T h e  opening songs, the 
prayer, the message by the presiding general super­
in tendent were punc tua ted  with shouts of praise 
and victory. T h e  business of the day seemed to 
flow along w ithou t a ripple.

Several years have passed since that district as­
sembly. O ther assemblies have come and gone. 
They are always times of blessing, bu t  none stand 
out in my m ind  like' tha t one when a pastor held

her m orning private devotions out loud. I do not 
remember the year, nor am I sure who was district 
superin tendent at the time. I cannot recall the 
name of the presiding general superintendent. T h e  
one thing I hope to long remember is tha t early 
morning, fervent prayer by one who had no thought 
that she wa* being heard, but whose prime desire 
was to touch God for her own needs and the 
needs of His kingdom.

David said, "In the morning will I direct my 
prayer unto  thee, and will look u p ” ( Psalms 5:3). 
Christians will agree with David that prayer is 
important,  and that early morning is a good time 
to pray. Even in the tight schedule of district 
assemblies, time taken for private prayer is profit­
able. God will honor business sessions and preach­
ing services alike with His presence when we take 
time to invite Him. T h e  1957 assemblies can be 
unusual because of the presence of the Holy Spirit.

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The Secret of 
Spiritual Strength

Every sincere Christian must seek and 
find a satisfactory answer to the problem of 
inner resources. He must discover and 
m aintain  the free flowing fountainhead 
of spiritual vitality.

God's word to His people was this: “Jn 
re turn ing  and test shall ye be saved: in 
quietness and in confidence shall be your 
s trength” (Isaiah 30:15).

I wonder if rest­
ful reliance upon God would not gain for 
us a strength far in excess of that which 
comes from the swift horses of feverish 
activity.

THE LIQUOR HABIT
No Respecter of Persons

T h e  liquor industry spends a round  $250,000,000 
a year to advertise their  products. Millions more 
are spent in what they call educational work. T hey  
have succeeded in getting 65,000,000 people to 
pa tron i/e  their business, and  place $9,000,000,000 
annually  into their funds.

T h e re  are now four and one-half m illion  alco­
holics in our nation, and three-quarters of a million 
of these are women. T h e re  are 7,800 alcoholics in 
our na t io n ’s capital city. Dr. Andrew Ivy, profes­
sor of the D epartm ent of Physiology of the U n i­
versity of Illinois, declares tha t  one o u t  of every 
sixteen casual, social, m oderate drinkers becomes 
an alcoholic; one out of every nine becomes what 
he calls a “problem  drinker.”

Alcoholism is now the na tion ’s fourth  most seri­
ous health  problem. Dr. Greenberg, associate p ro­
fessor and director of applied  physiology at Yale 
University, says that alcohol is not digested bu t  
goes directly into the blood stream. H e  also states 
that, contrary to old and  p opu la r  belief, alcohol 
does not stimulate the nervous system. T h e  illusion 
of stimulation results from the removal of in h ib i­
tions and restraints.

Industries all over the na tion  are awakened to 
the fact tha t  people do be tter  work when sober. 
Accident rates with those who d r ink  are double  
those of normal employees. In  one eastern state, 
for every dollar tha t came in to  the treasurer’s office 
from the sale of liquor, the taxpayers had  to pay out 
S 1.82 to take care of known liquor-caused court 
cases. O u r  nation is now consuming eighteen gal­
lons of liquor per person, reaching the staggering 
total of more than  three billion gallons. Los Ange­
les, California, paid ou t $36,500,000 in  liquor- 
caused traffic casualties.

U pton  Sinclair, a noted writer, declares tha t 
three out of every four college students are d r in k ­
ing liquor. He also says that, ou t of two scores of 
those he lists as drunkards, eleven committed 
suicide.

The- Yale Center of Alcoholic Studies on the

Sanctify the Lord  God in your hearts', 
and he ready always to give an ansicer to 
every man that asheth you a reason of the  
hope that is in you with meekness and fear 
(I Pet. 3:15) .
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drinking customs and attitudes of college students 
in the United States gave a report on 17,000 stu­
dents in  27 colleges. Seventy-four per cent of the 
17,000 students reported  tha t they d r ink  liquor. 
Two-thirds of their  fathers drink, and -18 per cent 
of their  mothers.

