II . The Church 
Undefeated by Suffering

T h e  gospel of C hrist promises no im m unity  from 
suffering. Indeed, the very opposite is true. Jesus 
prom ised no easy way. H e talked of crosses, and 
swords, and  fire. He spoke of ha tred  and  opposi­
tion, of trials and judgm ents, of death  and m arty r­
dom , of sacrifice and  self-denial.

T h is was very real to the C hristians a t Smyrna, 
to whom  C hrist addressed H is second le tter in 
R evelation 2 (verses 8 to 11). T ro u b le  was their 
constant com panion. Poverty, slander, and  perse­
cution added to the ir sufferings. Prison and  the 
m arty r’s stake loom ed ahead. It wasn’t an easy 
th ing  to  be a C hristian in Smyrna.

N or is it an  easy th ing  to be a C hristian  in many 
parts of our world today. B ehind iron and bam ­
boo curtains, believers are again paying w ith their 
lives for their faith. In  Africa, Greece, Spain, and
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Colom bia a C hristian  testim ony can still mean 
im prisonm ent, beating, destruction  of property, 
anti sudden and  violent death.

All of this seems very rem ote to us. We fear no 
physical violence as a result of o u r C hristian  testi­
mony. We suffer no interference from  the law of 
the land  in the tasks G od has given us to do in His 
kingdom . G enerally speaking, we live com para­
tively com fortable lives. Most of us can echo the 
words of the Psalm ist, “T h e  lines are fallen unto  
me in p leasant places; yea, I have a goodly heritage” 
(Psalms 16:6).

B ut there are o ther kinds of suffering th an  that 
w hich results from physical harm  o r political 
oppression. T rib u la tio n  takes m any forms. Some­
times indifference is h arder to m eet than  opposi­
tion. M isunderstanding  and  thoughtless criticism 
may cu t as deeply and  be as pa in fu l as the stroke 
of a lash. T h e  deliberate snub, the obvious aver­
sion, may h u rt as m uch as a blow from  a club. 
“Sticks and  stones may break my bones,” but 
names, too, can h u rt me.

T h e n  there is the anguish of soul the spiritually  
sensitive suffer in  the presence of stark an d  naked 
evil. W hen the love of G od is confronted  by the 
sin of m an, the result is always a cross. T h e  su­
prem e exam ple of th a t cross was Calvary. B ut in 
any heart, when divine love comes face to face with 
hum an sin, G olgotha finds its echo.

T h e re  is also the deliberate agony of a burden 
for souls, born  in intercessory prayer. T h e  Bible 
uses a startling  illustra tion  to p icture the suffer­
ing of intercession. "As soon as Zion travailed, she 
b rough t forth  her ch ild ren” (Isaiah 66:8). “ My 
little  children, of whom I travail in b irth  again 
un til C hrist be form ed in you” (G alatians 4:19).

T h ree  kinds of suffering we shall always have to 
endure are spelled ou t in this le tte r to the Chris­
tians of Smyrna. T h e  first is poverty. Poverty, of 
course, is a relative term . T h e  poorest of us are 
incom parably wealthy com pared w ith the condi­
tions of o ther days and  o ther parts of the world. 
Yet it is still true of o u r calling: “ th a t no t many 
wise men after the flesh, no t m any m ighty, not 
many noble, are called: bu t G od h a th  chosen the 
foolish things of the w orld to confound the wise; 
and  God h a th  chosen the weak things of the world 
to  confound the things which are m ighty” (I Co­
rin th ians 1:26-27).

I certainly w ould not overlook the fact that 
sometimes G od causes His people to prosper. W hen 
this happens, the K ingdom  eith er gains a fortune 
o r  loses a family. John R. W. S tott has set forth

The Brook of Elah

A  FEW WEEKS ago I stood in a small 
ravine and looked across country to some 
ancient ruins a few  miles away. They 
were the ruins of the city of Gath and 
the brook where I was standing was the 
spot where David, the shepherd lad, met 
the giant, Goliath. As I stood there I 
tried to recall all the details of that en­
counter long ago.

The amazing thing about it all was 
that what men said in that far distant 
day, and now preserved in our Bible, 
can he understood by people who no 
longer fight their battles w ith slingshots 
and smooth stones, but with nuclear 
weapons and intercontinental missiles. 
We have orbited the earth and are now  
well along with plans to visit the moon, 
and yet when the sweet singer of Israel 
speaks in the Psalms, people today can 
understand him.

For instance, when he cries, “Have 
mercy upon me, O God, according to thy 
lovingkindness: according unto the mul­
titude of thy tender mercies blot out my 
transgressions,” w e recognize the cry of

a man suffering from the guilt of his 
sins. And again when he cries, “Create 
in me a clean heart, O God; and renew  
a right spirit within me,” we know it is 
the outreach of his spirit for holiness. 
Unnumbered m illions have found conso­
lation in “The Lord is my shepherd; I 
shall not want.”

Thousands of years later, David still 
speaks to us. What does this fact teach 
us? Simply that, while men die, man 
lives on. Human nature does not change 
with all the change going on about us

today. Human nature does not change 
and God does not change. And through 
our work for God and the church, we can 
speak to our own generation, and if the 
Lord tarries, to generations yet unborn.

IN the six teen th  century Portuguese sailors, see­
ing the island for tire first tim e, exclaim ed, “l l h a  

Formosa,” m eaning “B eautifu l Island!” From  tha t 
the W estern w orld began calling it Formosa. B ut 
this island, one h u n d red  miles off the southeastern 
coast of the M ain land  of C hina, has been know n 
to the Chinese as T a iw an  (“T erraced  Bay”) for 
longer than  anyone can rem em ber. I t  is nearly 
two hundred  fifty miles long an d  abou t eighty-five 
miles wide. On it live m ore than  ten m illion  
people.

My p lane touched the runw ay a t T a ip e i ( l ’ie- 
bay) at 6:00 p.m ., M arch 13. Rev. R . R . M iller, 
our district superin tenden t, was at the foot of the 
steps to greet me. T w o  little  Chinese ch ildren  
from our k indergarten  came and  presented me lets 

and flowers. Inside the term inal b u ild ing  was a 
great crowd m ade u p  of o u r fine m issionaries and  
many of o u r Chinese Christians. A large banner 
of greeting was prom inently  displayed, and  a k in ­
dergarten choir from  o u r First C hurch in  Shihlin  
(a suburb  of T a ip e i) sang a greeting to me. I t  
was a royal welcome indeed, w hich I greatly ap ­
preciated.

We drove im m ediately to o u r d istric t superin ­
tendent’s hom e, where a large reception had  been 
arranged in my honor. O u r m issionaries were all 
there— Rev. and  Mrs. L. C. O sborn, Rev. and  Mrs. 
John H olstead, Rev. and  Mrs. George R ench, Miss 
Bernadine D ringenberg , and  of course Mrs. R . R. 
M iller an d  Miss H eath er M iller. T hey  are indeed 
a splendid g roup  of dedicated workers for our 
church an d  the L ord. I m et m any new friends 
that n igh t an d  began to know  th a t o u r work in 
Taiw an is accepted w ith open arms by the Chinese 
people.

O ur m issionary hom e is located in the Shihlin 
section of T a ipe i. O u r school is located in T aipei 
itself. H ere in ren ted  q uarters  o u r m issionary staff 
is operating  o u r theological college. I spoke at 
chapel several times d u rin g  the week to a serious- 
minded and  sp lendid  s tuden t body. T hese young 
people w ill go from  the school to  become o u r 
future n a tiona l leaders. I t  is very im portan t.

