Christian experience.  It bespeaks genu ineness  and  
vitality in the  regenera ted  but not yet en t ire ly  sanc­
tified believer. D iscern ing  C hr is t ian s  rejo ice to 
see in it the answer to th e ir  prayers  for revival.  
Angels must rejoice to witness earnest hearts  seek­
ing after perfect love.

l-.nough tim e will be needed  lor the  sense of need 
to become sha rpened  in to  a h u n g e r in g  and  th irs t ­
ing a l te r  righteousness, and af ter  the liv ing God. 
P rom is ing  the  IIoI\  Spirit,  Jesus gave the condition ,  
"II any m an  thirst,  . . ( John  7:37).  X o  m an, it 
has been well said, ever got this blessing w ho felt 
he could live w ithou t it. T he seeker will cry ou t  
with T .  O. C h ish o lm —

A ccord ing  to W ebste r 's  N e w  Collegiate 
Dict ionary ,  tlic d e f in i t io n  of change  is: “T o  a l te r  
by su b s t i tu t in g  som e th ing  else for, o r  by g iv ing  u p  
for som e th ing  else; to p u t  o r  take a n o th e r  o r  o thers  
in  place of. T o  m ake  d iffe ren t;  to convert.”

John  Wesley was only  a v isitor at  the  small ser­
vice on  A ldersgate Street, bu t  it changed  the  world. 
I t  was only  a p ro t ra c ted  m e e t in g  be in g  conduc ted  
by an  i t in e ra n t  evangelist  w h en  P h ineas  F. Bresee 
was converted , b u t  it was a service th a t  changed  the  
world.

f t  is n o t  earth -shak ing  services the  w orld  needs; it 
is soul-saving services. I t  is no t  in te l lec tua l  address­
es the  w orld  needs; it is sou l-gripp ing  services. Ser­
vices th a t  change  the w orld  b r in g  G od  to m e n  so 
th a t  m e n  will be  b e t te r  for God. Services th a t  
change tlic w orld  do not p roduce  m e n  whose hearts  
h ave  no  u p rcach  n o r  sp ir i tua l  growth.

W e  m us t  be b e t te r  m en  an d  w om en  for G od an d  
ihe  church. It is im p o r ta n t  to feel H is presence in 
o u r  services, an d  it is equally  im p o r ta n t  to h ea r  His 
voice.

O u r  general and  distric t chu rch  p ro g ra m  is tie 
s igned to  help  the  p as to r  change  the world. II iheso 
program s arc considered lightly by any pastor,  that 
local s i tu a t io n  is not changed  m uch .  T h ese  are 
services des igned to he lp  the pas to r  in his task ol 
chang ing  the  world.

T h is  m u s t  also h a p p e n  on the  local level. M e n ’s 
hearts  m us t  be cha llenged  to change  the  world. 
T h i s  is n o t  m e a n t  to say tha t every service is to be 
ea rth-shaking; ra the r ,  it is lo be  soul stirr ing . In 
w hat m anner?  First, to  the unconverted ,  the  reality 
of the  power  of the  Cross m ust be realized. Second­
ly, to the  converted, the possibilities of the pow er 
of the  Cross in  the  C hr is t ian  life m us t  becom e a 
reality  th ro u g h  the  eye of fa ith  in th a t  se rvan t’s 
innerm ost being.

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LEBANON is ;md always has been a u n iq u e  c o u n ­
try, the gateway an d  th roughw ay  to the  East. It is 
the place of m eeting  anil m ing l ing  for l-'ast and 
West, and it has been  the  local p o in t  lor some ol 
the greatest m ovem ents  of all time. 1’he small si/e 
(105 miles long a n d  from  5 to .‘ia wide) is no  in d i ­
cation of its im portance .  'This one-hall-New-Jersey- 
sized country used to  be t ailed Phoenic ia ,  a n d  was 
located at the geographica l,  polit ical,  social, and  
religious crossroads of the  world. It still is!

Lebanon has ab o u t  seven d if fe ren t types of geog­
raphy and climate, w ith  land  ran g in g  from  the 
richest farmland in the  Bekaa w hich  M ark  A ntony  
gave to Cleopatra, to  desert waste. It is in te res ting  
to note that there is very li t t le  desert left, as c o m ­
pared with one h u n d r e d  years ago.

The word L eb a n o n  comes e i th e r  from  the  w h i te ­
ness of the m o u n ta in s  of L e b a n o n  or  from  the  l im e­
stone formation of m u c h  of the  u n d e rg ird in g  stone 
formations. ] t  is from  L c b a n ,  A ram aic  for “w h i te ­
ness."

As to history, L e b a n o n  has five th o u sa n d  years 
of recorded history (with  visible rem a in s  of  seven 
thousand years of history) and  has m ore  events 
packed into its area aird tim e th a n  any o th e r  place 
in the world of c o m p arab le  si/e. I d o n ’t accept the  
dates, but in the city of Byblos (anc ien t G ebal,  the  
city of the stonecutters an d  l im b e r  cu t te rs  o f  Solo­
mon’s Tem ple—still called " J e b a i l"  in  Arabic) 
there are remains of N eo li th ic  times an d  houses, 
and nearby there arc cave dwellings, it is said.

Bvblos is the oldest in h a b i te d  city in  the  world, 
except possibly Je richo .  Byblos is a b o u t  twenty  
miles north of Beiru t,  the  cap ita l  city. Byblos  gave 
the word Bible  to the  world, we arc told, for it is

derived  i rom  papyrus,  E gyp tian  p ap e r  th a t  was 
m ade  here from  w hich  anc ien t  books were made. 
T h is  anc ien t  city was a coinage center, an d  famous 
also for cedar  trade, s tonecut ting ,  cloth, an d  g a r ­
ments. T he m ost famous th in g  abou t Byblos was 
the discovery there  of the  A h iram  inscrip tion , 
w hich  is the  first a lphabe t  in existence an d  w hich  
is considered the greatest inven tion  of all time.

There are well-preserved rem ains  of h e a th e n  te m ­
ples from 2-100 and  1800 r,.c. T here was a famous 
cen ter  of w orsh ip  ot Astarte, the im m ora l  female 
goddess, whose "w orsh ip"  was character ized by 
legalized vice and  sex orgies.

T h e  most p ro m in e n t  fea ture  of the old city is the 
C rusader  castle, and  you can see ca n n o n  balls still 
lodged in I lie walls, the results of past wars.

As colonizers and  businessmen, the  Phoenic ians 
were unrivaled .  Thcv did  not have the  fear of the 
deep tha t o the rs  were obsessed with. T h e y  were 
organizers, navigators,  and inventors. T hey co lo n ­
ized Cyprus. Crete. Rhodes, Malta, Sicily, Sardegna, 
and  Spain. S trabo  called the S idonians ph ilosophers  
in astronomy and ar i thm etic ,  and  claim ed the 
greatest story of know ledge was to be found  in the 
P hoen ic ian  cities; and  a m odern  h is to rian  places 
them  side by side with  the  H ellen ic  an d  L a t in  n a ­
tions. Ancient L ebanon  em bodied  one  ol the  four 
t \pes  ol h u m a n  lile in Jesus' time: moral  ideal,  the 
Jew-.; i n te l lec tual , the ( .reeks; poli t ical ,  the  R o ­
mans; a n d  com m er c ia l , the Lebanese or Phoenic ian . 
The: la t te r  taugh t  the  world the pow er of en terprise  
and  the fascination of wealth.

Space will perm it only  a lis ting of some of the 
accom plishm ents  of the  Phoenicians, whose ideals 
and  re lig ion greatlv  al fee ted the  Jews.