L iquor may be likened to frost which affects the 
youngest and  tenderest first, and puts the most 
delicate faculties to sleep, beginning at the top. 
It gives temporary relief from worry, disguises diffi­
culties, relieves a feeling of inferiority; makes a 
weak person feel strong, a poor person rich, an 
oppressed person feel free, and a bad person to feel 
good.

L iquor reduces endurance, accuracy, and  deterio­
rates emotional and  nervous control.

Dr. F. R. Mott, an English m ental specialist, 
says that d r ink ing  is a form of insanity in m in ia ­
ture. A d ru n k a rd  is mentally sick. H e  is to be 
pitied more than  censored. T hom as Edison said, 
“T o  p u t  alcohol in to  the system is like pu tt ing  
sand in the bearings of an engine.”

“Crossing th e B a r”
I t  is not surprising tha t  Alfred Tennyson, who 

wrote his great work “In  M enioriam ” at the age 
of forty should write his great hymn “Crossing the 
Bar” at the age of eighty. T h e  first is a poem of 
immortality; the latter, a hym n of personal faith 
and confidence in the reality of immortality.

T he  a u th o r ’s account of the origin of this hymn 
is interesting. In  his declining years a favorite 
nurse who had  been with him  for many months, 
and who had  a great deal of influence over him, 
requested tha t  he write a hymn. T h is  was a chal­
lenging request, for Alfred Lord Tennyson -Eng­
land’s greatest poet laureate -was not, strictly 
speaking, a hymn writer, a lthough several hymns 
have been made from bits of verse taken from his 
poems. However the nurse’s suggestion bore fruit, 
and the beautiful hym n “Crossing the B ar”—the 
only words he ever wrote distinctly as a hym n— 
was the result. I t  was first published in a volume 
with other poems in the year 1889. “T hey  say,”

T ennyson commented, “ that I compose slowly; bu t  
I did this in ten minutes.”

T h e  son of the great poet, in his “M emoir” of 
his father, has this to say concerning the hymn:

“ ‘Crossing the Bar’ was written in his eighty- 
first year on an October day, 1889, as he crossed 
from Aklworth to Farringford. Before he reached 
Farringford he had the m oaning of the bar  in his 
mind, and after d inner  he showed me this poem 
written out. I said, T h a t  is the crown of your 
lifework.’ He answered, ‘I t  came in a m om ent.’ He 
explained the Pilot as ‘tha t Divine and  Unseen 
who is always guiding us.’

“A few days before my father's death, in 1892, 
he said to me, ‘M ind you pu t  “Crossing the B ar” 
at the end of all editions of my poems.’ ”

Of all the great works of Tennyson, nothing 
he ever wrote did more to make his name perm a­
nently established in  the memory and affections of 
the Anglo-Saxon race and of the Christian world 
than did his most beautiful hymn on immortality.

Tennyson's strong faith in “ the strong Son of 
C o d ” and in the Christian doctrine of immortality 
gave him top rank among the positively Christian 
poets of the nineteenth century. He once said: 

"I am always amazed when I read the New 
Testam ent at the splendor of Christ's purity and 
holiness, and at 11 is infinite pity. And I can hardly 
understand how any gieat, imaginative m an who 
lias deeply lived, suffered, thought and wrought, 
can doubt the soul's continuous progress in the 
after life.”

T o  Alfred Lord Tennyson, what we call death 
was only the crossing of the bar  of obstruction 
between time and  eternity, where, in his own 
words, “I hope to sec my Pilot face to face.”
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PLACES
My travels during February, March, and April 

brought me in touch with many places and people. 
First, I had the privilege of working with General 
Superin tendent H ugh C. Benner in the annual 
preachers’ convention of the South Carolina Dis­
trict. District Superin tendent D. W. T h ax to n  pre­
sided at  the convention, which was held in First 
Church, Columbia, where Rev. H aro ld  L iner is 
pastor. T h is  was my first visit to this district, and 
I thoroughly enjoyed my fellowship with the Naza- 
renes of this section. God is blessing the leadership 
of Superin tendent T hax ton ,  and  South Carolina 
Nazarenes are moving ahead.