O ur church has purchased a beau tifu l cam pus 
location in  the suburbs. I t  is several acres located 
on the top of a b lu ff overlooking the city and the

jo in ing  of two rivers. Rev. R . R. M iller is starting 
the first of several build ings on o u r new site. T h e  
workers hope to be able to move the school to 
ou r own cam pus this next school year. T h is  is a 
m uch-needed im provem ent.

O u r work in  T a iw an  is only five years old, bu t 
already it is a good, strong work. I t  is centered in 
the city of T a ip e i and  the su rround ing  area, reach­
ing u p  in to  the m ounta in  villages. As tim e passes, 
we will spread farther south down the island, and  
by C od's help  will go in to  the cities and  towns of 
the en tire  island to p lan t the C hurch of the Naza- 
rcnc.

On Friday, M arch 16, a t 8:00 a.m. we were a t 
the Chinese m ilitary  airfie ld  to  go on a special 
tr ip  to Quemoy. Rev. and  Mrs. R . R . M iller and 
the ir daugh ter H eather, Rev. L. C. O sborn, and  I 
were in o u r g roup  plus two in terpreters, M r. H o 
and  M r. Hsieh.

W e were the guests of the officials of the Free 
C hina R elief Association, a governm ent agency 
charged w ith the responsibility of he lp ing  the 
refugees from  C om m unist C hina. O u r mission was 
to see abou t the possibilities of a church on the 
strategic island located so very close to the Com ­
m unist-held M ainland.

Forty-seven thousand  civilians live on this small 
island, plus a large and  w ell-trained segment of the 
arm ed forces of Free C hina. T h ere  are only three 
small churches on the island. I t  is sp iritually  a 
place of trem endous challenge to our church as 
we push ever farther on to the needy w ith the 
gospel of fu ll salvation.

O n M arch 9, ju st eight days before o u r visit, a 
young Chinese wom an was struck by a C om m unist 
shell d u rin g  a shelling of the island. Both of her 
legs were blown off. O u r last activity before leav­
ing Quemoy was to visit the m ilitary hospital and 
this young woman. It was a large room  w ith sev­
eral o th e r patients; o u r Chinese escorts of several 
m en and  a num ber of others were along. I asked 
the Chinese adm iral, who was o u r host at the 
tim e, if I could pray for her.

W ith  his k ind  perm ission I stepped to her side. 
T h e  g irl’s paren ts were standing  by h er bed. T hey  
are Buddhists, b u t as M r. H o, my in terp re ter, re­
layed my offer to pray, the young w om an con­
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sented and  closed her eyes. I prayed for her, an 
innocent victim  of m an ’s strife, asking G od to 
give her courage and  strength. I prayed for Christ 
to come in to  h er h eart and  m ake h er H is child.

I t  was a d ram atic  m om ent. H er parents wept. 
T hose nearby stood w ith  tear-streaked faces. Peo­
ple of several faiths, those w ith  no religion, those 
of heathen  beliefs, all stood silent and  hum ble in 
the w onderful presence of C hrist which filled the 
room . T hey  m et a t H is feet there beside h e r bed 
of pa in  in  com m on grief for this fellow hum an 
being whom God could help. T o  me she became 
a symbol of all the helpless, sp iritually  needy people 
of this great, friendly n a tion  who w ait for ou r 
com ing to them  w ith the gospel.

A few days la ter I was honored  at a reception in 
T a ip e i given by M r. Khu, p resident of the Free 
C hina R elief Association. A large crowd was 
present. Some m em bers of the governm ent and tire 
president’s cabinet were there.

M r. K hu expressed appreciation  for the work 
of the C hurch of the Nazarene in T aiw an. He 
com m ended ou r missionaries. In my reply I en ­
deavored to give them o u r purposes and aims in 
com ing to T aiw an.

In  every service where 1 spoke at our churches 
and  preaching points, the bu ild ing  teas crowded. 
T h e  people listened attentively.

In  a Saturday night Youth Rally there were 
a round  th irty  seeking C hrist at the a ltar. In an ­
o ther service the a lta r was lined with those who 
sincerely prayed for salvation. In  one troweled 
room  w here there was no space to kneel, a n u m ­
ber of them  stood and  we prayed for the ir sal­
vation.

Sunday m orning, M arch 18, in the First C hurch 
a t Shihlin, there were forty-five people baptized, 
th irty  babies and  small ch ildren  christened, and 
forty-tw'o jo ined the church by profession of faith.

Yes, the door is open in Taiw an! T h e  chal­
lenge is great. T h e  task is trem endous. W e need 
m ore missionaries, for if we had  a hundred  
churches they could all be full of hungry people. 
O u r n ine  heroic missionaries are giving th e ir best. 
Pray for them.

T h ere  was a great crowd of people w aiting at 
the a irp o rt to  see me off 011 Friday, M arch 23. 
M adam e K hu, M r. K hu, and  o th e r friends were 
there. T hey  invited  me to re tu rn . O u r college 
students were present; also our missionaries. As I 
entered the p lane, I tu rned  to see them  all waving 
a t me. I  re tu rn ed  the ir last salute. I left some of 
my heart in  the Philipp ines an d  T aiw an.

I am  sure th a t all who read  this w ill pray m ore 
for these great fields and o u r consecrated m ission­
aries. I know th a t N azarenes everywhere w ill rec­
ognize th a t this is a p a rt of o u r great responsi­
b ility  to  press on  in  w orld  evangelism in  this 
needy day.

HOW 
MUCH 
IS YOUR

FAITH
WORTH?

W H A T  is your religious fa ith  w orth? Is it any 
d ifferen t from  th a t of the average nom inal C hris­
tian? W h a t is there in  your fa ith  w orth  ho ld ing  
on to— w orth  believing— w orth  dying for?

O ne of the symptoms of weakness in  the C hurch 
today is a fa ith  th a t is n o t taken  seriously. T o  
say th a t the C hurch  does n o t have signs of w eak­
ness is to adm it blindness to  the facts o r  haziness 
as to the reason for h er existence, or bo th . T h e  
fact is tha t in  1959 C hristian ity  lost over one and  
one-half m illion  constituen ts to  o th e r religions. 
T h ere  hasn’t been any ind ica tion  of any recovery 
or a trend  in  the opposite direction. I t  is d is tu rb ­
ing w hen we learn  th a t the greatest losses are suf­
fered in  the cradle of W estern civilization and  
P ro testan t C hristian ity— E urope. H istorians are 
already ta lk ing  of this as being  the beg inn ing  of 
a “post-C hristian era!” C hristian ity  on the de­
cline!

B ut w hat is m ore serious th an  these num erical 
losses— incurred  to some degree by the grow th of 
com m unism — is the C hurch ’s ineffective resistance 
to the m oral confusion of o u r time. T h is  genera­
tion is left w ith w hat W alter L ipp inan  calls a 
“grudging  endurance of a series of unsanctified  
com pulsions.” O u r generation  has bogged down 
in the “Slough of D espond.” T o  use K ierkegaard’s 
phrase, we are suffering from  a "vaporized C hris­
tian ity .”

Yet the insistent question  still urges us: Why? 
W hy these losses? W hy this lack of m oral con­
cern? W hy this lym phatic response to the  G reat
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Commission? Why I his depressive log of con­
fusion as to the reason we exist as a Church? Why? 
Why? Why?