Zeno, a C\ pro-Phoenic ian, founded  Stoicism. 
h a \ i n g  physics and  logic: as a lou n d a t io n .  T h e  great 
Boethius was of Sidon: A ntipa ter ,  of T \ r e :  and 
Zeno, of Sidon. headed  the Epicurean  school at 
Athens. The Phoen ic ians  ou tsh o n e  all co n tem p o ­
rary lands in music, nav igation  (discovering the 
N o rth  Star lor n av ig a t io n ) ,  an d  carried  the ir  re ­
ligion all a ro u n d  the  M e d ite rran e an  and as lar as 
Britain . Phoenic ia  has the d o u b tfu l  d is t inc t ion  ot 
g iving Baal, the  s to rm  and  r e p ro d u c t io n  god, to 
the world, and  to the e rran t fews. T h e  Greek and  
R o m an  divin ities  were p robab lv  disguised Eastern 
deities, which had  the ir  heyday in L ebanon .

T h e  Phoen ic ians  invented  alloy steel and  glass.
1 hey discovered the A tlantic , sailed first a round  
Africa, an d  mav have even reached America.

The citv of Baalbek has some of the most s tu ­
p endous  bu i ld ings  ol all time, which m ake the 
Acropolis  of A thens  pale  in to  insignificance. T h e  
colum ns are 100 feet high. O n e  row of blocks of 
stone is 20 feet from the  g ro u n d :  three of them  are
02 x 11 x 11 feet, and  weigh 7o0 tons each. T h e  
tem ple  of Baal was changed  in to  the  tem ple  of 
Jupiter,  b u t  you can still see a bas-relief of Baal. 
It was never finished. O ne  stone still in the quar ry

T h e  Bible m e n ­
tions homes he h ad  in L ebanon ,  an d  he  m ay have 
h ad  f inanc ia l  interests  in the  l’.ckaa, w here  Baalbek 
is, between  the L eb a n o n  and  A n t i-L eb a n o n  m o u n ­
ta in  ranges.

O ne  of the mosL fasc inating  places in  L e b a n o n  
for m e is the  Dog River. T h e  r iver  is at the  b o t to m  
ol a ravine, th ro u g h  w hich  m arched  the  armies of 
Egypt, Assyria, B abylonia ,  Greece, R om e, an d  the 
M am lukes, dow n  to N a p o le o n  I f f  of F rance. You 
can still see carvings 0 1 1  the  lim estone cliffs. N e b ­
uchadnezzar w rote  ab o u t  L ebanon ,  ‘‘the  cedar

m o u n ta in ,  the  lu x u r io u s  forest,” from which he 
got cedars for the  “palace  of the  ru le r  of heaven 
a n d  e a r th .” l i e  w ro te  th a t  he  m ade  ihe country 
h a p p y  by e ra d ica t in g  its enem ies everywhere, and 
led the  scattered  in h a b i ta n ts  back to their settle­
ments. O n e  bas-relief shows h im  w ard ing  off a lion, 
possibly the  L ion  of the  t r ibe  of Judah , for at the 
very t im e he  was hav ing  the  carv ing  done  Jerusalem 
was being  besieged. T h e se  carvers may have seen 
Z ed e k iah ’s sons’ eyes gouged  o u t  says Bruce in See 
Lebano n .

R e m e m b e r  li t t le  L eb an o n !  G lorious Tyre and 
S idon have faded; Baalbek, Byblos are just tourist 
a t tractions.  God, however, still has plans for Leb­
anon  in the  sp ir i tu a l  rea lm .

Home Leadership

A S I X  I O R  JU D G E  of Brooklyn 's  h ighest court 
places the  b la m e  for m o u n t in g  juvenile  d e l in q u e n ­
cy r igh t in the  laps of parents.  I t  is his belief  th a t  
if the  m e n  of A m erica  were the heads of the ir  f am i­
lies the  p ro b lem  of juven i le  de l in q u en c y  w ou ld  be 
largely w iped  out.

Most of today’s dads have a je t -p rope lled  sched­
u le of work. B ut still they have a cer ta in  a m o u n t  of 
t im e w hen  they are not working. I f  v o u ’re a father, 
why n o t  try the fam ous judge 's  theory? Q u ick  as 
you can, get off the la u n c h in g  p a d  a n d  get in  the  
place G od  in te n d ed  you to b e —the head  of your  
family.

O f course you can ' t  take 0 1 1  the  im p o r ta n c e  of 
be ing  h ead  m a n  w i th o u t  b ea r in g  the  responsibility  
too. M ov ing  D ad  u p  to first place d o esn ’t m e an  
M om  takes the  day off. W h i le  D ad  is at work, she 
is in charge.

P a re n th o o d  is a full- time jo b  for bo th  paren ts  
with D ad  at the  head  an d  M om  next.  W h e n  one  of 
the paren ts  is missing, the  job is twice as h a rd  for 
the one rem ain ing . F requcn tlv .  because of the  h igh  
cost of living, it is necessary for bo th  paren ts  to 
work jlist to feed a n d  clo the  a family. T h is  too 
makes the  jo b  twice as difficult .  But the  same rules 
ho ld  true  for anyone  w ho is rea r in g  ch i ld ren  today.

I 'm  no t a dad, b u t  if I were, I ’d m ake  sure of a 
few things.

First,  I 'd  teach my ch i ld ren  tha t  fathers and 
m others  know  best. N e i th e r  the  gang  n o r  the chum  
dow n the street n o r  the  nex t-doo r  n e ig h b o r  should

decide w h a t  you r  ch i ld  does. T h a t  new baby ill the 
hom e deserves to be taugh t,  as soon as he can un­
ders tand ,  the  Biblical in ju n c t io n ,  ' 'H onour thy 
fa th e r  and  thy m o th e r ."  P aren ts  shou ld  be in com­
m a n d  of the  home.

W h a t  b e t te r  rep ly  th a n  the  f if th  commandment 
can p aren ts  give a ch i ld  w ho cries, “But nil the kids 
do  it; I ’m the  only  one  w ho  c a n ’t” ?

N o t  all p a ren ts  set th e ir  ow n s tandards of con­
duct a n d  teach th e ir  own values in the home, but 
those who do can answer the  above complaint- 
“J o h n n y  may do such an d  such, b u t  Johnny is not 
in o u r  family. H ere  we do it this way.”

T o o  m u c h  au tho r i ty ,  you  say. A well-known 
p ro v erb  reads: “T r a i n  u p  a ch i ld  in  the way he 
shou ld  go: a n d  w hen  he is old, h e  will not depart 
from  i t ” (Proverb  22 :6) .

C h i ld re n  and  y o u n g  peop le  need  the assurance 
of a l in n  \o ice .  N o t  ju s t  som eone saying, “No,” 
because w h a t  the  you n g  person  w ants  is a bother 
to the  pa re n t ,  b u t  a “ 1 1 0 ” because parents are 
aw are  of clanger. P aren ts  w ho  unders tand  their 
responsib ili ty  to G od for the ir  ch ild ren  are not 
afra id  to say. “ N o .” A "1 1 0 ” sometim es even more 
th a n  a “yes” can m e a n  they care.

A n o th e r  th in g  I w o u ld  m a k e  sure of if I were 
a dad  was tha t  my ch i ld  was ta u g h t  honesty. Since 
actions speak lo u d e r  th a n  words, I ’d  have to be 
strictly honest in my dea lings w i th  h im  and with 
others.