On the Sunday following the close of the preach­
ers’ convention, I ministered in the morning to the 
West Main Church of the Nazarene at Rock Hill, 
South Carolina, where Mrs. Vivian Ff. Pressley is 
pastor. In  the evening I preached at our Fort Mill 
church, whose pastor is Rev. C. AT. Knight. T here  
was a wonderful spirit in the service in the m o rn ­
ing and eleven seekers in the meeting at night.

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Little Talks on the Holy Spirit:

16. The Baptism with the Holy Spirit
T h e  phrase, the baptism with the Holy Spirit, 

is met first in Matthew 3:11-12, and there are 
parallel passages in M ark 1:8; Luke 3:16-17; and 
John  1:33. T o  these should be added Acts 1:5, 
where the baptism with the Holy Spirit is p rom ­
ised. All of these passages which 1 m ention are 
looking forward, telling about what is going to 
happen. Along with these, Acts 11:15-10 should be 
mentioned. Instead of looking forward, it  looks 
backward. T here  the fact that the Holy Ghost 
had fallen upon  some people is referred to as the 
fulfillment of that which had been anticipated in 
the other references.

T h e  P r e p a r a t i o n — J o h n ’ s  B a p t i s m

W hen the baptism with the Holy Spirit is spoken 
of, we come face to face with only one of many 
ways in which the coming of the empowering pres­
ence of the Holy Spirit is described. However, 
nowhere do we find a more specific s tatement of 
this tru th  than  that given in Matthew 3:11-12. 
Let's consider it  now. John baptizes with water 
un to  repentance, bu t  the Christ will baptize “with 
the Holy Ghost, and with fire.” I t  is interesting 
to notice tha t many commentators in discussing 
these passages never get beyond water with John. 
They  never see that he is talking about repentance 
mainly. He baptizes with “water u n to  repentance.” 
W ater  baptism is just a sign of the fact tha t the 
sinner has repented, has had a change of m ind, or 
heart, and is a new creature in Christ Jesus. Some 
commentators seem to th ink if you say anything 
about repentance you are implying that John does 
this work himself, that he is the giver of the first 
blessing, or conversion. Such is not the case. John 
has no thought of anything like this. He is merely 
broadcasting to the world that he has been espe­
cially commissioned to preach repentance, and that 
it is his business to administer the rite of baptism 
to those who have repented. It docs not mean at 
all that it is his grace, or power, that changes the 
individual, that causes him to face rightabout. T h a t  
conies through Christ, as well as the baptism with 
the Holy Ghost, l i e ’s not primarily setting the 
water over against the baptism with the Holv 
Ghost; he’s setting repentance over against it. 
Neither is he setting his work against Christ’s 
wor k. He is setting the initial work of salvation 
over against a second work of salvation. Christ 
is the A uthor of both.

Christ is the Source of repentance, or the first 
blessing: bu t He is especially thought of in the 
New Testam ent as the Bestower of the Holy Ghost 
in His fullness. T h is  is the tru th  which John is 
emphasizing here. T h e  Holy Ghost was the Father's

special promise, bu t  the Son’s special gift. Peter, 
in his sermon on the Day of Pentecost, brings ou t 
this teaching. He says: “T h is  Jesus h a th  G od 
raised up, whereof we all are witnesses” (Acts 
2:32) ; tha t is, the Jesus who had  been crucified. 
T h e n  he adds, “Therefore  being by the r ight hand  
of God exalted, and  having received of the Father 
the promise of the Holy Ghost, he h a th  shed forth 
this, which ye now see and h ea r” (Acts 2:33) . W h a t  
was that which had been shed forth, of which they 
saw and heard the effects? I t  was the ou tpouring  
of the Holy Ghost on the Day of Pentecost. “And 
they were all filled with the Holy G host” (Acts 
2:4).