We could say th a t it is the grow ing dislike ol 
the W estern w orld by o u r enemies. W e could  say 
that it is the em ergence of independen t nations 
and the cram ping  of o u r m issionary style by active, 
indigenous religions of these self-conscious coun­
tries.

h u t  isn ’t it in  part, a t least (perhaps a great 
deal m ore th an  we w ant to  a d m it) , th a t basic as­
sum ptions involved in the fa ith  we profess arc 
assumptions th a t we are not really p repared  to 
accept? A ugustine said, “11 you believe w hat you 
like in  the gospel and  reject w hat you like, it is 
not the gospel you believe, b u t yourself.”

We have taken so m any “offensive” articles ou t 
of our fa ith  and  replaced them  w ith twice as m any 
respectable substitu tes th a t w hat we have is less 
than a watered-dow n gospel. I t  isn’t the gospel at 
all, bu t ra th e r the  “com m andm ents of m en” 
(M atthew 15:9). Some of the offense comes when 
the actualities of dam n atio n  and  the decisiveness 
of salvation are m entioned. O thers take offense 
at the suggestion of sacrifice (w hether it  be tha t 
of time o r m ateria l go o d s), devotional disciplines, 
and an u n cond itiona l com m itm ent to Christ.

These things are d istu rb ing . W h at we w ant is 
a “tranqu ilizer.” So we idealize o u r doctrine in  
generalities and  vainly parade them  in a "nauseous 
smog of p la titu d in o u s p iety .”

W hat we need is the  challenge of a concrete 
mission— som ething th a t gives us a sense of des­
tiny in these critical times and  thereby define the 
real reason why the C hurch m ust rem ain and be 
revived to respond to this mission.

Dr. E. Stanley Jones recalls the fight between 
Joe Louis, the Negro, and  Nova, the H in d u . H e 
said these two represented two ideas. Louis rep ­
resented the upsurge of a suppressed race. Nova, 
because of his background in  H in d u  mysticism, 
believed th a t by being in  tune  w ith  the cosmos 
he could strike a cosmic blow. In  o ther words, 
the universe w ould  strike as he struck. So a racial 
punch and  a cosmic punch  met. T h e  racial punch  
knocked ou t the cosmic punch. B ut why? Be­
cause, for one th ing, the racial punch  of Louis 
had a concrete cause— the freedom  of an o p ­
pressed people here and  now. Nova represented 
in his punch  a hazy, disem bodied ideal— the cos­
mic w ould strike w ith  him . T h a t  hazy, disem bod­
ied ideal w ent dow n before the em bodied cause.

One of the  m ost serious ind ictm ents leveled 
against “holiness people” is th a t they are fighting 
a losing battle . T hey  are try ing to knock ou t their 
opposition w ith  a hazy, disem bodied ideal of sanc­
tity—or holiness. W e m ust no t subm it to  the 
suggestion th a t ideals are n o t im portan t. B ut we 
should begin to inqu ire  w hat the ideal means and

how it can be related to our responsibility to con­
tem porary society.

W e have been slow to do this for fear of find ­
ing our ideal inadequate  to m odern existence, or 
for fear tha t we m ight find  som ething in  this ideal 
we d o n ’t even believe any m ore. In  this period 
of theological inquiry , W esley’s voice should not 
be drow ned ou t in  the cacophony of Calvinism. 
W e who believe in  the W esleyan trad itio n  as a 
true theological position m ust speak o u t w ith 
enough com m and th a t it will be respected and 
listened to. T h is  is no t only the b u rden  of the 
theologian; it  is also the task of the evangelist.

W e m ust no t only proclaim  the message of “ho li­
ness of heart and  life,” b u t we m ust enhance this 
ideal of sanctity by re la ting  it to o u r present evan­
gelistic mission— an em bodied cause! B u t this 
plunges us headlong righ t back to the core of 
o ur fa ith  again. W e cannot hope to win the world 
w ithou t squaring  ourselves a round  to the real 
m eaning of w hat we believe as holiness people 
who have boasted of spreading “full salvation” 
a round  the world.

A prayer: O God, help us, as a people set a p a rt  
for  a holy purpose, to see o u r  distinctive doctrine 

of sanctification in the light of new significance 
a n d  m eaning, a n d  as a result experience a general 

revival of holy living a n d  fa ith fu l witnessing.

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HOME AND FAMILY LIFE FEATURE:

Cause for Concern

H E  was a first-generation N azarene— active in 
church, cam p m eeting, and  all o th e r functions of 
the local and district program . H e professed a 
h igh state of grace. O utw ardly, w ith  the exception 
of an  u ltracritica l sp irit beam ed against alm ost 
everything and  nearly everybody in  the church, his 
life was flawless.

H e h ad  a large family. H e lived to  be very 
old. Finally he ended his earth ly  pilgrim age and  
passed on to  m eet his M aker. T h e  final chap ter 
of his earth ly  life as a churchm an and  fa ther was 
concluded. H is children, a ll grown, all filling  
th e ir chosen places in  life, are all unsaved. T hey  
are thoroughgoing w orldlings. N ot one of them  
shows concern for the interests of his soul o r the 
church. Why?

W ere we to  analyze th a t particu la r fam ily situ ­
ation , there are some questions which natu rally  
w ould be p e rtin en t to the case. D id  this family 
have daily fam ily devotions? D id  this fa ther have 
tim e to  spend w ith  his children? W as the re la tion ­
sh ip  betw een fa ther and  m o ther ideally C hristian? 
W ere there harm ony, love, an d  filial devotion? 
Is it  possible th a t his critical, cynical sp irit, ex­
pressed in  word and  a ttitu d e  in  his hom e, progres­
sively eroded the confidence which his ch ildren  
once had  in  all th a t th e ir fa ther believed, spoke, 
and  practiced? W e do no t know, b u t we do  know 
th a t these questions are pertin en t to the case. T h e  
m an is dead— the family, lost. T h e  atm osphere 
d u rin g  the funeral service was as cold as the corpse. 
N ot a tear. Alas!

A nother Nazarene. H e, too, had  a large family. 
H e still lives, a m ighty preacher of the W ord. H e 
has passed his a llo tted  threescore an d  ten  years. 
H is ch ild ren  also are grown, scattered over w ide 
areas. T hey  are all saved, sanctified, and  all are 
m em bers of the C hurch  of the  Nazarene. T h ree  
sons are m inisters, all serving large churches. One 
daughter is a pastor’s wife, and  the o ther daughter, 
wife of a N azarene educator. T h is  fam ily is m aking 
a generous con tribu tion  to  the total interests of 
the church.

T h is  case is in  d irect opposition  to  the one 
cited above. W hy? A n analysis of this success 
story w ould  requ ire  some question ing  also. D id 
this fam ily have daily devotions? Yes. D id  this 
fa ther have tim e to  spend w ith  his children? Yes, 
very m uch. H e shared in  every area of the  lives of

his children . W as the re la tionsh ip  betw een fa ther 
and  m other ideally C hristian? E m phatically  and  
beautifu lly  so! W ere there  harm ony, love, and  
filial devotion in the home? Indeed . A sh in ing  
exam ple! H is devotion to C hrist, his unselfish 
dedication to  his calling, his love tow ard an d  con­
fidence in  his b re th ren , an d  his church— all have 
served to  prepare  the hearts of his ch ild ren  to re ­
ceive Jesus C hrist as na tu ra lly  as the  seed responds 
to  the warm  sunshine and  m oisture of the  spring­
time.

I have cited two tru e  cases. T h e re  are scores of 
others. N o d o u b t m any of my readers could  cite 
parallel cases. B u t of this we may be absolutely 
sure: in  n e ith e r of these cases was the outcom e 
accidental o r  by m ere happenstance. In  each case 
there were underly ing  causes w hich becam e the 
determ in ing  factors. In  each case som eone o r ones 
were responsible for these factors. T hey  will an­
swer a t the  judgm ent.