T h e  o th e r  clay an  office w o rk e r  w ent to the 
post offic e an d  b o u g h t  two sheets of five-cent stamps 
at five dollars  a sheet.  W h e n  he folded the sheets 
to put them  in to  his pocket,  he  saw that he had

received tlncc sheets ol s tam ps instead  ol two.
“Here,” he  to ld  the  clerk, “you gave m e  an  ex tra  

sheet of stamps.”
Afterward the  you n g  boy w ho  was w ith  h im  

said, “Why d id n ' t  yon keep still? Von w o u ld  have 
been five dollars a h e a d .”

The oflice w orker  s topped .  “ I w o u ld n ’t have 
been ahead. I w o u ld  have been  b e h in d ,” he  said. 
“I wouldn’t be ab le  to s tand  mvself if I d id  a 
dishonest trick like th a t . ”

Perhaps the well-publicized I \ ’ quiz scandal 
wouldn't have occurred  if e v e n  p aren t  had  taught 
his son that “honesty is the  best policy.”

It’s important,  too, tha t  ch i ld ren  be taugh t Un­
meaning of chastity.

The pretty li t t le  go lden-ha ired  girl dow n  the 
block is going to  have a baby. She and  the  boy 
involved were still in h ig h  school, th o u g h  u n ­
married.

From her k in d e rg a r ten  days we h ad  w atched  her  
grow, and she o f ten  h a d  been in o u r  house, b e ­
cause she had “s te p p ed  as ide” we d id n ' t  shun  her  
or love her any less. B u t  we used her  tragedy as an 
object lesson in o u r  family circle.

We discussed w ith  out teen-agers the pow erful 
sex drive tha t G od gives to m e n  and  wom en. W e 
explained tha t G od  in te n d e d  sex to be an  in tegral  
part of His d iv ine  in s t i tu t io n ,  m arriage.

Such a ca tastrophe could  doubtless  have been 
avoided if the g ir l ’s p a ren ts  h ad  taken  a f irm  stand  
on late hours, p a rk in g  in cars, an d  steady d a t in g  
in early teens. Teen-agers  need to know  the  m e a n ­
ing of the word “chasti ty .”

By far the most im p o r ta n t  th in g  is for a fa the r  
to make sure that his ch i ld  is regu la rly  exposed to 
the gospel. T h e r e  are  m a n y  ways to do this, such 
as taking him to Bible school an d  church ,  hav ing  
family prayers a n d  Bible read ing .

The day F a th e r  says, “As for m e an d  my house, 
we will serve the  L o rd ,” he  is m o v in g  up  to a 
head place. Besides, he  is m a k in g  tlie big decision 
that will make all o th e r  decisions easier.

What is the rew ard  of D a d ’s s te p p in g  in to  active 
leadership in the family? W h a t ’s in it w h en  F a th e r  
and Mother toge ther  sacrifice and  prayerfu lly  p la n  
worthwhile goals for th e i r  child ren?

There will be a solidness to the  fam ily ’s life. T h e  
children of the  family will have  th e ir  convictions 
strengthened. Ju v e n i le  d e l in q u en c y  w o n ’t leave a 
smoke trail across y o u r  home.

“That m iracle a t Cana,” sa id  a cyn ic  to  
a man w hom  C h rist had red eem ed  from  
a drunkard’s life; “y o u  don ’t b e lieve  tha t 
Jesus could tu rn  tea te r  in to  w in e , do  
you?” “1 do, s ir ,” sa id  the m an. “He 
surely could do it, for a t m y  house he has 
been turning w h isk y  in to  n ew  fu rn itu re  
and new c lo th es .”— P au l S. Rees.

EV ER Y  H O U S E W I F E  looks forw ard  to “D olla r  
Days.” W i th  cred it  cards an d  pocket change, she 
fights the  crowd in store af ter  store to buy  a few 
bargains. T h is  is just w h a t  the  store o w n er  likes 
to see. She m ay  be a fu tu re  customer!

I re m e m b e r  the  “ pep  ra ll ies” w hen  I a t ten d e d  
old  O t ta w a  H igh . T h e  p ro g ra m  h ad  one m a in  
fea tu re—en thus ia sm  and  sp ir it  galore! W e  w ou ld  
leave the  rally  w i th  eno u g h  confidence to  bea t  
the Big T e n  conference leader. O u r  team  knew  
we were b e h in d  them. W e looked forw ard  to pep 
rallies.

Businesses need  to rally. Political conventions 
sell th e i r  cand ida tes  in  rallies. Every school rallies 
for its team. Is it a waste of time? Is it w o r th  it  
in the  ligh t  of energies spent? W hy ,  su re—we all 
know  th e re  are advantages in  rallying.

W h y  c a n ’t the  ch u rch  rally? A l th o u g h  we ca n ­
not m easure  o u r  ra l ly ing  by th a t  of businesses, 
politics, an d  p ep  assemblies, the re  are cer ta in  basic 
advantages for rally  days in the  C h u rc h  of  the 
Xazarene. W e  realize there are times w hen  o u r  
a t t i tudes  have been  chilled  by unsuccessful rally  
days, bu t  m ore  o f ten  o u r  Sunday  schools have been  
h e lp ed  by well -planned days of  victory.

W e believe in  ra lly  days. The C h u rc h  of the 
N azarene  sets aside cer ta in  Sundays for the  rallies 
to be held. I t  cou ld  be a t rem endous  surge to o u r  
Sunday  school if every local chu rch  accepted  its 
cha llenge seriously. I f  you  p u t  t im e a n d  p rayer 
into i t—and  not S a tu rday  n ig h t  th in k in g —it will lie 
a s ignificant day in the  life of your  church.

First o f  all, rallies give thrust .  ]ust as rockets 
need th ru s t  an d  boosting  pow er  to be launched ,  
so o u r  Sunday  school needs to g a th e r  its forces 
from the  su m m e r  activities, o r  o th e r  “g ro u n d e d ” 
times of the  year, a n d  p rope l  itself in to  new  
“space.”

A n o th e r  significant p o in t  o f  rally  day is the  
en thusiasm it creates. E n thus ia sm  plays a large 
p a r t  in Sunday  school g row th  num erica l ly  and  
spir itually . T h e  teachers and  staff p la n n in g  for 
this day create an  “ I t  can  be clone” sp ir it  in th e m ­
selves. T h e  clay of the rally  creates an  en thusias t ic  
a n d  op tim is tic  feeling  with your class. Many 
schools w ill stay small because they continually
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apologize w ith  .111 “ It  can ' t  be do n e"  a t t i tude .  The 
in f lux  of people, the  crow ded classroom, th e  new 
faces, absentees r e tu r n in g  will p rove to you an d  
your  teachers tha t  it can be done. T h i s  is so im ­
p o r tan t .

T h i r d ,  rally  days m ake  the  Sund ay  school  dis­
satisfied w i th  the norm of  a t tendance and  spirit.  
I t  will create a desire to lift above the  average. I 
know  you m ay n o t  stav “ 'way u p  the re ,” b u t  
n e i th e r  will you settle “back clown” to the o ld  
average. “Yes, b u t  you d o n ’t know  m y class, Mr. 
S u p e r in te n d e n t .” M aybe this is the  t ro u b le —the 
teacher doesn ’t know  it e i th e r  an d  the  resu lt  is 
cons tan t  failure.

R ally  clays will enl ist  new peop le  to work  in 
your organization .  T h e  w ork ing  ch u rc h  is the 
hap p y  church . Everyone shou ld  w ork in the  
church . You can util ize your  en t i re  congregation  
in  a rally clay effort. I t  takes tim e to enlist th e m  
—b u t  it is w orth  it.