T h e  C o n s u m m a t i o n — J e s u s ’ B a p t i s m

I t  was fitting tha t John’s baptism u n to  repen t­
ance should be called his, no t because he was the 
source of it o r  the one who b rought it to pass, b u t  
ra ther  because by preaching repentance and  get­
ting people to accept Christ he was p reparing  the 
way for Pentecost, for the baptism with the Holy 
Ghost, which was Jesus' special gift. T h is  thought 
may have been in John’s m ind  in connection with 
this comparison of himself with the Master; cer­
tainly it cannot be excluded altogether. H e in ­
tended thus to show the special importance of the 
baptism with the Holy Ghost. T h e  preaching and 
teaching in his work as he led people in to  rep en t­
ance, the first blessing, was only preparatory. I t  
was only a beginning, a wonderful beginning, that 
is true—noth ing  short of a miracle; b u t  only a be­
ginning. In order for it to accomplish w hat it  
should in a person’s life, it must be followed by 
Jesus’ baptism, the baptism with the Holy Ghost.

N othing that Christ could ever do for a hum an  
being could surpass the baptism which He was to 
bestow, and which He does now bestow, since this 
is the dispensation ol’ the Holy Ghost. T h is  means 
that God will take up  His abode in the heart  of 
the Christian. T h e  Christ who ascended to the 
Father is sending back into the hearts of His people, 
if they will accept Him. the fullness of the presence 
of God, the baptism with the Holy Ghost.

Christ is God in a way in which no other person 
who has ever walked on this earth, or ever will 
walk on this earth, can be. He had a divine nature  
and a hum an  na tu re  which were u n ited  in one 
person and  indwelt a perfect hum an  body. In  His 
u ltim ate  reality, or selfhood, H e was one with God. 
T h a t  can never be said of any other being tha t has
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dwelt among men. W hen  we are baptized with 
the Holy Ghost, we come the nearest possible to 
that state. T h e n  we are no t one with God, u l t i ­
mately and  fundamentally , b u t  we are one with
God in purpose. We have settled it  forever that 
we are determ ined to do His full will, and He 
has come in to take over completely.

T h e  baptism with the Holy Spirit is associated 
rightly with the cleansing of the heart from sin. 
This is implied in the passage in Matthew 3. Note 
how many facts in connection with it suggest cleans­
ing. It's the “ Holy” Ghost tha t we are baptized 
with; He is “holy.” Someone has well said tha t He 
is called the “H oly” Ghost or the “H oly” Spirit

because His chief function is to make men holy. 
Then  there are the words “with fire”—“baptize 
you with the Holy Ghost, and  with fire” or b a p ­
tized with the fiery Holy Ghost. Fire is a symbol 
of cleansing; it burns out that which should no t be 
there—inbred sin. T h e n  verse 12, it  seems to me, 
refers to cleansing, ra ther  than  to some thought of 
judgment: “Whose fan is in his hand, and he will 
throughly purge his floor, and gather his wheat 
into the garner; bu t he will b u rn  u p  the chaff with 
unquenchable fire.” Yes, H e will see to it tha t  
the sin nature, the carnal chaff, is b u rned  u p  with 
unquenchable fire, and  only the wheat is left. “I 
indeed baptize you with water u n to  repentance: 
but he that cometh after me is m ightier than  I, . . . 
he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and  
with fire” (M atthew 3:11).

Operation: New York City
On May 15 the biggest single evangelistic crusade 

of all history began. Billy G raham  and  the 
forces of righteousness moved in on New York 
City. T h e  evangelist says tha t what is hoped for is 
a breakthrough to the conscience of New York. 
“Unfortunately,” he adds, “ the religious renais­
sance that is evident in o ther  parts of America has 
left New York virtually un touched .” T h e  city 
which is made u p  of 45 per cent R om an Catholic, 
25 per cent Protestant, 25 per cent Jewish, 5 per 
cent Eastern Orthodox, religiously, goes on its way 
without much though t of God. Only 42 per cent 
of the total are actively affiliated with any church. 
This means tha t reaching the unchurched  m u lt i ­
tudes will be the heavy pa r t  of the responsibility. 
In this New York City campaign, as in all of his

campaigns, Dr. G raham  says he is relying on the 
prayers of millions in New York, across the country, 
and abroad. In  his own words, “New York must 
become the most prayed for spot on the face of the 
earth. If we did not believe that individuals across 
the world would be praying for us we would  not 
dare to a ttem pt this crusade.”