A ll b iography begins w ith  genealogy. Explore 
the background of o u tstand ing  saints in  the C hurch 
of Jesus C hrist, an d  one is im pressed w ith  the 
vital factors w hich have de term ined  the  direction 
pursued, the course chosen, an d  the  ends achieved. 
Back of Sam uel’s life there  was a H an n ah , a 
w om an of fervent and  persistent p rayer an d  faith. 
Back of Moses was his “nurse” by divine direction, 
his own m other, Jochebed, whose life was m arked 
by an in tense devotion to  Israe l’s Jehovah-G od. 
Back of Jo h n  the B aptist were paren ts concerning 
whom  L uke tells us, “T h e re  was . . .  a certain 
priest nam ed Zacharias, . . . an d  his wife was of 
the daughters of A aron, an d  h e r nam e was Elisa­
beth . A nd they were b o th  righ teous before G od” 
(L uke 1:5-6). H ere was n o t dom estic lopsided­
ness, b u t a perfect balance of pa ren ta l piety and 
devotion.

B ehind St. A ugustine was M onica, one of the 
most holy and  devoted wom en of the C hristian 
C hurch, who by h e r fervent prayers fashioned a 
lifeline by w hich h er derelict son was rescued and 
b rough t in to  the fold. She h ad  every reason to 
conclude th a t h er son, A urelius A ugustine, was 
hopeless. She m igh t well have despaired; b u t this 
noble C hristian  m o th er s tubborn ly  refused to 
abandon  h er son to  the devil.

Back of the  W esley b ro thers was th a t noble 
soul, Susanna Wesley, m o ther of n ineteen  children,
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who spent tin hou r  in prayer daily, and dealt with 
each child separately at a given time each week. 
What an investment! W h a t  returns!

Can tee parents escape the startling im plica­
tions? Even at our best, it is a struggle to save 
our children to Christ and  the Church. How then 
can we hope to save them in an age when the 
pressures and allurements of worldliness and m a­
terialism are served in most spectacular forms and 
settings if the religious influence in the home 
is weak and inert?

In many (if not most) cases, responsibility for 
the loss of our own children from Christ and  the 
church may be laid in the lap of thoughtless par­
ents who have little time for family religious ex­
ercises, and whose devotion to God and  His 
Church is irregular and  spotty. Parents who fre­
quently absent themselves from the regular church 
services, take little responsibility, fail to pay their

tithe, and attend revisal services irregularly and or 
without their children, will doubtless witness the 
heartbreaking sight of their children going out of 
the home and the church unblushing rebels 
against God.

W hen parents do not take their religion serious­
ly, our modern, observing, impressionable teen­
agers will conclude that the spiritual concerns of 
life tire not too important.  They  will, on the basis 
ol parental indifference and religious irregularity, 
decide that the matter of their souls' salvation is 
not too imperative after all.

T h e  loss of children from homes which tire deep­
ly spiritual and consistently Christian, and marked 
by family love, tire in the cast minority. Is the 
salvation of our children worth the great and 
continuous sacrifice required to bring them to 
God, and see them settled in a life of holiness and 
service? You supply the answer!

IT  IS N O T  NECESSARY to be the envoy of a 
king or the ambassador of a president in order to 
be useful in this world. You may, as Christians, 
simply reach out with friendship and be a real 
blessing to many hearts.

In my personal devotions I have been including 
a daily reading from T h e  A m plified  Xew T esta­

ment. T h e  other  day I came across an interesting 
reading in the fourth  chapter of Philippians. T h e  
King fames Version of verse 8 reads: "Finally,
brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever 
things are honest, whatsoever things are just, w hat­
soever things are pure, whatsoever things are love­
ly, whatsoever things are of good report; if there 
be any virture, and if there be any praise, think 
on these things.”

Now T he A m plified New T estam ent  reading of 
this same verse reads like this: “For the rest,
brethren, whatever is true, whatever is worthy of

reverence and is honorable and seemly, whatever 
is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely and 
lovable, whatever is kind and winsome and 
gracious, if there is any virtue and excellence, if 
there is anything worthy of praise, th ink on and 
weigh and take account of these things— fix your 
minds on them.” *

"W hatever is k ind and winsome and gracious” 
is the phrase tha t catches my attention. W hen 
we stop to consider these three words, hind, w in ­

some, gracious,  they look like three similar po r­
traits of friendship. Nobody needs to be told what 
the gentle word hind  means, bu t what about the 
second word, winsome? It sounds just a little 
odd to us, and  we are not quite  so sure of its 
meaning. Mr. W ebster says it comes to us from 
the old Anglo-Saxon word wynn  or joy, and means 
something that brings us joy or pleasure, something 
pleasant or winning. Gracious means attractive 
and full of charm; kindly and courteous.

But how does all this word study fit into our 
discussion? Put the word winsome back beside 
the word kind  again. It suggests that if you want 
to be a person able to win friends, yon must be 
a kind person. In my college days there was a 
certain young lady on the college campus who 
had very many friends. I asked one of her friends 
what was her secret.

“She is not good-looking,” I said, “but every­
body is her friend. Everybody likes her. Why is 
this so?”

T h e  answer was simple and brief. “Oh, she’s so 
good and kind to everybody!” her friend answered.

T here  it is. T o  be winning, to gain friends we 
must be k ind to people. T h e  quick, sharp word 
will drive people away and ru in  friendships. T h e

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gracious, gentle, com plim entary w ord will make 
somebody feel good, feel good tow ard us, and  will 
gain a friend.

In  one of my pastorates I learned tha t two ladies 
who were members of the church w otdd no t speak 
to each other. T hey  were neighbors who lived 
next door to each other. T hey  had  been fussing 
at each o ther over the back fence, so w ould no t 
speak to each o ther at church. W hen I called at 
the ir homes I learned tha t one had  a garden; the 
o ther had chickens. T h e  chickens had  been get­
ting in to  the garden. A ccording to the ow ner of 
the garden, the neighbor had not, upon  request, 
penned up  her chickens. W hat happened? T h e  
two women fussed, became vexed, and  w ould not 
speak to one another; and  the ir enm ity grieved 
the whole church.

Now th ink  w hat w ould have happened  if those 
two ladies had  applied  the teachings and  sp irit of 
the Bible. W hat a lovely surprise if Mrs. G ardener 
had walked in to  Mrs. Poultry-raiser’s k itchen one 
m orning w ith a gift of fresh, crisp vegetables! It 
would have been going the second m ile indeed. 
And I g ran t you tha t hardly any carnal-hearted 
person does a th ing  like that.

B ut w hat would likely have happened? W hy, 
Mrs. Poultry-raiser would have walked in to  Mrs. 
G ardener’s kitchen some m orn ing  soon after tha t 
w ith a gift of a fat chicken. Furtherm ore, by then 
she likely w ould have penned u p  her chickens; 
and friendship w ould no t only have been saved— 
it would have been greatly strengthened. Dr. J. B. 
C hapm an said, “T h e  C hristian  way to rid  oneself 
of his enemy is to love his enemy; and, despite 
w hat m en may say, this p lan  works.”

W hat is w orth m ore in  your life, your garden 
or your friends? H ere’s the test: Are you a crass 
m aterialist after all? Love can find be tte r ways 
to solve your problem s than  by going to the police 
station o r to the courtroom . For when w hat you 
call "justice” has been enforced by outside au ­
thority , you afterw ards find  yourself w ith less 
friends.