T h e  fo u r th  s ignificant fact is t he interest it 
creates in the  co m m u n i t y .  I w an t my c h u rc h  to 
be a “d raw in g  ch u rc h ,” w here  peop le  w a n t  to 
come, a n d  if they don 't ,  th e y ’ll miss ou t  on  som e­
th in g  w orthw hile .  People  ta lk ing  ab o u t  the  rally  
day coming, new spapers ca rry ing  the  story, the  
weekly chu rch  b u l le t in  r e m in d in g  tlie peop le  b r ing  
your  ch u rch  to the a t te n t io n  of your  area. R e a d  
the  Bible accounts an d  ask yourself  if G od  used 
backw ard, cloistered, in tro v e r ted  people? W e  m ust  
stand  u p  and  be c o u n ted  like the  th ree  H eb rew  
ch ild ren .  W e  have a message to tell to the  nations.

Rally  clays b r in g  you in contac t w ith  those w h o  
have qu i t  co m ing  for  a whi le.  T h is  special day 
will encourage  teachers an d  s tuden ts  to “d ig  o u t ” 
every one. N o  one  w ants  a poo r  a t te n d a n c e  on 
rally day. F u r the rm ore ,  this is an  ideal day for 
the  absentee to  re tu rn .  T h e r e  will be  o th e r  new  
faces a n d  it w o n ’t be so em barrass ing  for h im  to 
s ta rt  back.

W h a t  ch u rc h  dislikes new people  com ing  in to  
its S unday  school? A n d  new  peop le  are  always 
prospects for en ro l lm en t!  You can enroll  new  
peop le  the  first Sunday  they are the re  if they so 
desire. All Sunday  schools are p ro p o r t io n e d  in  
a t ten d a n ce  w ith  the ir  en ro l lm en t .  IVe enrol l  to 
grow.  Rally  clays b r in g  in  new peop le  to enroll . 
O n e  person en ro l l ing  in my Sunday  school is w orth  
all the  “h a rd  w o rk ” involved. I know  th a t  one  
person will pay g rea te r  d iv idends  th ro u g h  the  
years.

Yes, there  are m any  sign ifican t factors ab o u t  
rally  days in the  C h u rc h  of the  N azarene ,  b u t  we 
have ju s t  one  m ore  aspect to offer. I t  n o t  on ly  
gives prospects for en ro l lm en t ,  b u t  it can br ing in 
new famil ies  for  Christ.

W h a t  is m ore  im p o r ta n t?  E n thusiasm , op tim ism , 
an d  grow th  are im p o r ta n t .  Apologize all you w an t  
about numbers and goals. You can write volumes 
about your excuses, but every gain for one Sunday

or lot lil t)  two m eans th a t  m any  m ore souls in­
fluenced  by the  gospel of Jesus Christ .  And this 
is s igni f icant .  B u t  to sec that  n ew  family walk 
in to  your  Sunda y  school  on rally day—to sing your 
songs and  to lis ten to  the  B ib le  lesson—makes the 
clay victorious. I ju s t  d o u b t  if they would have 
been the re  unless some p as to r  o r  Sunday school 
s u p e r in te n d e n t  h a d  created  a desire  within his 
Sunday  school cons ti tuency  to have a special rally 
day! W h e n  I see a new  family, I see a poten­
tial seeker at the  a l tar .  I sec ad d e d  s trength to the 
m em bersh ip .  I see the  q u a d r e n n ia l  concern of 
“Evangelism  F irs t” in  action . T h i s  is the real sig­
n if icance of rally  days in  the  C h u r c h  of the Naza­
rene.

Let ' s  m a ke  Oc tober  13 a real ral lying day! Whv 
n o t  try ii?
(D uring the quadrenniiim , th is  ch u rch  has increased its 
S u n d a y  school e n ro llm e n t fr o m  301 to  659, and the 
avera g e  a tte n d a n c e  fr o m  194 to  318. I t  is now  complet­
ing  a n ew  ed u ca tio n a l b u ild in g  to  p ro v id e  for further 
gro w th .)

P R O S P E C T O R S  F O R  M I N E R A L S  all through 
the  Siskiyou M o u n ta in s  are grea tly  agitated be­
cause the  claims they have s taked  o u t  over the 
years m ay be taken  away from  them . U nder  exist­
ing  laws, anyone  has the  r ig h t  to cla im  twenty acres 
anyw here  o n  p u b l ic  do m a in ,  to  live up o n  and hold 
bo th  t im b er  a n d  la n d  for the  pu rp o se  of mining 
as lo n g  as ce r ta in  labors  are p e r fo rm ed  each year, 
called assessment work.

T h e  crit ica l r e q u i r e m e n t  for ho ld ing  such a 
c la im  is th a t  th e re  be  a p rac tica l  m ine ra l  showing. 
F’or  m any  years this r e q u i r e m e n t  was ignored be­
cause (here was p le n ty  of la n d  an d  few people. 
T h is  led to  the  prac tice  of c la im ing  a piece of 
la n d  for a su m m e r  h o m e  o r  a lm ost any purpose, 
ju s t  so th a t  it looked  as th o u g h  you were intend­
ing to  m ine.  M any  p eo p le  b u i l t  f ine homes and 
businesses o n  m in e ra ls  claims, w i th o u t  any real 
in te n t  o r  p rospec t of v a lu ab le  m inera l ,  and have 
held  these claims for m a n y  years.

N ow  the  g o v e rn m e n t  is b r in g in g  these claims 
to account. A ny p rospec t which really  has mineral 
showing is still valid, but government men have 
gone out over all the mountains to examine, fint-

uest or
uestioni?
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hand, whether ilie p rospec t  is leg it im ate  or  merely 
a gesture to h o ld  la n d  a n d  t im ber.

These m en em ploy  exactly  the  same techn iques  
in proving the  va l id ity  of the  c la im  as the  p rospec­
tor used in loca ting  it. T h e  on ly  difference is in 
attitude—but  it is a great di f ference.  T h e  p rospec­
tor, if he was honest,  cam e questing ,  in  full con ­
fidence that gold  was som ew here  a b o u t  if he could  
only find it.

The men from the  g o v e rn m e n t  com e skeptically, 
with no real fa i th  in  the  p ro sp ec to r ’s claim  u n t i l  
it is proved. T h e y  have seen too m a n y  false claims.

A Christian comes in to  his claim  of the  rea l gold  
of faith which never  perishes, by seeking, ju s t  like 
the prospector. I t  is a sacred, vital,  despera te  quest,  
in which a m an  fights his way o u t  of the  wilderness 
of pleasure, com fort,  an d  u n b e l ie f  in to  the  h ea v en ­
ly sunlight of d iv ine  love.

It is a quest,  not  a quest ion.
If you have the  idea th a t  G od  is to be fo u n d  

on the grounds of m o r ta l  logic, if you p it  your

m in d  and  u n d e rs ta n d in g  against the W ord  ol C.od, 
vou have a w rong  concept of God.

Q uest ion ,  b u t  do  no t come w ith  a secret h a l f ­
hope  of d isp rov ing  the claims of the  gospel, ex­
pec ting  your  ques tions to be answered negatively.

B ring  ihe n a tu ra l  ques tions of your  n a tu ra l  m in d  
lo the  W o rd  of G o d  expec tant l y,  w ith  fu ll  con ­
t r i t io n  for the  l im ita tions  of your  faith. T h is  is 
w hat the Bible is for. C om e w ith  willingness and  
an open  heart,  an d  if you are really  honest,  you 
will f ind  faith. Follow it, and  you will f ind  God.

B u t  he w ho comes to the  W o rd  w ith  a rrogan t  
superiority , m o re  th a n  ha lf  expect ing  to disprove, 
h u n t in g  for seem ing  discrepancies, need no t be 
d isa p p o in te d  if he  finds n o th in g  the re  for his 
soul.