T h e  campaign has been booked for Madison 
Square G arden with a seating capacity of twenty 
thousand. It is scheduled for six weeks, b u t  it  may 
last longer and perhaps move to the Polo Grounds 
in the summer. T here  will be five hundred  ushers, 
three thousand singers, and five thousand counse­
lors. A choir of about fifteen hundred  will be used 
on alternate nights. T h e  New York Committee will 
m ain ta in  a follow-up office for six months after 
the close of the campaign to give further help to 
those who make decisions and help them to get 
established in church life. Of New York City’s 
1,700 Protestant churches, about one thousand of 
various denominations are actively backing the 
campaign.

Dr. G raham  himself is a Southern Baptist, bu t 
his campaigns are on an interdenom inational basis, 
and he welcomes Catholics and Jews—many usually 
attend.

W hy am I especially interested in saying some­
thing editorially about this New York City cam­
paign? Here is the reason: to urge you and all 
Nazarenes everywhere to join in praying for this 
campaign. Even as we read these words, let’s begin 
to remember daily this evangelistic crusade in New 
York City. I do not agree with Billy Graham  on 
everything, b u t  I must adm it tha t he is a Christian 
and  God is using him.

Jaco b  is a su p p la n tc r , 
Esau is p ro fan e  (or secular) , R eb ek ah  
is dece itfu l a n d  cu n n in g , an d  Isaac is 
in te m p e ra te  a n d  loves b is  venison. W h a t 
a p ic tu re ! Yet G od gave us th e  p ic tu re  
just as it was w ith o u t an y  to u c h in g  u p  
o r  co lo ring .

W e n ever kno w  just w h en  G od w ill 
take  a p ic tu re  of o u r  h om e life. O ne 
th in g  we can b e  ce r ta in  of, how ever, 
is th a t  th e  h om e life  has m uch  to  do 
w ith  th e  fu tu re  of all th e  charac te rs  
w ho m ake u p  th a t  ho m e, from  th e  
you ngest to th e  o ldest.

In te m p e ra n c e  alw ays comes from  o b ­
ta in in g  le g itim a te  th in g s  in  a w ro ng  
way o r from  sa tisfy ing  n a tu ra l  desires 
by w ro ng  m eans.

T h e re  was n o th in g  w ro n g  in  Jaco b 's  
d e s ir in g  th e  p a tr ia rc h a l b lessing, fo r it 
b a d  b een  p rom ised  to h im . H ow ever, 
th is  d id  n o t give sanction  for h is o b ­
ta in in g  it  by lies and  deceit.

O ne of th e  greatest exam ples of i n ­
tem p eran ce  an d  exam ples of a y ou ng  
m an  m ak in g  a w ro ng  choice is in Esau 's 
sale of his b i r th r ig h t  fo r th e  mess of 
po ttag e . T h is  o ne  tran sac tio n  gave the  
key to  th e  h e a r t  desires of b o th  Jacob  
a n d  Esau .

W h ile  Jaco b  was a su p p la n tc r , yet lie 
d id  have a d esire  for th e  sp ir itu a l  h e r i ­
tage of th e  p a tr ia rc h a l blessing. T h is

o n e  choice gave th e  reaso n  fo r  G o d ’s 
choice of Ja c o b  an d  re je c tio n  of Esau .

W h at scr ip tura l  g ro u nd  does  the Church of the  Nazarene  g ive  for  having
w o m e n  as m in is ters?