W hy don’t you make a sincere effort to win 
new friends— and keep old ones too— by doing 
som ething k ind for them? A nd if you are a real 
C hristian, why don ’t you reach ou t w ith kindness 
to win friends to Christ? H ave you been w onder­
ing how you could gain somebody for H im ? 1 be­
lieve tha t kindness will do it. W hy d o n ’t you 
prove the power of kindness today?

So you see, by kindness we tu rn  ou t to be am ­
bassadors and  very im p o rtan t  persons a fter all, as 
St. Paul expressed it in II  C orin th ians 5:20: “Now 
then  we are ambassadors for C hrist, as though 
God d id  beseech you by us: we pray you in C hrist’s 
stead, be ye reconciled to G od.” I t  really isn’t 
im portan t at all w hether we become VIP, bu t 
it is essential to win souls to God.

John Wesley's Quest for

IN  Jo h n  W esley we see a sain t of ind isputab le  
genuineness and  transparency. W ith o u t his sin­
cere in trospection there w ould no t have been a 
person w orth w riting  about; there w ould not 
have been a great religious revolu tion  in the 
eighteenth  century; there w ould no t be, as many 
have said, an E ngland  today.

For m any long, lean, cold years— days and  nights 
of physical suffering and  m ental anguish— the man 
sought fervently for the smile of G od up o n  his 
sotd. N o m onk, no herm it, ever surpassed his in­
tensity.

“ I am persuaded,” he w rote to his m other, “ that 
we may know th a t we are now in a state of sal­
vation .”

His dying fa th e r’s last words to him  had  been, 
“T h e  inner witness! T h e  inner w itness!”

Later, on a voyage to  G eorgia as a missionary, 
he encountered  a band of M oravians who sang 
hymns in the face of shipwreck, and  the cry within 
his heart became an insistent longing. “T h e  inner 
witness!” H e d ropped  the form ulas of the Church 
of England, the early theological lessons of Susanna 
Wesley, and followed hungrily , doggedly, the 
sturdy M oravian elders.

Yet he was no t satisfied.
Fitchett, in IVesley a n d  H is  C entury , sums up 

in one sentence W esley’s sp iritual state a t this 
period. “ H e believed th a t a changed life was not 
the fru it of forgiveness, bu t its cause.”

Wesley la te r confessed, “ 1 sought to establish 
my own righteousness.”

B linded by the weighty rituals of the Church 
of E ngland and  driven back alm ost to fanaticism 
by the co rrup tion  and  hypocrisy of his educational 
environm ent, he sought to earn  salvation from a 
despot instead of accepting it as a gift from a 
loving Father in heaven.

'I'lie steel of W esley’s character no do u b t had 
m uch to do w ith his dilem m a. A strong m ind  was 
his naturally . Both fa ther and  m o ther had  had 
the courage (fortunately) to break w ith the ir par­
ents over some of the religious questions of that

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lime. T he m other frequently  and openly differed 
with her husband, and, in tu rn , the fa ther seems 
to have had  a “co n tinua l issue w ith  all m ank ind .” 
The son, John , was a na tu ra l-bo rn  leader— even of 
himself.

To put it simply, W esley had  a hard  tim e find ­
ing the Saviour because of the cloud of contro­
versial dust he raised trying to find  H im .

From W esley’s ow n w ritings we see h im  pass­
ing through the pains of sacerdotalism , asceticism, 
mysticism, and legalism:

"I com m unicated every week . .
“So that now do ing  so m uch and  living so good 

a life, I doubted  no t b u t I was a good C hris­
tian . . .”

“T o this end  I deprived myself of all superflu­
ities and m any th a t are called the necessaries of 
life . . .”

“He recom m ended m ental prayer and  the like

exercises as a most effectual means of purifying 
the soid . . .”

“A nd by my con tinual endeavor to keep H is 
whole law, inw ard and outw ard, to the u tm ost 
of my power, I  was persuaded th a t I  should  be 
accepted of H im , and  though t I was even then  in  
a state of salvation . .

“I was still ‘u n d er the law ’; no t u n d er grace . . .” 
T h e re  is no  do u b t th a t these p itifu l m isadven­

tures in his own sp iritua l quest gave his h eart the 
great sym pathy for the lost w hich Wesley la ter 
m anifested. H eld  in  the p it of doub t and uncer­
tain ty  u n til the age of thirty-four, he erup ted  like 
a volcano w ith a tem peram ent and glow which 
was felt a round  the world.

Following his famous Aldersgate experience, 
Wesley sum m ed u p  his own case thus: “I  was con­
vinced of unbelief, of the w ant of th a t fa ith  
whereby alone we are saved.”

The Dimensions of Holiness

T H E T E M P L E  E X P E R IE N C E  of Isaiah  (chap­
ter 6) should be seen in  three dim ensions to be 
understood: its O ld  T estam en t setting, its New 
Testament in te rp re ta tio n , and  its personal ap p li­
cation.

Old Testament Setting
Isaiah found him self in  the T em ple, contem ­

plating the m oral an d  sp iritua l condition  of the 
nation, realizing that, as an  Israelite, he could 
not escape sharing both  the gu ilt and  the pun ish ­
ment of his people. H e was one w ith them . His 
cry, “W oe is mel for I  am  undone; because I am 
a man of unclean  lips, and  I dwell in the m idst 
of a people of unclean lips,” (v. 5) was a cry of 
conviction for bo th  him self and  the nation.

W hatever else is significant in  the seraphim ’s 
touching the p ro p h e t’s lips w ith a ho t coal, one 
thing is sure: the confirm ing words— “T h in e  in ­
iquity is taken away, and  thy sin p u rged” (v. 7) 
—became the them e of his p rophetic  message. I t  
became a prom ise for the nation , a promise of 
what God w ould do.

On the basis of this, Isaiah became the great 
prophet of hope, an d  it is no t in ap p ro p ria te  to 
speak of the Gospel of Isaiah. H is message was, 
“Though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be 
as white as snow” (1:18); “A n highway shall be 
there, and  a way, an d  it shall be called T h e  way 
of holiness” (35:8). H e saw the redem ption  of 
Israel th rough  the saving of a rem n an t and  
crowned his message w ith the Messianic hope and  
the portrayal of the suffering Servant.

New Testament Interpretation
T h e  experience of Isaiah was prophetic  of G od’s 

p lan  for the salvation of all m en, and  this finds 
its highest exem plification in Jesus C hrist and 
the New T estam ent Church.

H ere in  lies the genius no t only of Isaiah, bu t 
also of all the H ebrew  prophets. T hey  were men 
w ith the ir “ears to the g round ,” m en who u n d er­
stood the ways of God and  m an, men called and 
tra ined  of G od to understand  H is will and  tell of 
H is ceaseless endeavors in behalf of fallen m an. 
T hey  spoke of the great principles of redem ptive 
tru th , such as justice (Am os), mercy (H osea), 
vicarious suffering (Isa ia h ), a new7 covenant (Jere­
m iah) , individual responsibility (E zekiel), and 
also th a t salvation is contingent upon m an’s obedi­
ence to God, and  tha t bo th  revenge and  rew ard 
belong to  God.

T h ere  are great overtones in  the message of the 
prophets wrhich sound the tru th  w henever and 
w herever there are ears to hear and  eyes to see 
th a t God is sovereign and  the nations of the earth  
are as a drop  of a bucket to H im ; yet H e w illeth 
no t the death  of any m an.