T h e  prospec to r  w ho  has sought, q u es t ing  in  
faith, an d  fo u n d  gold  in the  earth ,  has no  fear 
of the  g o v e rn m e n t  m a n  w ho comes to test his 
claim. His q u es t io n in g  will only m ake  the  claim  
m ore  sure.

We are up against the unseen p o w e r  that  controls  
this dark world,  a nd  spir i tual  agents f rom the very 
headquarters of  evi l  (Ephesians f>:12, P h i l l ip s * ) .  
Millions of A m ericans fo u n d  positively shocking 
the recent decision of the  justices of the  U n i te d  
States Supreme C o u r t  re la t ive  to Bible rea d in g  and  
prayer in our  p u b lic  schools. W e  are  seeing today 
an intensification of evil such as the  w orld  has 
never known. Secularism  and  m ate r ia l ism  engu lf  
America while C o m m u n is t  r e v o lu t io n  sweeps the  
world.

There is a hard-core an t i-C hr is t ian  m o v e m en t  in 
our land today an d  its most effective assault seems 
aimed against o u r  ed u c a t io n a l  insti tu tions .  F o rm er  
President H erb e r t  H oover  views the  recen t coin:

A lead ing  Vatican 
spokesman in A m erica  w arns that " th e  decision 
strikes at the very h ea r t  of the  godly t ra d i t io n  in 
which America’s ch i ld ren  have for so long been 
raised.”

Prayer is a reg id a r  p rac tice  in  33 p e r  cent of 
American schools w h ile  11 p e r  cent of o u r  117,855

pub lic  schools conduc t daily  Bible readings. But 
w ith  the  court 's  ru l in g  it may soon follow tha t  
m illions of ch i ld ren  may have had  the ir  last con ­
nec tion  w ith  G od an d  the Bible taken  from  them.

Karl M arx , beloved of all C om m unists ,  wrote: 
" T h e  true, idea of God . . . must  be destroyed.  T h e  
t rue  root of liberty, equality ,  and  cu l tu re  is a the­
ism.” M arx  him self  seemed to p red ic t  the time 
w hen  societv w ou ld  shu t  G od  out of its in s t i tu t ions  
an d  deal only w ith  the  world ly  and  tem pora l  while 
scoffing at the  sp ir i tua l  an d  eternal.

Secularists today are d e te rm in e d  to create a new- 
k in d  of A m erican  im m u n e  from the  infection  of 
laith. T h is  m ovem en t  in o u r  cu l tu re  today seems 
to have s u p e rh u m a n  backing. O n e  of o u r  leading 
magazines in May, 19(52, gave the fifth of V lad im ir  
L en in 's  T e n  C o m m a n d m e n ts  as being, "L e t m e 
teach the  ch ild ren ,  and  the seed I have sown will 
never be u p ro o te d .”

O u r  coun try 's  progress reads like a fairy tale. It 
was the  voice of B en jam in  F ra n k l in  th a t  ra n g  o u t  
clearly th ro u g h  the  P h ilad e lp h ia  C o n s t i tu t io n a l  
C o n v e n tio n  in 1787 the  im m orta l  charge:

I  have l ived,  sir, a long t ime ,  a n d  the longer I  
live, the mor e  conv inc ing  proofs  I  see of  this 
t r u t h —that  God, governs in the affairs of  men.  
. . . 1 therefore, beg leave to m o ve —that hence­
forth prayers im p lo r i ng  the assistance of  heav­
en,  an d  its blessings on  our del iberat ions be

held  in this assembly every m or n in g  before roe 
proceed to business.

I t  is impossib le  lo review the orig in  ot A m erica  
w i th o u t  p ro b in g  deeply in to  the  m e a n in g  of C hr is ­
tianity. O u r  liberties are religious products .  Yet it 
seems ev ident th a t  o u r  Federa l G o v ern m e n t  m us t  
be neu tra l  w ith  regard  to re ligion an d  n o t  even 
favor relig ion over nonre lig ion .  G od  m ust  be iso­
la ted  from  m u c h  of o u r  in s t i tu t io n a l  life.

George W ash ing ton ,  fa the r  of o u r  great country , 
declared, " I t  is impossible to govern  r igh tly  the 
world w i th o u t  G od  an d  the  Bible.” T h o m a s  Jeffer­
son expressed his conviction  w hen  he said, “ T h e  
s tud ious rea d in g  of the  Bible will m ake  be t te r  
citizens, b e t te r  fathers, b e t te r  h u sb a n d s . ’’ A ndrew  
Jackson advised, “T h a t  Book, sir, is the  rock on  
w hich  o u r  R e p u b l ic  rests.”

A b ra h a m  L inco ln  in t im a te d  his feeling as to the 
place the  Bible held  in  A m erican  cu l tu re  w hen  he 
said, “ In  regard  to this Book, I have only  this to 
say, ‘tha t  it is the  best Book tha t G od  has given to 
m a n . ’ " L inco ln  was repo r ted ly  overheard  p ray ing  
one day d u r in g  the  d a rk  days of the  W a r  Between 
the  States in  the  fo llow ing words: “O God, . . .  I 
ca n n o t  lead this people. I canno t gu ide  the  affairs 
of this n a t io n  w i th o u t  T h y  help ."

D w ight E isenhow er said tha t  “ free g o v ernm en t  
is the  expression of a deeply-felt re ligious fa i th .” 
P res iden t J o h n  1'. K ennedy  closed his speech last 
fall in w hich  he a n n o u n c e d  the  C u b a n  b lockade  by 
saying. “ Most of all I desire y ou r  prayers .” F o rm e r  
C ongressm an W a lte r  J u d d  says: “A m ericans  have 
been . . . fo rge tting  the  tex tbook  u p o n  w hich  the 
n a t io n  was fo u n d e d —the B ib le .” T h e  g rea t  Jewish 
po lit ica l scientist,  W a l te r  L ip p m a n ,  w arns  th a t  o u r  
l iberties “were es tablished by m e n  w ho  took the ir  
concep t ion  of m a n  from  the  g rea t  cen tra l  religious 
t r a d i t io n  of "Western civilization, a n d  the liberties  
zee inheri t  can almost  certainly not  surv'wc the  
a b a n d o n m e n t  o f  that  t rad i t ion .”

T h e  Bible was the  only  T e x tb o o k  for the  first 
fifty years of o u r  n a t io n ’s history. T h e  N e w  E n g ­
land Pr imer  came ou t in 1690 and  it d rew  heavily 
from  the  Scriptures. I t  was the chief r e a d in g  book 
for 125 years. In  1836 the  fam ous M cGuffcy R e a d ­
er cam e o u t  an d  reflected on every page the  con­
vic tion  of the  ed i to r  th a t  the  Bible was basic an d  
inspired . For 2S0 years of  Amer ic an  history the  
Bib le  d o m in a te d  the content  o f  our  most  p o pu la r  
textbooks.

N o te  a couple of excerpts from  history  books r e ­
la t in g  to the  close of o u r  n a t io n 's  a rm e d  conflicts. 
A text p r in te d  in 1858 offers this s ta tem en t:  “N o r  
d id  the  people, o r  the  civil ru lers  . . . forget to 
acknowledge the ir  sup rem e ob liga tion  to the  G rea t  
C o m m a n d e r  an d  R u le r  of Arm ies  a n d  N a t io n s .” In  
1881 history  s tuden ts  read, “Early  in  the  m o rn in g  
Congress w en t in  solem n procession to  ch u rc h  to 
re n d e r  thanks  to  G o d  for  the  de l iverance of  the  
n a t io n .”