I do not know of any place where the 
Church of the Nazarene outlines its 
scriptural basis for women ministers. I 
might a<ld also that I am not going to 
Iry to do tliaL for you in any official 
way. I am not officially representing 
the Church of the Nazarene when I 
answer these questions. However, I will 
cite you to some scriptures that  some­
times arc given by people to establish 
the fact that women have a r ight to 
preach. These arc not ;,il the scriptures 
that could be cited.

Note Acts 2:14-21. Peter, in his ser­
mon, definitely says that  the Spirit of 
Cod is to be poured out upon “all 
flesh,” and that  their “sons and . . . 
daughters shall prophesy”—prophesy, 
which is one form of the proclamation 
of the tru th .  In  fact, all true  preaching 
is prophesying, that  is, forth-telling. 
T h e  word prophesy has two meanings, 
to fore-tell, and to forth-tcll ; often we 
forget the latter meaning in our thought 
of the first one. Really, the forth- 
telling is more im portant  than the fore­
telling, especially in our day. Every 
preacher is a forth-teller; he stands be­
tween God and man bringing the mes­
sage of God to men.

In Acts 21:8-9 we hear about Philip, 
who had four daughters that  were evan­
gelists. If they had the audacity to 
recognize them in the New Testament, 
in the A d s  of the Apostles, then we 
should not be backward about recog­

nizing them —that is, women, as m in ­
isters. In Galatians 3:28 it says, among 
other things. ‘'T here  is neither male nor 
female" in the New Testament scheme 
of things. Some people use that  to 
substantiate their belief that  women 
have a right to preach. In Revelation 
l:(i we are told that  we are "kings and 
priests unto God.” Some people would 
interpret this spiritually, bu t  others 
claim it is to be taken literally also, 
and applies to all—any person, male or 
female, can become a king and a priest 
in the kingdom of God. A preacher is 
a priest in his function as the leader of 
worship. T here  is a sense in which 
every preacher is both a prophet and a 
priest. These, then, are some of the 
scriptural grounds which have been 
given to substantiate the right of women 
to preach the gospel.

I am glad, myself, that more and 
more churches are recognizing the right 
of women to preach. Some of the great­
est preachers in the holiness movement 
have been women. It isn't easy for a 
woman to become a prcacher in any 
denomination or religious movement; 
nevertheless, she can become one and 
be used of God if she is sure she is 
called, and if she can take all the op­
position she'll likely receive from many 
quarters.  She must not expect to be 
given special privileges; she'll have to 
take whatever comes, just like any 
other preacher.

the Son of God.If you will read Ephesians 4:13-14, 
you will find that the wri ter is referring 
specifically to the doctrine or teaching 
as to Christ. He is praying that  they 
mav become settled in their belief in 
Christ  as the Son of God. so that thev 
will not be blown about by every wind 
of doctrine, by teachings which would 
contradict the fact that Jesus Christ  is

This  does not mean that we should 
allow ourselves to be vacillating as to 
the other things which you mention, 
bu t  you ask about this specific scrip­
ture. Again I say. if you take it  in its 
context, 1 think it is especially referring 
to our belief in Christ as the Son of 
God.

No! It  is against the rules of our membership in the Church of the Naz- 
Manuat  for a person to be received into arene if he smokes.

T h ere  appears at the Nazarene mis­
sion hospital  an old woman with a 
baby so ill there is no hope. T h e  nurse 
recognizes the heathen grandm other  of 
a family of idol manufacturers. T h e ir  
witch doctor has failed. Can the Chris­

tian God do better? Faith  trembling, 
bu t  challenged for God’s honor, the 
nurse prays, and as she prays, works. 
'Fhe child—beyond possibility it seems

—recovers, and the grandmother accepts 
Christ, to be a light in a dark place.

A n nu al C hurch Schools C onvention

T h e  seventh annual  church schools 
convention of the Oregon Pacific Dis­
trict was held April 10 and 11 in the 
Oregon City church. Led by our  wide­
awake district chairman, Rev. Forrest 
Hill,  the convention featured papers 
and discussion groups at various points 
of need in our local Sunday schools. 
Special a ttention was given to Caravans, 
stopping enrollment leaks, evangelism 
in the Sunday school, and “Every Fam ­
ily W in  a Family.”