These overtones become clearest in  New T esta­
m ent revelation. Isaiah’s restored rem nant, Jere­
m iah ’s people of the new covenant, and  Ezekiel’s 
great army resurrected from  the valley of dry 
bones become the new Israel, the C hurch, the in ­
h erito r of G od’s promises. W hat the prophets saw7 
in em bryonic form  came to com pletion in the 
C hurch of Jesus Christ.
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Personal Application
T h e  th ird  dim ension is a dim ension in  depth , 

the personal application  of Isaiah ’s experience. 
In  the m irro r of his vision of God he saw h im ­
self as he was. If lie h ad  ru n  true to the form  of 
his day he w ould have called for “ full steam 
ahead” in  the T em ple  ritu a l to alleviate the gu ilt 
of his conscience. A nd, doubtless, his relief would 
have been m eaningful.

B ut Isaiah’s experience w ith G od was on a 
h igher level than  that. I t  was in  the realm  of 
the spirit, of vision, of mystery, of faith, an d  of a 
m ingling w ith  heavenly beings. H e was trans­
ported  in to  a sphere where others could no t fol­
low, oblivious to his surroundings, anil isolated 
from  all things fam iliar. H e needed no one to 
exhort h im  to repen t and  believe. T h e  mystery of 
G od’s p lan  of salvation was unfo lded  before him . 
H e could describe w hat he satv and  heard  best by 
analogy and  symbolism.

T h e  voice of G od wras strong on the e th er waves: 
“W hom  shall I send, and  who will go for us?” 
(v. 8) In  joyous spontaneity  Isaiah volunteered  
his services, yea, his life: “ H ere am I; send m e.”

W hen one is caught u p  in  a great vision, w hen 
he is g ripped  by a divine com pulsion, or w hen lie 
gives him self to  a noble cause, the th o ugh t of 
resisting o r  debating, o r the price involved, is ir­
relevant. I t  is som ewhat like the boy wdio looked 
long a t the m oun ta in  and  finally left his work to 
clim b it. L ater he said, “T h e  m oun ta in  called and  
I had  to  go.” In  recalling the incident his m other 
said, “Son, you became a m an the day you w ent 
to the m oun ta in .”

C ould it be th a t ours is too often  a pa tterned  
experience of holiness? Salvation comes a t the end 
of a proposition, and  wre know  beforehand  w hat 
we are going to  experience. Even o u r fa ith  is con­
d itioned  for certain  results. Perhaps th a t is w'hy 
fa ith  comes so h a rd  to some seekers— it is no t so 
m uch faith  in  G od as it is the endeavor to experi­
ence w hat they have been m ade to  expect. G enu­
ine saving fa ith  carries w ith it a goodly elem ent 
of the unexpected.

G od seeks to lift us above the seen an d  the 
know n in to  the realm  of the  mystery of H is love, 
w here we find  som ething th a t others have no t been 
able to  tell us; w here wc experience th a t w hich 
is betw een G od and  us alone— in  the darkness of 
a lonely vigil and  in  the hush of sacred com ­
m union . God “calls ou r souls from  the flesh to 
feed on the subtle substance of a glory few m en 
see.” A nd we push beyond rou tine  and  repu ta tion , 
records and  reports, to  “dabble  in  beauty and  
stretch o u r m inds for tru th .” W ater has broken 
ou t in  the wulderness, the desert has blossomed as 
the rose, for the glory of the L ord  has been re­
vealed.

the o ther side of the  p icture: "M ake no  m istake: 
it does no t always pay to be a C hristian . N or is 
honesty by any m eans always the best policy, if 
m ateria l gain  is your am bition . Poverty has often 
been p a rt of the cost of C hristian  discipleship.”

A second k ind  of suffering we may experience is 
th a t which comes from  slander and  gossip, and  the 
cynical tw isting of facts to m ean and  vicious ends. 
“Satan” is a word w hich in its orig inal H ebrew  
form m eant “adversary, o p p o n en t.” “ Devil,” the 
w ord C hrist uses here to  describe tlie suprem e evil 
personality, comes from  a G reek term  which m eant 
“slanderer,” “ false accuser.” W hat an u tte r  tragedy 
it is w hen people who call themselves C hristians 
take u p  the work of the devil an d  go to peddling 
unfounded  rum ors or o u trig h t lies!

T h e re  is far too m uch of this sort of th ing  going 
on. Sometimes the m ost sincere seem to fall for 
the slanderer’s line m ost readily. I t is hard  for 
them  to im agine th a t anyone who professes to be a 
C hristian  w ould twist and  m isin terp re t facts or use 
half-tru ths to tear down the influence and  rep u ta ­
tion of any ind iv idual or church. B ut the sad 
reality is th a t “one dog barks a lie, and  a thousand  
bark  it for the tru th .” So b ro ther is set against 
b ro ther and  the church suffers.

A th ird  k ind of suffering falls in to  the class of 
religious persecution. T h e  church at Sm yrna was 
u n d er attack from  those who alleged th a t they 
alone were the tru e  people of God. T h is  pretense, 
C hrist says, is u n tru e : “W hich say they are Jews, 
and are not, b u t are the  synagogue of Satan" 
(v. 9 ).

H ere is an exam ple of w hat had  been foretold: 
“Yea, the tim e com eth, th a t whosoever k ille th  you 
will th ink  th a t he doeth  G od service” (John  1(5:2). 
O pposition  to the true work of God in the nam e of 
G od is as old as faith  itself. T hose who killed  the 
prophets d id  it in  the nam e of religion. T hose who 
persecuted the Early C hurch m ost b itterly  d id  so 
u n d er the cloak of super piety. T h e re  is no oppo­
sition so b itte r  as th a t clo thed w ith the pretense 
to exclusive possession of the tru th .

B ut there is encouragem ent here for the C hurch 
in  times of suffering, w hatever its sort o r source. 
I t  w ill be short. I t  w ill no t last. “T h is, too, will 
pass.” C hrist, the H ead  of the C hurch, is the Lord 
of history and  the C onquero r of death  (v. 10). T o  
those who are fa ith fu l, H e will give “a crown of 
life.”

“Fear none of those things . . .  be thou  faithful 
u n to  d ea th ” (v. 10). “I f  we suffer, wc shall also 
reign w ith h im ” (II T im o th y  2 :12). “A nd they de­
parted  from  the presence of the  council, rejoicing 
th a t they were counted  w orthy to suffer sham e for 
his nam e” (Acts 5 :41).

Moving Nazarenes
Here is another reason why the  “ Mov­

ing Nazarenes” service is up-to-date and 
serving a m uch-needed area of lire 
church.

A pastor wrote us that, in  the  course 
of his visitation work, he found a man 
who at one tim e a ttended the  Church 
of the Nazarene. T h is  m an  m oved to 
this city nineteen  years ago. After 
nineteen years the Church of th e  N aza­
rene found him!

Good Days in Corozal

B ritish  H ondu ras
T hese arc very encouraging days in 

Corozal. January  second a house was 
donated  to us for a ru ra l chapel. T h e  
giver is a very poor m an. T h e  house

has been fixed up w ith doors, benches, 
altar, p id p it, walls plastered, and  so on. 
I t  is already too sm all for the  congrega­
tion, even before it has been dedicated. 
Sacrificial gifts from the  Bible College 
financed our part of it. T h is  chapel is 
in Louisville.

Enough was left from the Bible Col­
lege gift to start on a second chapel. 
B rother Henry Ford came in ju st last 
Saturday n ight front th a t neighborhood. 
He is a new Nazarene. He told us that 
God had laid  it on his heart to help 
finish the second chapel. He had bo r­
rowed the money to secure medical 
a tten tion  th a t he badly needed, bu t he 
felt th a t God wanted him  to give the 
money to the church for this village 
chapel. As lie told me this he handed 
me fifty dollars. W e were overwhelmed 
with such a sacrificial gift. Now work 
is going ahead on the construction of a 
second chapel.