“For m an y yea rs  I longed 
for an organ ized  holiness 
church in  S ou th  Africa, 
and teas d eligh ted  when 
eigh t yea rs  ago w e con­
ta c ted  th e Church of the 
N azarene. For m yself and 
m y fa m ily  i t  m eans en­
cou ragem en t to  a ttain  to 
higher heigh ts and deep­
er depths. M y daughter 

and son-in-law , R ev . and  M rs. D. P. 
W liite la iv , rece ived  tra in in g  a t our Naza- 
ren e B ib le  C ollege and are n ow  pastur­
ing a N azar ene church in  Durban, 
N ata l.”

Religion 
m ust  n o t  be taugh t ,  b u t  the  teach ing  of nonreligior 
will be in vogue. W h e n  a sub ject  is omitted, tht 
insid ious in s in u a t io n  is p resen t that  it should b( 
omi t t ed !

Are the  C hris t ians  passively to  succum b before 
the  m a rc h  of this m inority?  W il l  we allow the 
wolves of sec u la rism  to shackle us? W il l  we be toe 
p reoccup ied  w ith  o u r  search  for m ate r ia l  security 
to preserve the  he r i tage  b e q u e a th e d  us? Shall w< 
“ leave it in G o d ’s h an d s  a n d  n o t  w orry” ? A thou 
sand times N o !

I t  is n o t  by p ray e r  a lone  th a t  secularism wil! 
cease to d e v o u r  the  A m er ican  dream . G od expect! 
bo ld  and  d a r in g  action. Mis peop le  must ceas( 
w h ispe r ing  th e i r  witness an d  shou t  the ir  message 
from the  housetops.  T h e  C h u rch  is still to be hearc 
from. I t  m u s t  becom e the  co m p an y  of the con 
ccrned. W e  m ust recognize the  harvest and  thrusi 
in the  sickle.

C hris t  m us t  be dynam ica lly  lived and  demon 
s tra ted  if o u r  c u l tu re  is n o t  to  becom e paganized be 
fore the  pow er  of this tyranny. Every Christian is 
called u p o n  to be a “responsib le  citizen” of hi< 
com m unity .  I f  G o d  can bapt ize w i th  fire even c 
minor i t y  o f  this  major i t y,  H e  can save our  culture 
from the t y ranny o f  the mi no r i t y  in our  day. 0 
God, let it h a p p e n  today!

“It is  d iff ic u lt to  k eep  yo u r  m outh  and yarn 
m in d  open  a t th e sam e tim e .”—.Selected,
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Why Did It Happen to Me?
For a great m a in  peop le  iliis is m ore  th a n  an 

academic ques tion ,  i t  is w ru n g  from  the  heart by 
bereavement, m isu n d e rs ta n d in g ,  sickness, tr ial,  or 
losses and  reverses of m a n y  kinds. I t  is a perfectly 
human question ,  a n d  o n e  for w hich  the re  is not 
always a very good  answ er at hand .

Of course we a lm ost never  ask it abou t  the  good 
things th a t  com e o u r  way. P erh ap s  we should .  W h y  
should I be so favored? W h y  sh o u ld  1 get the  p r o ­
motion, o r  the  raise, o r  have the  u n ex p e c ted  " w in d ­
fall'’? W h y  shou ld  so m a n y  blessings com e my way?

Still it is n a tu ra l  to expect tlie best an d  to be 
surprised at th a t  w hich  is less th a n  the  best. “ H o p e  
springs e te rna l  in  the  h u m a n  b reas t .” T h o u g h  we 
may try to shie ld  ourselves against d isa p p o in tm en t  
by “h o p in g  for th e  best a n d  ex p e c t in g  the  worst," 
we d o n ’t seem very successful in the  a t tem p t.

EVEN M O R E  P R E S S IN G  is the  q ues t ion  w h ich  a l­
most inev itab ly  comes to the  C h r is t ian  m in d —D id  
God will this to  h ap p e n ?  W as this l l i s  p u rpose  for 
my life? T h e  fact th a t  G od  is L o rd  and  R u le r  of 
all woidd seem to m e a n  th a t  He could  dispose of 
all the details  of life in  ways tha t w o u ld  suit 1 Iim.

It is exactly  at this p o in t  th a t  we m ust  th ink  
clearly an d  d is t ingu ish  sha rp ly  lest we “charge G od 
foolishly.” W h e n  we p u l  the  sovereignty  of G od 
and the freedom  of m a n  together ,  we come face to 
face with  the  conc lus ion  th a t  C o d  perm its  w h a t  H e  
does no t pu rpose .  T h e r e  is a secondary  or  p e r ­
missive will of G od, as well as 11 is p r im a ry  o r  d irec ­
tive will.

Actually, the  f reedom  of m a n  d em an d s  respons i­
bility. Unless life were a r ran g e d  so th a t  choices h a d  
consequences an d  those w ho  m a k e  those choices 
bear or at  least share  those consequences, f reedom  
would be im possib le if no t  im m oral .  It is the  sov­
ereign will of G od  th a t  those w h o m  H e  has created  
in His own image shall grow  to m a tu r e  se lfhood by 
making choices.

T H A T  G O D  IS all-powerful is certa in ly  a basic 
conviction of the  sp i r i tu a l  life. W h i le  ph ilosophers  
may deb a te  it, C h r is t ian s  ra re ly  d o u b t  it. But 
om nipotence does not m ean  at all tha t  every th ing  
that h ap p e n s  is in l ine  w ith  G o d ’s p r im a ry  or  d irec ­
tive will. In  an  o rd e r  of existence w here  m e n  an d  
women are  free to act ig n o ran t ly  as well as wisely, 
and sinfully  as well as r ightly , m a n y  th ings  will 
happen w h ich  G o d  p e rm i ts  b u t  w h ich  H e  does n o t

purpose. G od  allows sin an d  the h a rm fu l  results of 
ignorance, b u t  H e  does not “w ill” them  in the 
sense of des ir ing  them  to happen .

Now, w hat o m n ip o ten c e  and  the sovereignty ol 
( .od do m ean  is th a t  n o th in g  can h a p p e n  w hich  will 
p e rm a n en t ly  defeat G od 's  purposes. For G od is not 
an  absen tee  L a n d lo rd  w ho lets H is tenan ts  r u n  
the ir  affairs q u i te  as they will, com ing  only  to col­
lect His ren t  at the  end  of the  lease. As a be t te r  
t rans la t ion  of R o m an s  8:2S puts  it, “ W e know  th a t  
G od  works in all th ings for good to those w ho love 
H im , w ho are  called (and  have responded)  accord­
ing to His p u rpose .” It is never suggested tha t  “ all 
th ings" are good, for some things are not. T h e y  
o r ig ina te  in  the k in g d o m  of darkness w ith  the  
prince  of evil, o r  they come lrom  the  wicked d e ­
signs ol sinful men. W ha t  is said is tha t  G od  works 
in these th ings to b r in g  u l t im a te  good for H is own.

H E R E  W E  M U S T  u n d e r s ta n d  why the h a rd  things 
come to us. “Soft nests are for l i t t le  b irds ,” an d  
w hatever  G od  w ants H is peop le  to  be, it is n o t  th a t  
they be lit tle. C andy  has s ickened m o re  ch i ld ren  
a n d  r u in e d  m o re  teeth  th a n  vegetables an d  m eat 
ever have.

W e grow  physically by a t te m p t in g  w h a t  at  lirst 
tr ia l  is impossib le  for us. C ons ider  a ch i ld  lea rn ing  
to walk. P aren ts  m ig h t  p reven t  m a n y  a bru ise  by 
p a d d in g  the  floor and  walls of the nursery, an d  by 
r u n n in g  to su p p o r t  the to d d le r  every tim e he w a­
vers. B u t the p robab i l i t ie s  arc such a ch i ld  w ou ld  
never learn  to walk. As one  has i l lu s tra ted  it, while  
the  p a re n t  does no t  carry the  ch i ld  com fortably  
from spot to spot, an d  does not p ad  the  walls ancl 
floor of the  nursery  to  p reven t  an occasional bruise, 
w ha t  he  does  do  is to be  sure th a t  knives, razor 
blades, and  bottles of poison are kept out of the 
in f a n t ’s r e a c h !