W ord has just this m orning reached 
us of a lot for sale in the village of 
Sarlcneja, across the bay from Corozal. 
My colaborer here, B rother Juan  G uerra, 
has just re tu rned  from a visit there. 
He had an open-air service with 120 
present and d0 hands raised for prayer. 
T his lot is offered to us a t m uch less 
than  what it is worth, as a special favor 
to the church. Not only this, bu t a 
group of believers not yet members of 
the Church of the Nazarene, bu t w ant­
ing to become members, have offered to 
provide m aterials and labor for a chapel 
there if wc will provide the lot and zinc 
for roofing. W e d o n 't know how we 
will get it, b u t if we d id n ’t have faith 
for that m uch, we just w ouldn’t have 
any faith , period.

On the  basis of the sacrificial giving 
of the people themselves, the  work a t 
Sarlcneja is going forward. Tw enty- 
two people, mostly heads of families, 
have given their names as w anting to 
become m em bers of the C hurch of the 
Nazarene. T h e  fire is spreading. 
T here  are o th er villages where we feel 
we m ust get work started and see 
chapels bu ilt, depending very largely 
on the people themselves to contribute 
m aterials, labor, and funds, with a little  
help  from us. W c w ant them  to feel it 
is tru ly  th e ir own church.

Dr. V. H. Lewis Visits Taiwan
Dr. V. H . Lewis, general superin tend­

ent, spent ten wonderful days w ith us 
in T aiw an this spring. H is coming was 
a real blessing to all of the missionaries 
and nationals. In  spite of a bout with 
the flu while he was here, Dr. Lewis
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pi cached more than  twenty limes, vis- 
ile<l llie offshore island of Quenioy, ami 
o u r Nazarene churches on T aiw an; met 
with governm ent officials; he ld  a work­
ers’ conference, a n d  organized the first 
T aiw an Nazarene Mission Council. He 
was also privileged to m eet M adame 
C hiang Kai-shek.

D uring  Dr. Lewis’ visit we held  our 
first N.Y.P.S. rally. Dr. Lewis brought 
a wonderful message un d er the  an o in t­
ing of the  Holy Spirit. At the close of 
the service there  were abou t th irty  
voting people praying for God’s help 
and salvation.

I lie next day the hcadquai ten s church 
in Shihlin  was filled at both m orning 
and evening services. Again the Lord 
crowned the services with His presence. 
Many people came forward for prayer.

A workers’ conference was held in an 
oceanside hotel. H ere all the national 
workers and the m issionaries enjoyed 
the rich m inistry and close fellowship 
of Dr. Lewis.

Learning to Walk
Not long after we arrived in Germ any 

with the 16th Signal B attalion, ou r son 
learned to walk. I t  was a high m om ent 
for us, just as it had been when our 
daugh ter first caught the  th rill of walk­
ing.

Germ any was the  place where my 
wife and I learned to walk w ith God. 
C haplain H . J . Van Vorce and  his wife 
were the  ones who introduced us to o u r 
Saviour. Ju s t as ou r son wobbled, there 
were the to ttering  m om ents when wc 
came precariously close to the stairsteps 
which led back to  the old life. B ut as 
we pick up  ou r children when they 
stum ble, so the wise counsel and en ­
couragem ent of our sp iritual parents 
lifted us up.

L ittle  did we realize then th a t almost 
ten years later God would bring  us 
back to the country where we were 
taugh t to walk w ith H im . T h e  chapel 
where we are pastoring is situated in

the foothills of the T au n u s M ountains. 
T h e  background of the people wc serve 
varies greatly, hu t am ong them  all are 
those who have not yet m astered the 
fine a rt of walking with God. T h e  
Berlin crises in Germ any have brought 
their problem s, bu t none so critical that 
a close walk with God cannot bring  
about the solution. Many men have 
come lim ping into the chaplain 's office 
with issues too big to master. Some 
lim p out. But. thank God, some walk 
back out with a steady and consistent 
gait. These men comprise o u r chapel 
group.

After a recent T hursday n igh t Bible 
study, a man who had been kneeling 
with ns for prayer confessed C hrist as 
Saviour. He had to kneel in o rder to 
learn to walk. Some few, at a later 
date, raised their hands in an  over­
heated ten t du rin g  sub-zero w eather 
slating their desire to travel with God.

Yes. m any stum ble du rin g  the heat of 
the day and am id the fierce opposition 
of our enemy, bu t they arise with a new 
determ ination  to plod ahead. T h ere  is 
a th rill, a deep feeling of joy in serving 
God when one can come back to where 
he learned to walk with God and lead 
others to do the  same.—C i i a i ’i .a i n  C u r ­

G od’s redem ptive acts in  behalf 
of m ankind, as expressed th rough  Jesus 
C hrist and the com m unity of faith 
which confesses H im  as Lord, arc a 
d ram atic  story, f t  proves th a t God is 
speaking to persons th rough  the  events 
anti m ovem ent of each generation. T his 
unfo ld ing  program  is in tim ately  asso­
ciated with the  history of the C hurch.

T h e  curricu lum  of Nazarene T h eo ­
logical Seminary is designed so th a t each 
student can employ the lessons drawn 
from the past, then  encompass the  pres­
ent, and explore the fu tu re . Each stu ­
dent is required  to take a year’s course 
in surveying the twenty centuries that 
C hristianity  lias been vitally shaping 
m an’s experiences.

In addition , each Nazarene student 
becomes acquain ted  with the history of 
his denom ination  through a course in 
the history and polity of the Church of 
the Nazarene, and an o th er in the his­
lorv of Nazarene missions.

Of the ninety-three hours required  for 
g raduation , sixteen of these are in the 
area of history, missions, and  evange­
lism.

Proofs of Our Faith

Got d i n  T i  xt : Prove all things; hold 
fast that which is good  (I Thcssalonians 
5:21).

Arc these standards of measurement 
against which claims to C hristian faith 
and experience may be proved valid or 
invalid? T h ere  a re  m eans of measuring 
intelligence o r physical health . How 
shall we m easure the C hristian  validity 
of mvstiral experience, em otional ecstasy,
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pious sentim ents, or intellectual creed- 
alisnt?

St. John is very positive about the ex ­
istence of proof. Wc may "know that 
we know” (2:3) . On the o th er hand 
lie stresses the possibility of pretense. 
The words "If we say” and “he that 
saith," coupled with lying and deception, 
are repeated in this short passage five 
times. It is possible to “say th a t we 
know” and yet be deceived and “walk in 
darkness."

In the first verses of chapLer one real 
Christianity is presented in term s of gen­
uine fellowship with the Father and the 
Son. T he proofs of th is true  Christian 
faith are moral and ethical. In this pas­
sage thcv are given a twofold expression.

The first proof is that we walk in the 
light” (1:7) . And this proof is based on 
the fact that “God is ligh t.” Because of 
Cod's nature, l ie  makes all things, in ­
cluding ourselves, appear as they really 
are. lie  is the antithesis of darkness, 
uncertainty, falseness. T hus, to “ walk 
in the ligh t” is to act m orally upon the 
realities which God reveals—especially 
in connection with our own hearts. It 
is to keep pace in conduct ami decision 
with our unfold ing spiritual u n d e r­
standing.

Those therefore who "walk in the 
light” will not deny, as did the Gnostics, 
the realitv of sin (1:8, 10). R ather, see­
ing sin in true light, they will abhor it. 
confess it. repen t of it. and be both fo r­
given and cleansed (1:7. 9) . F u r th e r­
more. living in the realization of the 
solemn and glorious provisions of the 
atonement (2:2) . they will also be liv ing 
without habitual sinning (2:1).