T H I S  IS f a i th ’s confidence: God will perm it m any  
th ings to come to m e as the  result  of the  sins of 
others, m y sha r ing  in the  com m on  h u m a n  lot, and  
even my ow n ignorance a n d  foolishness. B u t  H e  
will no t  p e rm it  a n y th in g  to come b u t  w ha t  H e  and 
I toge ther  can h a n d le  and  I will be  the  s tronger 
for it.

T h o u g h  we m ig h t  like it a n o th e r  way, the facts 
arc the re  is no  victory w i th o u t  a bat tle ,  and  in a 
ba t t le  som eone is a p t  to get h u r t .  T h e r e  are no 
rew ards w i th o u t  effort, an d  the  labo r  m ay be a r d u ­
ous a n d  irksome. T h e r e  is no  s tam p  of app rova l 
w i th o u t  the  g r in d in g  an d  b i t te r  tr ia l  of the  p rov ing
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course. A nd  there  is no  ref ined  and  pure  laitli 
w ith o u t  iht; fiery fu rnace  of testing and  trial.

The Pull of the Invisible
T h e r e  are some forces in n a tu re  w hich  we never 

see, yet w hich  we never escape. T h e  p u l l  of grav i­
ta t ion  is invisible, b u t  life on  e a r th  w o u ld  be im ­
possible w i th o u t  it. Even in day l igh t  w hen  the  
m oon  is o u t  of sight, it makes its presence kn o w n  
by its tug  on  the  tides, causing  the ir  ebb  an d  flow.

W h a t  is t ru e  in the  world  of m a t te r  is also t ru e  
in the  w orld  of spirit.  T h e r e  is the pu l l  of the 
invisible we m ay not see bu t can never  escape.

T h e  g rea t choice th a t  led Moses to refuse to be 
called the  son of P h a r a o h ’s d a u g h te r  is exp la ined  
on  the  basis th a t  “he endu red ,  as seeing h im  w ho is 
inv is ib le” (Hebrew s 11:27). A n d  the effect of the 
p id l  from  the  opposite  d irec tion  is p ic tu red  by 
P a id  in  his m o u rn fu l  words, “ D cm as h a th  forsaken 
me, h av ing  loved this p resen t w o r ld ” (II T im o th y  
•1:10).

A w ri te r  u n k n o w n  to m e has p u t  it in lines of 
verse:

T h o u g h  great the wo r ld ’s at tract ions he,
I  pass con ten ted  by.

Gladly I  sacrifice their  charms  
For those enjoyed  on high.

T H E  P U L L  of the  invis ib le—in  b o th  n a tu re  a n d  
grace—is the  s tronger  the  n ea re r  we a p p ro a c h  the  
source of the  a t trac t ion .  T h e  closer we live to God, 
the  m ore  pow erfu l  u p o n  us is the  p u l l  of heaven. 
T h e  closer we live to the  world, the  s tronger  u p o n  
us is the  a t t rac t io n  of those sinful p leasures which 
are b u t  for a season.

I am  n o t  sure I u n d e rs ta n d  all th a t  is inc luded  in 
the prayer,  ‘‘L ead  us n o t  in to  te m p ta t io n .” I am  
sure at least par t  of the  idea expressed is th a t  while

T h is  is why it is so im p o r ta n t  to m ainta in  what 
has been called “a m o ra l  m a rg in ” in life. The 
p r inc ip le  is i l lu s tra te d  by the  oft to ld  story of a 
m an  adver t is ing  for a d r iv e r  for his car. When 
the lirst a p p l ic a n t  ap p e a red ,  the  prospective em­
ployer took h im  o u t  to a p lace w here  the road ran 
a long  the  edge of a sleep b lu f f  an d  asked him how 
d o se  lo the  edge he  cou ld  drive. T h e  m an studied 
the road ,  looked  over the  b luff,  a n d  said:

“ T h e  b lu f f  isn’t too steep. I cou ld  drive within a 
yard  of i t .”

T h e  o w ner  said, “I 'm  sorry; I ’m  afraid  you will 
n o t  do .”

T h e  second a p p l ic a n t  was asked ihe same ques­
tion. H e  looked  over the  s i tua tion ,  tested the shoul­
der  of the  road, a n d  said:

“ T h is  is p re tty  solid. I could come with in  a foot 
of i t .”

B ut he too was rejected.
W h e n  the  th i rd  ap p l ica n t  cam e and  was asked 

the sam e q u es t io n  as the  first two, he sized up the 
s i tua tion ,  shook his head ,  and  said:

“ I ’m  sorry. I ’m  n o t  the  m a n  you want. I don't 
see how  close to  the  edge of a cliff I can come, but 
how  far away from  it I can  stay.” H e was hired on 
the  spot.

T h e r e  is some good, solid sense in  this little story. 
It never pays to "see how  close you can come” with­
o u t  fa l l ing  off. T h e  closer you come, the greater 
the  p ro b ab i l i ty  of a slip, a soft spot in the shoulder 
of (he road , an d  a tragic wreck.

B U T  I T  W O R K S  (lie o th e r  way too. T h e  promise 
is, “ D raw  n ig h  to G od, and  he will draw  nigh to 
vou” (Jam es 4 :8 ) .  Prayer,  Bible  study, good devo­
tiona l l i te ra tu re ,  c h u rc h  a t tendance ,  Christian ser­
vice—all these increase the  p u l l  of heaven on our 
hearts.

W h i le  the  sp ir i tu a l  tragedies generally  happen 
in  the  ranks  of those liv ing  on  the  borderline , spirit­
ual ach ievem ents  are  reco rded  by those whose ma­
jor interest is to  please G od an d  serve Him. One 
m a tu re  C h r is t ian  p u t  it, “ I ’ve gone  past the ‘go- 
b ac k ’ co rn e r .” E n o ch  w alked  w ith  G od  until, as 
som eone im ag ined  it, G o d  said one  evening, “We’re 
closer to My h o m e  now  th a n  we are to yours. Why 
d o n ’t you just come on  h o m e  w ith  M e tonight?”

It is im p o r ta n t  to  us all to live w i th in  the pull of 
the heavenlies. As we m ove closer to the Source of 
o u r  sp ir i tua l  l ight,  we f ind  it g row ing  brighter and 
b r igh te r .  F o r  “ the  p a th  of the  just is as the shining 
light, th a t  sh in e th  m o re  a n d  m ore  u n to  the perfect 
d ay ” (Proverbs 4 :1 8 ) .  A n d  w ith  the  growing light 
the re  comes the  s tronger  pu ll ,  u n t i l  th a t  day when 
we shall be a t  h o m e  with the L ord .

Church Loan Funds
Increasing

During llie summer months, new sav­
ings deposits helped keep the General 
Church Loan Fund growing ever h igh ­
er, making it possible to handle many 
of the applications for building loans 
that have been received recently. These 
deposits totaled SI, II 1.000 at the end <>t 
August, and total loan funds (including 
our  permanent, non-borrowed funds) 
amounted to over 52,283.000.

T h e  small deposits of SI00 or more 
make up  a great portion of these de ­
posits, but several large deposits have 
been made and a num ber  of churches 
have sent in building fund money that 
will not be needed immediately. T h e  
church at Ancon, Canal Zone, one of 
our  overseas home mission churches, 
started a building fund and sent in a 
deposit of S300.