The second proof of real faith is in 
the practical Christlikeness of conduct — 
“keeping his com m andm ents” (2:3) . 
And this proof is based on the fact that 
this is the way in which C hrist himself 
walked (2:13) .

How blessedly positive are the proofs 
of Christian faith! 'This experience is 
no lucre esoteric, hidden knowledge re ­
served for an elite, in itiated  few, bu t a 
glorious and practical deliverance for 
"the whole w orld” (2:2) .

“Since 1908, when I became general 
and field secretary of the Ohio Chris­
tian  Endeavor U nion,” he continued, 
“ I have been in  unbroken, continuous 
C hristian Endeavor executive and ad ­
m inistrative service. Beyond any ab il­
ities of m ine, I have been privileged, 
loved, and honored. Now, while I 
continue in apparen t full strength of 
vigor and of m ind and body, I m ust 
relinquish  the active leadership to an ­
other and younger m an whom  I may 
hope to install as my successor a t Syd­
ney, Australia, in August of 1962.”

3 : 1 ) .

Practically every orthodox  branch of 
C hristendom  concedes this fact. W hat 
m any deny is the possibility of a pure 
heart. However th a t God purposes to 
cleanse the hearts of His people in this 
life is seen in such Biblical references as 
M atthew  5:8; John  15:2; Acts 15:8-9: 
II C orin th ians 7:1; Ephesians 5:26; T itu s 
2:11; Jam es 4:8, and I John  1:7.

Can you tell us in what way the Lord spoke to Moses? Was it an audible 
voice, or an impression, or how? We read so m any times in Exodus that 
God spoke to Moses.

1'hat God spoke is certain. H ow  He 
spoke is no t explained. Exodus 33:11 
says, “Anil the  Lord spake un to  Moses 
face to face, as a m an speaketh un to  
his friend,” yet this apparen tly  does no t 
mean a visual experience, for verse 20

says, “ th o u  canst no t sec my face: for 
there shall no m an see me, and live.” 
T h is  m uch is sure: Moses knew th a t
God was speaking, and  he knew what 
God said.

Is T he A m p lif ie d  N ew  T es ta m en t put out w ith a Calvinistic slant? I notice 
in my reading that holiness is usually interpreted to m ean consecration, 
w hile the phrase “standing with God” occurs frequently.

Actually, I suppose one w ould have 
to say it is. T h e  m ajor work on T h e  
A m p lified  Nezu Testam ent was done 
by Miss Frances E. Sicwcrt, who served 
for some years in the  First Baptist 
C hurch of Redlands, California. G en­
erally speaking, however, I w ould say 
the  slant is no t pronounced—not nearly 
so strong, for exam ple, as in the Scofield 
Bible, which has been in  vogue with 
m any holiness people for years. Miss 
Siewert quotes standard  r e f e r e n c e  
sources of all theological persuasions.

T esting  any translation  at the  point 
of its holiness emphasis, I have about 
five texts to which I tu rn . H ere is the 
way the A m p lified  comes ou t on these:

John  17:17, 19—“S a n c t i f y  them — 
purify, consecrate, separate them  for 
Yourself, make them  holy—by the 
T ru th . Your W ord is T ru th  . . . And 
so for th e ir sake and on th e ir behalf I 
sanctify [dedicate, consecrate] Myself, 
th a t they also may be sanctified [ded­
icated. consecrated, m ade holy] in the 
T ru th .” (Evaluation: N oth ing  wrong
with this.)

Rom ans 8:2-3—“ For the law of the 
Spirit of life [which is] in C hrist Jesus 
[the law of our new being], has freed 
me from the law of sin and of death. 
For God has done w hat the Law could 
no t do, [its power] being weakened by

the flesh [that is, the en tire  n a tu re  of 
m an w ithout the Holy Spirit]. Sending 
H is own Son in  the guise of sinful flesh 
and as an offering for sin, [God] 
condem ned sin in the flesh—subdued, 
overcame, deprived it of its power 
[over all who accept th a t sacrifice].” 
(Evaluation: Could be stronger. T o  con­

dem n m eans to doom  to destruction.)
I T hessalonians 4:7-8—“For God has 

no t called us to im purity , b u t to conse­
cration [to dedicate ourselves to  the 
m ost thorough purity]. T herefore  
whoever disregards—sets aside and 
rejects th is—disregards not m an bu t 
God, W hose [very] Spirit [W hom] He 
gives to you [is] holy—chaste, p u re .” 
(Evaluation: N ot too good.)

I Thessalonians 5:23—“And may the 
God of peace H im self sanctify you 
th rough  and th ro u g h —th a t is, separate 
you from  profane things, m ake you pure 
and wholly consecrated to G od—and 
may your sp irit and soul and  body be 
preserved sound and  com plete [and 
found] blam eless a t the  com ing of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, the M essiah.” 
(Evaluation: Good.)

Hebrew s 12:14—"Strive to live in 
peace w ith everybody, and pursue that 
consecration and  holiness w ithou t which 
no one will [ever] see the L ord .” 
(Evaluation: Satisfactory.)

digenous C hristian radio  corporation to 
lease a full-tim e transm itter.

GOD’S GREAT PURPOSE in sending the Holy 
Spirit on the Day of Pentecost has not yet been  
realized. That purpose was, and still is, world 
evangelism. U ntil that glorious objective is 
reached, the Lord Jesus w ill not return to reign 
on earth. Until the Church of the living God 
enters fully into the passion and power of the 
Spirit himself, a sad and stricken world w ill go 
on bleeding to death. The Master plainly de­
clared, “This gospel of the kingdom shall be 
preached in all the world for a witness unto all 
nations; and then shall the end come” (Matthew  
24:14).

The chief task of the Church of Christ should 
be evangelism. U ntil she can recapture her old- 
time art of soul w inning, she w ill utterly fail 
in her mission to the twentieth century. Worse 
still, she w ill stand condemned before the bar of 
God for hindering the long-awaited advent of 
the Messiah.

Evangelism is more than a method of spread­
ing the news of salvation. It is a sacred passion. 
It is a flaming, loving, believing spirit that burns 
its way into seemingly inaccessible strongholds 
of Satan. Evangelism has been defined as “the 
search for the lost sheep.” It is the dynamic 
presentation of the gospel of Christ to the whole 
world; for the evangel embraces the heathen at 
home and abroad. The evangelist is “the man

I awakened the first thing I thought of was this 
great work. All my desire was for the conversion 
of the heathen (the unsaved at home or abroad) 
and all my hope was in God.”

When W illiam Booth, the founder of the Sal­
vation Army, walked down the streets of W hite­
chapel, London, in 1865, he looked upon the 
godless multitudes through the eyes of a true 
evangelist. He hurried back to his West End 
home and said to his noble wife, “Oh, Kate, I 
have found my destiny. These are the people 
for whose salvation I have been longing all these 
years. I have offered myself, and you, and the 
children up to this great work. These people 
shall be our people and they shall have our God 
for their God.”

Such is the fiber of all God-honored evange­
lism, and without it the world must perish. The 
outstanding leaders of Christianity down the 
centuries were passionately devoted to the cause 
of evangelism. Their first obligation was ex­
pressed in Count Zinzendorf’s words:

Urged by love, to every nation 
Of the fallen hum an race,

We will publish C hrist’s salvation 
And declare His blood-bought grace;

To display Him, and portray Him,
In  his dying form and beauty,
Be our aim and joyful duty.