Other deposits are needed, in order 
to balance routine withdrawals that oc­
cur monthly.  There  are quite  a few 
church loans to be completed this fall, 
and we would like for someone to help 
replace a major withdrawal during  the 
month of September.

Christian Behavior 
Top ic  fo r  O ctober 13:

Scripti re: I Corinthians 5—7 (Prin t­
ed: I Corinthians 6:1-13)

Golden  T e x t :  Know ye not that 
your body is the temple of the Holy  
Ghost which is in yon, which ye have 
of God? . . . therefore glorify God in 
your body (II Corinthians 6:19-20).

T h ere  arc those who claim that puritv  
of life does not consist of some abstract 
inner quali ty which of itself can neither 
be seen nor measured; rather, that  it 
consists of those actions and perceptible 
relationships which make up  one’s p e r­
sonal behavior. T h is  position presents 
difficulties in actual experience because 
it can be easily observed how difficult 
it is to be pure  and honorable in action 
without a corresponding desire and p u r ­
pose to be so.

Others would say that Christian purity  
is a condition of the inner man, the 
heart cleansed and motives purified re ­
sulting in correct behavior. T h is  posi­
tion agrees with scripture and with h u ­
man experience. T h e  character of one’s 
deportment is largely determined by his 
inner drives.

Something must be said, however, 
concerning the relationship between the 
inner condition and the outer  depor t ­
ment.  because in reality Christian purity  
includes both areas of life.

One may have a propensity to cheat 
or steal, bu t  through a personal experi­
ence of salvation and continued resist­
ance to temptation he may gain the 
mastery over it. T h e  same may be said 
of such habits as smoking and drinking 
—they can be completely conquered and 
eliminated from one’s life because they 
are not natural,  inborn appetites.

It is different, however, with those 
physical appetites which are normal to 
humans and which remain as long as 
natural bodily functions continue, 
whether one is Christian or heathen, 
educated or illiterate, free or  slave. 
These include the sex impulse, which 
is the topic of today’s lesson.

T h e  answer given by the Apostle Paul 
is not an easy answer, and it will bear 
much thought and study, but it is a 
simple answer. Man is both body and 
spirit, a dual kind of being having an 
inner or  subjective nature  and an outer  
or objective nature, both of which to­

gether make up  the complete man. God 
created him this way. Redemption was 
provided for the whole man. Both body 
and spirit  belong to God. Their func­
tions were not m eant to serve sin but 
righteousness. One cannot serve God 
with his spirit and sin with his body, 
nor vice versa, and still lay claim to 
Christian puri ty. T h e  body, as well as 
the spirit, is to be indwelt  by the Spirit 
of God (I Corinthians 6:19). One may 
profess an experience of entire sanctifi­
cation, but if it does not bring both his 
body and his spirit  under  the authority 
and power of G od’s Spirit, he has fallen 
short of the New Testament standard of 
Christian purity. “Therefore glorify 
God in your body, and in your spirit, 
which arc G od’s” (I Corinthians 6:20).

H as God a form ? Jesus ex isted  in the form  ol' God before H is incarnation. 
E xodus 33:20 speaks of H is face. N ow  m an is created in  the im age and 
lik en ess of God. Just how  m uch of that is m oral and sp iritual, and how  
m uch is physical?

If by ‘'fo rm ” you mean physical shape, 
iny answer would be “ No." W hen Paul 
speaks of Christ “ being in the form of 
G od” (Philippians 2:0) , he uses the 
term mnrjthe.  which means the “n a tu re” 
oi “essence” of God. Jesus said. “God 
is a Spirit” (John 4:21), and Paul  said 
that the I.ord of heaven and earth 
"dwclleth not in temples made with 
hands: . . . for in him we live, and 
move, and have our being” (Acts 17: 
24-28).

Neither “image” nor “likeness" as 
used in Genesis 1 and 2 necessarily 
suggests physical pattern or shape.

Image” in the original means “ resem­
blance," or a "representative figure.” 
and was a word that  could be used of 
an idol. “Likeness” in the original 
means “ similarity.” T h e  similarity was

entirely moral and spiritual, as you 
suggest, and not at all physical or  m a­
terial.

T h e  reference to God's face could be 
duplicated with regard to hands, feet, 
voice, back, and many more. These are 
what liible students call “a n thropom or­
phisms," or ways of speaking about God 
which a ttr ibute  to Him hum an char­
acteristics. If we are going to talk about 
God at all, we must use figures of speech 
drawn from our  own experience. T h e  
"anthropomorphisms” of the Old Testa ­
ment do two things: they testify to the 
personal nearness and availability of 
( .od to our  hum an need; and as Ed­
mond Jacob said, they lead in a con­
tinuous line to the incarnation of God 
in Jesus Christ.

Is the A p ostles’ Creed in  the back of our P ra ise  a n d  W o rsh ip  hym nal a 
N azarene A p ostles’ Creed? If so, how  com e the statem ent, “He arose again  
from  the dead,” is put in, since Christ arose on ly  once from  the dead?

T h e  Apostles' Creed is shared by the 
whole of or thodox Christendom. It 
originated with the Church of the early 
centuries, perhaps as early as a .d .  1 0 0 , 

shortly after the New Testam ent was 
completed. It has come down to us in 
a Latin version, and our English creeds 
are translations from this te \ t  that 
came into final form about the sixteenth 
century.

There  arc several English translations 
of the Apostles' Creed. T h e  one we use 
is the traditional old English form and 
has been placed in the language of the 
King James Version. Incidentally, the 
wording should be “ rose again" and not 
"arose again.”

T h e  creed is therefore identical with 
the wording of I Corinthians 15:4 
(“And that  he was buried,  and that he 
rose again the th ird  day according to 
the scriptures") ; II Corinthians 5:15 
(“ And that he died for all. that they

which live should not henceforth live 
unto  themselves, but unto  him which 
died for them, and rose again”) ; and
I Thcssalonians 4:14 ("For if we believe 
that Jesus died and rose again, even so 
them also which sleep in Jesus will God 
bring with h im ”) .

Neither the Scriptures nor the creed 
mean the word "again” to be taken for 
"once more.” It is as if I should say of 
my first visit to Yellowstone, “ I went to 
Yellowstone and came back again." T h e  
"again" cotdd be left out. but if used 
does not mean that there had been prior 
visits to Yellowstone.

I t  is a fine point, bu t  interesting, to 
note that the Greek New Testament 
always speaks of the resurrection of 
Christ as the act of God. T h a t  is. 
where our  English translation reads. 
“ He rose again the third day,” the 
original reads, “ He was raised on the 
third dav."

‘‘L argest E ver” U.S.A . Attendance: 
135,000-plus in  F in al M eeting

Los A n g e l e s  (EP) —T h e  statistics tell 
a major par t  of the story: 135,000-plus 
in the concluding meeting on Sunday 
night. September 8 . . .  an aggregate 
attendance in excess of 930,000 . . . over 
40,000 inquirers signing decision cards 
in the Billy Graham  Southern California 
Crusade.

But behind the figures, of course, is 
the rest of the story . . . the larger and 
more im portant  pa r t  of the story.

For one thing each of the 40,000 re­
corded decisions represented a life which 
had been touched and to some extent 
( hanged by the power of God.

Behind the statistics were the tireless 
efforts of more than 750 participating 
churches, many of these providing buses 
for nightly treks to the Los Angeles Me­
morial Coliseum. Scores of their mem­
bers served as counselors and choir 
members,  and a great many of the 
churches dismissed their Sunday evening 
services when the Sunday meetings were 
changed from afternoon gatherings be­
cause of intense heat.
