Christ warns us of this very thing. T h e  tem ptation  to totally 
condem n those with whom we disagree is ever present. T h is  
is un fa ir  and unchristian. T h e  subtlety of this tem ptation  is 
seen in its tendency to make us magnify the weak points of 
the Pharisee to the exclusion of his strong points and thus

leave a distorted total impression of him, while justifying o u r ­
selves by the self-righteous standard that what we have spoken 
is the tru th .

T h e re  are many things abou t the Pharisee Christ would 
have us imitate. His self-discipline was strict. He fasted twice 
a week and paid tithes of all he possessed. He was not an 
extortioner. N o one could tru thfu lly  charge h im  with being 
unjust. He was not morally unclean. T hese  virtues, plus 
many others which he possessed, should be found in the 
Christian.

T h e  righteousness of the Pharisee Christ did not con­
dem n, for Christ came not to destroy the law bu t to fulfill it. 
Thus far Christ expects His children to imitate the Pharisee. 
But his righteousness fell short of the mark, hence Christ says 
ours must exceed  his—his was a spiritual lack. He was r igh t­
eous bu t he was rigid. He was correct bu t he was cold. His 
ou tw ard  life was com m endable bu t  his heart was carnal. He 
credited himself w ith  his own righteousness and despised all 
who failed to measure up  to his standard. H e loved the law 
bu t had no sympathy for poor, sinning, lost hum anity—his 
spirit was " to u g h ” bu t not tender. He would ra ther win an 
argum ent than win a soul.

T h e  transforming, sanctifying grace of C od  was his need. 
If we would en ter  the k ingdom  of Heaven, we must have more 
not less righteousness than  he possessed.

The 
True Explanation

Several m onths ago d u rin g  the session 
of the American Association for the 
Advancement of Science at New York 
City. one ot its members advanced the 
following theory of the beginning ot 
life: " l.igh tu ing  flashing through dead­
ly gases of an eerie w orld could have 
sparked the beginning of life on ea rth .”

I lie statem ent raises more serious 
questions. W ill he please explain  how 
ligh tning and the  o ther elem ents orig i­
nated^

We are aware of three explanations 
of the beginning of the universe. 'I'he 
universe e ither came from nothing;, non- 
intelligence. or intelligence. W e elim i­
nate the first two c|uicklv, for no th ing  
can produce nothing. Nonintelligence 
cannot produce intelligence. W hen we 
consider that Irom the tins and invisible 
atom to the largest and most distant 
star the voice of purpose clamors for 
a tten tion , we (urn to the only possible 
solution of the origin of the u n iv erse - 
infin ite  intelligence -God. "In  the be­
ginn ing . . ." (Genesis 1:1) .

Turning from the origin of the u n i­
verse, next in line is m an's origin. In 
his determ ined effort to explain  how 
man evolved Irom the lower anim al, the 
scientist laces two very difficult prob­
lems. I he first one is the explanation 
ol the "missing link ," T h e  second one 
is closely related but more d ifficult. It 
is th is—1-low did m an, in his long 
process of evolution, acquire his high 
level of intelligence, and his spiritual 
and moral natures?

W hile science has no satisfactory ex­
p lanation  of these problems, the Bible 
has. "A nd God said. Let us make man 
in our image" (Genesis 1:20). Man 
was made in the  intellectual, spiritual, 
and moral image of God.

1 will stay w ith the Bible. It tells me 
of my origin and destiny, and why I am 
here. It feeds my soul and thereby 
gives me directions for living now.
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Companions of Holiness

T h e  old saying that  ' birds of a leather Hoik 
together"  lias held true in the bird realm, animal  
kingdom, the underworld of thieves and gangsters,  
and also among lovers ol holiness. T h e n :  is a 
kinship,  a lamily relat ionship among us that makes 
ns love to fellowship together.

Even as there is a special companionship among 
people who love holiness, so there are companions 
of holiness in God's  Word.  Without  the evidence 
of these companions  of holiness in our  lives, our 
testimony to God's  sancti lying grace seems doubt 
f'ul.

T h e  first of these companions that I would have 
you notice is p e a c e .  T h e  Word  says, " f o l lo w  peace 
with all men,  and holiness, without which no 
man shall see the Lord"  (Hebrews 12 :11) .  Now 
some folks have been very persistent about  their 
testimony to holiness but very short on trying to 
keep peace in the church.  Anvone who would 
stir up discord in the church and proless holiness 
needs to check on the first part of  this verse. T h e  
modern church has let the devil in through br ing­
ing dances,  bingo,  soup suppers, etc., into the 
church. Hut some who profess holiness can ha m ­
mer these evils while stirring up a luss in their 
own c h i n c h —they need to read again.  "Fol low 
peace . . . and holiness."

T h e n  let us consider another  companion of 
holiness, r ig h teo u s n es s :  that  we "might  serve him 
without fear, in holiness and righteousness before 
him. all the days of  our l i fe"  (Luke  1:71-7:")). Again 
we see an indispensable companion ol holiness. 
We ’re very thankful  for the experience ol sanc­
tification but we must keep ourselves reminded 
of the fact that we cannot  separate holiness and 
righteousness, experience  and living. Righteous 
ness is not a big word with a theological  mean­
ing, it just means plain,  ordinary right living. 
It would exclude all outbroken sin, of  course,  but  
also am  shadiness of action.

We couldn' t  reconci le righteousness and the

shady joke or  the shady business deal.  Some peo­
ple do things like the young ladv tourist who was 
visiting a coal mine.  She asked the superintend­
ent if she couldn' t  wear her white dress into the 
mines.  T h e  superintendent  said, “Of  course there’s 
nothing to stop you from wearing your white 
chess into the mine,  but  there’ll be plenty to pro­
hibit  you from wearing a white one out . "  Th u s  
it is with righteousness and holiness. Holiness of 
heart demands right living. The y ' re  inseparable 
companions.

T h e n  the last companion of holiness that I  
would have you notice is c lean n ess .  Paul  tells ns 
"G od  hath not called us unto uncleanness,  but 
unto holiness" (I Thessalonians 1:7) .  Here ive 
almost have a defini t ion of holiness, or if not,  at 
least a wonderful  companion of holiness. W e  
could almost read i t—God has not called us unto 
nncleanncss but unto cleanness. T h e  scripture 
also tells us to put away all fi lthiness of  the flesh 
and spirit,  perfecting holiness. Now some know 
that we must cleanse this temple of  the Holy Spirit 
of impure appetites such as l iquor and tobacco 
but have forgotten that the scripture also included 
filthiness of the spirit.  I t ’s so easy to show the 
spirit of the prodigal  and to overlook the spirit 
of the brother  who stayed at home but exhibi ted 
a jealous,  selfish, self-righteous, envious spirit.

Some Na/arenes seem to know that our M a n u a l  
prohibits the use of intoxicat ing liquors and to­
bacco blit they forget that  the next paragraph also 
prohibits quarrel ing,  returning evil for evil,  gos­
siping, etc. Oil,  friend, let us put away all f i l thi ­
ness of flesh and spirit for God  has not called ns 
to uncieanness but unto holiness. What  a calling 
—to holiness and its companions.

Not only are we known by the company we 
keep, but also by the company we keep ou t  o f .  So 
it is with holiness:  its companions—peace and 
righteousness,  and cleanness.  T h e  company it keeps 
out of—sin, ungodliness,  worldliness.  May we per­
fect holiness in the sight of God.

T h e  ancient fob was in a terrible plight.  His 

chi ldren were (lead, his property had been swept 
away, his body was al il icted,  and his wile advised 
him to curse God  and die. T h e r e  he sat on the 
ash heap scraping himself  because of the intense 
i tching of his body. He  looked out of swollen eyes, 
and said, “I know that my redeemer liveth, anti 
that he shall  stand at the latter day upon the ear th” 
( Job 19 :25) .

“ft  is true that  my chi ldren are gone, my friends 
don't  understand,  my property is swept away, my 
wife has turned atheistic,  and my body is in great 
pain.  Hut thank God,  one of these days I shall 
see God for myself and not another.  W h e n  the 
skinworms shall devour this body of mine,  1 shall 
see my Redeemer personally.  W he n  He has tried 
me, then shall 1 come lorth as gold. He knoweth 
the way that I take.” Th es e  are the words of  this 
ancient  saint,  and they express his great confidence 
in the Lord,  and his faith in a blissful future.  11 is 
tomorrows were as bright as the promises of God.

ft  was this confidence in God  that enabled the 
peerless Paul  to believe in the ul timate outcome 
of his plight. T his hero was on a vessel that  was 
headed for Rome.  He had the audacity to five 
beyond and above mere things. He dared to be­
lieve in the goodness of God.  In the record of his 
journey by boat to R o m e  we find words which 
seem relevant to this very hour.  " W h e n  neither  
sun nor  stars in many clays appeared,  and no small 
tempest lay on us, all hope that we should be 
saved was then taken away.”

W ha t  did Paul  do? Did he throw up his hands 
in despair? Not  Paul!  With the conf idence which 
his religious experience made possible, he ex ­
claimed,  " I  exhort  you to be of good cheer:  for 
there shall be no loss of any man's life among you. 
. . . For there stood by me this night the angel of 
God,  whose 1 am, and whom 1 serve, saying, Fear 
not, Paid;  . . . God  hath given thee all them that 
sail with thee. Wherefore ,  sirs, be of good cheer:  
for f believe God,  that it shall be even as it was 
told me” (Acts 27:22 -25) .  Hope had become dar­
ing, bec ause h o p e  h a d  seen  th e  D iv in e !  “Hope thou 
in God:  for I shall  yet praise h im.”

Paul,  the prisoner,  with more than two hundred 
and seventy men on board the boat,  was saved from 
the turbulent  waters of  the raging sea. T h e  mes­

sage from the Lord came to the apostle at the 
most discouraging time. When  the Lord  spoke to 
Paul,  the heavens were covered with angry clouds, 
the sun had not been seen for days, the waters 
were boil ing and surging, the blasting winds were 
beating against the boat,  and the men were hungry 
for food. Every ray of  hope for del iverance had 
vanished. Yet,  during this plight,  the Lord  spoke 
out of the darkness of  the night,  saying, “Be  of 
good cheer,  f will deliver you. I will put  a rainbow 
in the clouds;  I will see you through,  i  understand 
your plight;  I know your tomorrows look dark 
and uncertain.  Hut remain on the boat,  trust in 
Me, and I will bring you to land. All My resources 
are behind this promise—your tomorrows will be 
brighter—you must yet stand before Caesar."  Tru ly  
the Lord fulfil led His promise and kept I l i s  word, 
as l i e  always does.

T h e  mighty Paul savs, " F o r  to me to live is 
Christ . ” Christ  was the center  of  his being.  His 
plans, his work, and his hopes were in Christ .  T h e  
Master can give us hope that  is courageous and 
conf ident .  In Him we shall  see life at the full  tide. 
We  do not really live unti l  we are possessed by His 
Spirit .  " I f  any man have not the Spi ri t  of  Christ,  
he is none of his.” “ If any man be in Christ,  he 
is a new creature:  old things are passed away; be­
hold, all things are become new.” W h e n  we lose 
our lives for Christ 's sake, we really find them. 
Christ  must be all if we find life that  thrills us 
to the fingertips,  sei/es all our capacities,  and 
makes our brightest  hopes a reality.

T h e  veteran Paul  has now come down to the 
end of the dav. T h e  shadows are l engthening,  and 
he hears the evening call,  “Come home.” He  is in 
prison, with bad surroundings.  In writ ing to Timo-  
thv, he says, "F o r  1 am now ready to be offered, 
and the t ime of  my departure is at hand.  I have 
fought a good light,  1 have finished my course, 
I have kept the fai th"  (II  T i m .  l:(>-8) . Out  of that 
dreary prison, the apostle sees the gleaming of a 
better day. As lie looks forward, his eyes brighten, 
his heart beats faster, his faith grows stronger,  and 
his hope enlarges.  T h i s  faith and hope stretch 
beyond prison walls to the land where sorrows and 
heartaches never come.  "Hence for th ,  there is laid 
up lor me a ( town of righteousness,  which the 
Lord,  the righteous judge, shall give me at that 
dav."
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I t  was this conf idence tlial fi lled his tomorrows 
with hope that  was brighter  than the morning  sun. 
Paul  saw towel ing walls of jasper in the city of God.  
He  was sure that in the future he would have no 
more long tours, 110 more l ight ing with wild beasts, 
no more angry mobs to lace, 110 more letters to 
write,  110 more misunderstandings,  and 110 more 
fierce attacks from the enemy.  T h i s  saint lifted 
his anchors and launched forth 011 his journey 
home. He  was t r iumphant  in death,  as he went to 
meet his glorious Lord.

T h e  present may seem to be a hopeless mess to 
you, and your future may seem uncertain,  but  if

you are confident in the Lord,  He  will work out 
your tomorrows in harmony with His purpose,  
beloved,  your skies may be covered with black and 
angry clouds, you may not understand many things 
now, your body may be racked with pain,  your 
future may be filled with dreadful  forebodings,  
but if you know Christ,  your tomorrows will be 
bright and glorious.  "And we know that all things 
work together for good to them that love God,  to 
them who are the called according to his purpose.” 
Yes, with this confidence,  we can face the future 
with hope- and certainty.  T h i s  blessed assurance 
will enable  us to know that the Lord  doeth all 
things well.

to give a .salary of thirteen dollars weekly. And 
I heard His voice so distinctly in the solitude!

Not  in F.phesus did John receive the visions of 
tilings to come as recorded in the Hook of  R eve ­
lation.  Not  in that  bust l ing city with its wor­
shipers of Diana,  its citizens bent  011 sin of many 
sorts. It might have been,  of course, and it has 
110 doubt  been that  way for many cxtrovertish 
souls; but it was not for John.  T h e  vision came 
011 an island so barren that  there were not  many 
free citi/ens to clutter  it up with chatter.  Th er e  
John received it one memorable  Lord's day.

And with Wesley too, it was that  way. 1 sat in 
it. I lelt it. I he Lord broke up my deep in it— 
in Wesley's anteroom, off  his study there, where 
in solitude, often from four o ’clock until  six of a 
morning,  the Saviour spoke with a saint.  T h a t  
saint,  through the years, avoided long conversa­
tions with friends, f inding that lengthened talks 
often gravitated to the unprof i table.

T h i s  lauding of solitude is not  intended as a 
call for antisocial  living. T h e  group has its neces­
sary place, for we are social beings. Man was not 
meant to live alone,  so God  gave him a helpmate.  
And beyond that,  God  has always blessed in the 
school,  the church,  the nation,  and other group­
ings of men.  Hut He  still likes to get at us in the 
solitary place once in a while.

Jesus knew its importance,  for we read: “And 
in the morning,  rising up a great while before 
day, lie went out, and departed into a solitary 
place, and there prayed” (Mark 1:.‘>5). Much 
earlier,  the Lord  God had told the Israelites:  “In 
quietness and in conf idence shall  be your 
strength:  . . .” (Isaiah 3 0 : 15 ) .

Recently in a radio commercial  advertising a 
popular  reducing aid the announcer praised his 
product in glowing terms and in closing gave out 
witIi this gem: “Don' t  try to depend on will 
power to lose those excess pounds. T h a t  is old- 
fashioned. Yes, will power is old-fashioned! Be 
modern,  use Lard Of f . ”

W h a t  a commentary on human nature.  Mow 
we try to find the easy, pleasant way. I know many 
persons who have -waged the batt le of the bulge 
over the years. Those  who have been really suc­
cessful (and they are in the minority)  have been 
the ones who have radically altered their eating 
habits of years’ standing,  and have cont inued to 
follow those eating habits permanently after they 
achieved their desired weight.  T h e y  never became 
self- indulgent again.  T h e y  " e r e  so old-fashioned 
that they used will  power.

T h e  search for an easy way has entered every 
area of our  lives it seems. W e  want shorter hours 
and higher  wages, more education and less study, 
more freedom and less responsibility,  more se­
curity and less taxes. AVorst of all, we want more 
religion and less spiritual  life, more answered 
prayers and less praying, more blessings and less 
spiritual  discipline.

W e  may find some sort of short cut to out goals 
in other areas of life. Many people d o  seem to 
get more than they earn, on the surlace.  Hut m a te  
no mistake about  it, we earn all we get ol spiritual 
growth and development.  A  muscle becomes f l ab­
by if long unused, and the sold, unexercised in 
a daily reaching for God,  soon becomes atrophied.

T h e re  is a basic law of life that wc must use 
any faculty or  lose it. Using it means exercising 
it, and exercise means effort.  Spiritual  exercise 
consists of daily Uible reading, daily waiting upon 
God in prayer,  meditat ion,  fasting, regular a t ­
tendance at publ ic  services, ti thing,  personal testi­
mony,  and service rendered in the Kingdom work. 
Every real Christian will readily grant that there 
is much joy to be found in these exercises. On the 
other hand,  no Christ ian can deny that all ol 
them also call for real effort and sacrifice.

Often I find myself thinking yearningly of the 
days when the family was a closely knit  unit ,  and

could serve God  as such. T r u e ,  father  worked 
hard to make a living, with longer hours than labor 
unions permi t  today; mother 's  work was never 
done, for she had none of  the labor-saving de­
vices mothers enjoy today. But  the family went 
to bed at the same time, ate at the same time, 
prayed at the same time. Mother  and Dad did 
not wave a greet ing to each other  at some busy 
intersection each morning,  she returning from the 
night shill and he hurrying to punch the time 
clock for the clay shift,  while Mary and Johnny,  
age seven and ten. fixed their  own breakfasts and 
went to school.  T h i s  is no plea for the good old 
days: this is our  day with our  opportunit ies  and 
it is good, l int  I bel ieve it was easier to maintain 
a stable devotional  life then,  than it is now with 
all the complexit ies  of modern living.

Shall  we, then, settle for the superf icial  in our 
spiritual  life? T h e  answer is plain.  If it is super­
ficial it will not  long be spiritual .  I f  it is spiritual 
it calls for real effort.  Effort  calls for discipline,  for 
we humans do not choose the hard way naturally .  
But we can choose the hard way d e l ib e r a t e ly  by 
exert ing plain,  old-fashioned will power.

In Mis Word,  God  teaches us that  spiritual  dis­
cipl ine is necessary and to be desired. Th e re  is 
discipline we need to accept from the loving hand 
of our  Father.  “For  whom the Ford  loveth he 
chastencth and scourgeth every son whom he re­
ceived!.  If ye endure chastening,  God  dealeth with 
you as sons; for what son is he whom the father 
chasteneth not?” (Hebrews I2:(>-7.) W e  can ac­
cept these words with perfect  trust for the trials 
and sorrows of life if we are Mis chi ldren.

But there is another  discipline which no one 
can administer  except  ourselves. T h e  loving dis­
cipline of our Father does not reach here.  I can 
read my Bible  today, or leave it unopened.  I can 
lincl a t ime ol cpiiet and privacy to pray (I hear 
many asking “■where”) or 1 can al low myself to 
be pushed every moment  of the day. I can medi­
tate upon the love and power and mercy and 
lai thlulncss ol God as f wash dishes, or  i ron—or 
I can have my radio blaring.  I have meditated 
and played hours while inspecting vital parts for 
defense. T h e r e  is 110 noisier place than a machine 
shop in full operat ion.

On the other  hand I can spend hours in useless 
daydreaming and idle dawdling il I will.  I can 
attend services or call on one who is ill, or 1 can 
allow legit imate duties and responsibil i t ies to keep 
me home.  1 can pay my tithe, or I can take it to 
pay some ol  the honest debts which will be left 
until  another  t ime if God gets Mis ti the.  I can 
teach a Sunday school class, or I can let someone 
mote  willing than 1 do it. I can last and soar to 
higher heights in prayer as mind and spirit  throw 
off the restraints of the physical—or I can pray 
over the same ground I covered yesterday. I can
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tell so me on e  wha t  Chr i s t  lias d o n e  lot- me  ami  1 
can  l a b o r  in intercession l o r  a n o t h e r  soul ,  o r  I 
can  g ive in to a spi r i t  o f  l ethargy.  If 1 e n t e r  into  
the d e e p  things  ol God ,  it will  cost me  t ime,  money ,  
effort ,  a n d  tears. JUit if I t ake the  easy wav, I 
lose i m m eas ur ab l y .

W e  have  a p o w er l u l  ally wi th i n  ourselves.  
A d d e d  to o u r  wills to m a ke  an  ini t i al  choice,  we 
have  the  fact that  we a re  c rea tu res  of  hab i t .  A 
choice,  r epea ted l y  made ,  becomes increasingly 
eas ier  to make ,  a n d  f inal ly becomes  au tom at ic .  
W r o n g  c hoic es m a de  over  a n d  over  form evil hab it s  
which  will ru i n  us. l int by the  same' law, wise 
choices hecomc good huhits. U r  can reach i/ie 
p lace where we d o  not  forget  to r ead  G o d ’s W o r d  
because we have a t ime  for  it as surely as we h a \ e

a t ime to eat.  We  can defeat  the  h ind ran ce s  which 
cons tan t ly  arise d u r i n g  o u r  p raye r  l ime  by giving 
it p r ior i ty.  W e  do  not  rush  ou t  ol o u r  ba t h  to 
an sw er  t e l e p ho n e  o r  doorbe l l ;  why shou l d  we 
rush out  of the secret closet (when  we have1 a u d i ­
ence' wi th the most  i m p o r t a n t  Pe r so n ) ,  to answer  
them"'

If we vo lun t a r i ly  di sc ipl ine ourselves in these 
things which are o u r  responsibi l i ty,  we will save 
ourselves  m u ch  p a i n fu l  d isc ip l ine  f rom the h a n d  
ol Go d .  II I persist in a l rivolous,  superf i cia l  a l ­
t i tude,  eventua l ly  my  F a th e r  will deal  wi th me.

Be reasonable, be broad m inded, be 
patient, be good natured, but be holy; 
for God is holy and w ill be worshiped  
in  holy w ays.Say to the indifferent and cyn ical at 
the church door, at the altar, at the 
home, “This is holy ground.” Rem em ­
ber the strik in g action of the Lord, 
w hen in H is ind ignation  He took a 
scourge in  H is hand to drive the dese- 
crators from the tem ple. Let the 
world come in  to listen , to bow down, 
to confess and pray, to be convicted, 
and to be blessed, but not to desecrate.

Today there are alm ost 90,000,000 
church m em bers in  the 256 officially  
organized relig ious bodies in  the 
U nited States. That is about one-half 
of our population. Y et in spite of this 
vast m em bership in  the church, the 
church is at a low  ebb of power and 
influence. The church exerts very  
little  influence upon the policies and 
actions of our governm ent and social 
life .

Christ w ould tolerate no com ­
prom ise. “Y e cannot serve God and  
m am m on.” “H e that is not w ith  me

is against m e.” B ecause the rich young  
ruler lacked only one thing he for­
ever lost his opportunity for m em ber­
ship in God’s kingdom . Ours is a day 
of com prom ise. People all too fre­
quently live  by com prom ise instead  
of by convictions.

W illiam  Lloyd G arrison, spokes­
man for hum an liberty, said in ref­
erence to hum an slavery, “On the sub­
ject I do not w ish to think or speak  
or w rite w ith  m oderation. Go tell a 
man whose house is on fire to give a 
m oderate alarm! Tell a mother m oder­
ately to rescue her babe from the 
flames w hence it has fallen . Do not 
urge me to use m oderation in a cause  
like the present one.” L ittle wonder  
he w as able to stir the people of his 
day.Erasm us was w ithout question the 
greatest scholar of the sixteenth  cen ­
tury. H is in tellect dwarfed such m en  
as Luther and S w in g li. H is w ritings  
w ere w id ely  read and filled the best 
libraries. Y et today few  read his w rit­
ings and even  few er call him  great—  
for he was a compromiser. N ever tak­
ing a firm stand, he tried to temper 
and reconcile every event and each  
truth. Luther won im m ortal fam e by 
refusing to com prom ise. Erasm us lost everlastin g glory by com prom ising the 
vita l issues of life.To the appeals from m any sides to 
low er standards, to cheapen religion, 
to overlook flaws, to ignore unbelief, 
there is on ly  one answ er—“no com­
prom ise!”

Eleven o ’clock Saturday morning was the ap­
pointed time for out arrival at the gate of  the 
Schmel/enbach Memorial  Station.

Four men held a big banner  over the toad. It 
said W E L C O M E  1)1 LIEF. .  Over the gate an­
other  banner  said, X A Z A R l  XT. G O I . D E X  |l - 
151 L EE ,  1907-1957.

A mother with a small child sat on an old 
wagon drawn by lour donkeys. T h e  father helped 
his wile and child to the ground,  then came to 
greet us. He  said he was Han no n  Schmel/enbach,  
that  lie had come from Xa la l .  It had been a long 
hard trip, his wagon was worn and falling apart,  
and the lour donkeys were the onlv ones left of 
his fourteen.

During the following week we were made to 
remember  the early davs in manv services con­
ducted by Ruth  Gama,  the first convert,  her 
daughter  Maria,  the first evangelists and workers 
who had been with l irother Schmel/enbach in 
those beginning davs.

On  Saturday night Rev.  and Mrs. Regina ld 
Jones and their helpers gave us eight different 
Living Pictures representing the work at ils be ­
ginning.

J .  Gi lchrist  Lawson in his D e e p e r  Kx/x'ricnec.s  o f  
F a m o u s  C h r is t ia n s  suggested that Phoebe Palmer 
was largely responsible for popularizing the state­
ment,  " P u t  all upon the altar,  and the al tar  sanc­
tities the g i l t . "  T h i s  is taken to mean that the 
altar purif ies the seeker in the moment that the 
last i tem of consecration touches the altar.  Wh et he r  
this saintly preacher  or another  first exp ound­
ed this interpretat ion of Mat thew 2,‘!:1!) is not 
important ,  but  a correct  understanding of the 
scripture is of  vital concern to holiness people.  
Let us examine the passage carefully.

In this chapter  are recorded the woes that |esus 
pronounced against the scribes and Pharisees— 
hypocrites.  T h e  immediate  context  shows the fol­
ly ol sweating by one's sacrificial offering.  |esus 
pointed out that the al tar  was more important  
than the gift laid upon it. In emphasizing this 
argument.  He* worded it so as to imply in addi ­
tion that the otter ing became sacred the instant 
it passed from the possession of the worshiper and 
was. by touching the altar,  accepted In God.

Primari ly the reference applies to Old T e s ta ­
ment  sacrilices and not lo the Christ ian experience 
of heart holiness. Hebrew sacrifices, though,  were 
either animal  or vegetable and newer human.  The se  
had to meet exact ing recpiirements of puritv before

they were al lowed near the altar.  There fore ,  even 
i f  the passage is made to apply to entire sancti fi ­
cation of New Te s tament  persons, it cannot  be 
forced to mean that  the gift one; consecrates is 
purif ied by the act of touching the altar:  for only 
the most perfect sacrifice could ever come near 
the holy altar.  Nothing defiled or having a b lem­
ish could touch the' altar.  Hence,  to be: exac t, the 
al tar  did not make the gift clean. It only put 
divine approval  011 the perfect offering.

When we put too much emphasis on the sanc­
tifying function of the al tar  itself, we tend to 
imply that one' is sanctified In the human act of 
eonsecration-- l iving out. il vou please. Whi le  we 
do insist 011 the absolute ncce'ssitv of self-cruci­
f ixion,  we must never inter that Cod sanctities 
in response to a purely human act. The Scriptures 
dec lare, Wesley acclaimed,  and our Churc h M a n u a l  
aff irms that w e a r e  s t m e l i f i e d  by faith. If we mi n i ­
mize this local point of the experience,  we mis­
interpret God's Word.

Faith is the one key condit ion for holiness. When 
we say this we do not contradict  the demand for 
death to sin and to self. T h e  classic writers on 
holiness were careful to explain that faith could 
never take hold until  the seeker was 011 “believing 
ground. ' '  I>y this expression they meant  that one
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could not  believe for entire sancti f ication until  
all G od ’s conditions of self-renunciation were fully 
met.  Fai th that  is not preceded by absolute com­
mi tment  is merely presumption—not real faith.  
Re putab le  holiness teachers insist that,  while faith

is futi le without  complete consecration,  the per­
formance of all that  God demands is ineffective 
in itself to persuade the sancti fying Spiri t  to do 
His work. T h e  human dedicat ion must be sup­
plemented by a positive act of faith.

I no­
ticed that one of the men, a big, good- 
natured-looking fellow , didn’t rise 
w hen he was introduced to me. “Such  
a lazy, indifferent man!” I thought. 
“D oesn’t he want to be bothered stand­
ing up when he meets a woman?” So 
I moved on quickly to others who had 
been polite enough to stand up when  
the introductions w ere made.

Later, when all of us stood up to 
go into the room where tea was being  
served, I was shocked to notice that 
the man in question was severely  
crippled, that he rose to his feet w ith  
great difficulty, and walked slowly 
toward the dining room. How 
ashamed I was to think I’d passed 
judgment on him!

Let's be kind and Christian in our 
evaluations of others.

Are we chi ldren of Issachar? Do we indeed discern 
this time?

W ha t  to do with all our g ad g e t s ,  machines,  con­
veniences, and many helpful  work savers? Wel l ,  
thank God for these inventions!  W h o  wants to go 
back to the good old days when we carried water 
to the big, black pot and mother  washed clothes 
on the rub board? And the same goes for cotton 
pickers, hay balers,  and power-driven wood saws. 
Yes, I remember  sweating it out in the woods and 
wrestl ing with the long-vine velvet bean hay in 
the field. I know something about  “ the cotton 
sack a draggin’ !” Real ly I have no hankering;  
none of the good old days for me. However,  we 
must learn to select conveniences;  we must learn 
to use them in a way that will “make the t ime we 
need" for enri ching our lives and rendering more 
service in the kingdom of Cod.

And what shall we do with our t r a n sp o r ta t io n  
sy s tem ? In my youthful  days, Dad and Mother 
and their chi ldren (there were only sixteen of us) 
used to attend worship by wagon or on foot.  I am 
thankful  for parents who, with their family, a t ­
tended church on purpose,  regularly,  and on time. 
We  did so in the days of the wagon;  later we con­
tinued to do so with transportation by means of 
a Mode l -T  Ford truck;  and still later,  when the 
family became smaller again,  we were faithful  and 
regular by means of the family car. W hat  a clay 
we live in! It is so easy and comfortable and fast 
to go to Sunday school,  to worship, to Sundav 
night services, to prayer meeting,  to revivals: and 
to camp meetings,  conventions,  rallies, and the 
district assembly in the family car. How easy it is 
these days to part icipate fully in such wonderful  
services, to do so with regularity,  and to be punctual  
about  it. Can we be counted among the children 
of Issachar?

I wonder,  do we have an unders tanding of our  
times concerning l e i su r e? T h e  high standard of 
l iving makes possible more and more leisure. T h e  
lorty-hour work week is now very common.  Are 
we using our leisure hours to advantage? Can Cod 
trust us with this t ime on our  hands? Are we 
wasting these hours,  or  will we invest them for 
spiritual  enr i chment  and for advancing the King­
dom? Let us not give in to the age-old excuse,  “ I 
don't  have t ime.” T h e  truth is we do have time. 
T h e  question is are we using it properly?

Do we appreciate the value of m o d e r n  m ean s  
o f  c o m m u n i c a t i o n ? T h e  telephone is an amazing 
time saver and errand boy. Let  us use it to win 
men to Christ .  Do we correc tly value the effective­
ness of preaching the gospel by radio? W e  are

By

grateful  for “Showers ol  Messing" and the hundreds 
of local church broadcasts.  Hut I have a feeling 
that  many hundreds more are fai l ing to use this 
means to reach men for Cod.  It is also my own 
firm convict ion that  we ought to take advantage of 
every opportuni ty to use television to preach the 
gospel.  W e  must include l i terature as a means ot 
communicat ion.  Are we concerned enough to pro­
vide good l i terature to our own communi ti es  and 
families? Are we using these communicat ion faci l i ­
ties to the l imit?

We need an understanding of the w o r ld -w id e  
o u t r e a c h  o f  th e  c h u r c h .  T h i n k  of  this:  through 
the church we can reach around the world. If we 
are fai thful  in giving and praying and working 
in all departments of the local church,  our efforts 
will at the same t ime touch people to the ends of 
the earth.  At home,  the pastor is on twenty-four- 
hour call, and many laymen work by his side. 
T hr o ug h  the district home mission program we 
reach the lost on our district.  The general  budget 
is the l ifel ine to thirty-three foreign lands where 
the missionaries,  our  representatives,  do front line 
batt le duty around the clock. We  also teach to 
the ends of the earth by means of  “Showers of 
Blessing,” and l i terature from our publ ishing house 
and from the presses on the foreign fields. T o  
understand such a t remendous outreach through 
the church inspires one to fai thful  endeavor.

Finally,  we must understand that  our t im e  is a 
vita l  p ar t  in th e  s c h e m e  o f  G od 's  e t e r n a l  p u r p o s e .  
From the human point of view, the days seem to 
be driven on without purpose,  l int it is not so, 
for " T h i s  is the dav which the Lord hath made”
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(Psalms 118:2-1).  W e  must realize that “this gen­
erat ion (ol  Christ ians)  lias a rendezvous with 
destiny.” W e  are to be witnesses: we must go into 
all the world and preach the gospel;  we are to be 
“ the salt ol the ear th” and " the  l ight ol the world.” 
O u r  day and our efTorts will lit into the eternal 
program and plan ol  God ;  lor this is God's dav.

In spite ol earth's woes that seem to be endless, 
this is His day. God has not abdicated the throne;  
He has a plan:  His purpose shall yet be accom­
plished. I have just completed reading the book 
ol Revelat ion,  and found some most encouraging 
statements:  " B u t  in the davs of the voice of the 
seventh angel,  . . . the mystery of God should be 
finished, . . . And I saw . . .  a white horse:  and 
he that sat upon him was called Fai thful  and 'Fine,

and in righteousness he doth judge . . . and his
name is cal led T h e  Word  of G o d ...............And . . .
on his vesture . . .  a name  written,  K I N G  O F
K IN G S,  AN D  L O R I )  O F  L O R D S .............And I saw
a new heaven and a new earth .” These  arc bits of 
John' s  vision that  point tip the hope of the church;  
the final ,  sure t r iumph of Cod's  kingdom at the 
revelation of Christ .  Peter,  in his second letter, 
expresses the same hope:  "Nevertheless we, accord­
ing to his promise,  look lor new heavens and a new 
earth,  wherein dwellcth righteousness” (">: I . 
Th er e  is hope. Christ ,  " W h o m  the heaven must 
receive until  the times of restitution of all things" 
(Acts ,‘5 : 2 I ) ,  will come again.  God  will take a 

hand in due season.
In the meant ime,  ours is the task of Kingdom 

building according to His word;  for He  said, ” 1 
will build my church;  and the gates of hell  shall 
not prevail  against i t"  (Mat thew 1 f>; 18) . T o  that 
purpose we have His command:  " G o  ve into all 
the world,  and preach the gospel to every creature” 
(Matthew Hi; 15) .  "Messed is that servant,  whom 

his lord when he cometh shall find so doing" 
(Matthew 21;-l(i) . May God giant  us to be chi ldren 
of Issachar!

The Peace of God:
M aintaining the peace of God 

is not an autom atic process 
even for the Christian

Life for the worldl ing seems to be one madden­
ing search for peace.  Public enemy number  one 
is fear; a feeling of insecurity,  a sense of uncertainty,  
frustration. One  has observed that,  “Ours is the

age of fear.” Wh at  a hopeless search! Man,  seek­
ing peace, gropes cm in more fear and confusion.  
1 his is the spirit of our clay. W e  live in such a 
world. Is it possible in such an age, with such a 
spirit,  to experience the peace of God?

Fhe answer is, yes. T h e  peace of God is for all 
those who are at peace with God.  “There fore  be­
ing justified by faith, we have peace with God 
through our  Lord Jesus Christ” (Romans  5 :1 ) .  
I he search lor soul rest without reference to God 
is futile. But there is hope. T he re  are promises. 
I he reservoir ol peace is adequate.  T h e  source of 

assurance and rest and peace for the weary heart 
ol man is the God ol peace as revealed in Christ.  
"Peace  I leave with you, my peace I give unto you:
. . . Let not your heart be troubled,  neither let it 
be al ra id” ( John 1-1:27) . Man's search can end 
here. Here is hope for the yearning heart.  But  
the truth is clear; the peace o f  God can come only 
to those who are at peace w ith  God.

But how about  the Christian? What  about  us? 
We,  who believe in the Lord;  we profess to be 
born ol the Spirit :  we confidently confess the sanc­
tifying grace through the abiding fullness of His 
Spirit .  Ol course we are at peace with God.  T h e re  
is assurance ol salvation. We  have a firm hope 
ol heaven. Hut all the while we are l iving in our  
day. I his age ol speed and somewhat hectic,  super- 
scientific civilization is not exactly conducive to 
calm and peace. Docs Christ ian experience in 
itsell provide the solution to the problem of anxiety 
concerning the possible unpleasant situations in 
life? Does Christ ian experience alone adequately 
lordly us against the disturbing uncertaint ies and 
unknown elements of daily living? Or must the 
Christ ian also learn to maintain the peace of God?

I 'ndoubiediy  it is not an automatic process. 
I here is some co-operation that we must give. T o  

enjoy the peace of God in such a measure that our 
laces will radiate abundant  life is an art that de­
mands some attention and practice.  W e  have no 
promise ol exemption from the common exper i ­
ences ol our clay, but the Lord has provided and 
promised adequate resources. “These  things 1 have 
spoken unto you, that in me ve might have peace. 
In the world ye shall have t r ibulat ion:  but  be 
ol good cheer;  I have overcome the world” ( John 
l<i:.‘>,‘>). I hese promises are lor us. We must learn 
the l ine art ol fully enjoying the1 peace of God 
Irom clay to dav.

From his desk in the dungeon,  Paul wrote in 
conf ident  assurance.  "And the peace of God,  . . . 
shall  keep your hearts and minds through Christ  
Jesus ( Phil ippians 1 :7) .  Wi th in  this paragraph 
of Phil ippians 1:1-9, we discover the technique 
for maintaining the peace of God.  T h e  plan in­
volves lour simple rules. Each one embraces a 
basic principle of Christ ian living.

Rule  one:  K rr j i  y o u r  m in d  on C.od. “T ho u
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w i l t  k e e p  h i m  in pe r fe c t  peace,  w ho se  m i n d  is 
s ta y e d  o n  ll i ee” ( I s a ia h  ^li:.1!).  P a u l  h a d  th e  sa m e  
id e a  w h e n  h e  sa id :  “ R e jo ic e  in  th e  L o r d  . . . T h e  
L o r d  is a t  h a n d .  . . . T h i n k  o n  these  th in g s . "  
T h e  fea rs of  life a re  l aced  c o u ra g e o u s ly  w h e n  the  
m i n d  is set o n  G o d .  " I he  L o r d  is m y  l i g h t  a n d  
m y  sa lv a t io n ;  w h o m  sh a l l  1 (ear? th e  L o r d  is ihe  
s t r e n g t h  of  m y  lil'e; of  w h o m  sh a l l  1 he  a f r a id ?
. . . W a i t  o n  th e  L o r d :  be  of  g o o d  c o u ra g e ,  an t i 
he  shall  s t r e n g t h e n  t h i n e  h e a r t :  w a i t ,  I say, o n  
t h e  L o r d "  ( P sa lm  27 :1 -11 ) .  T h e  peace  ol G o d  is 
f o r  those  w ho se  m i n d  is s ta ye d  on  H im .

R u l e  two:  Pray to (Uxl.  " l i e  c a re fu l  fo r  n o t h i n g  
[do  n o t  w o r ry  a b o u t  a n y t h i n g ] ;  b u t  in every  th i n g  
by p r a y e r  a n d  s u p p l i c a t i o n  w i th  t h a n k s g i v i n g  let 
y o u r  r e q u e s t s  be  m a d e  k n o w n  u n t o  G o d "  ( P h i l ip -  
p i a n s  l : ( i ).  P r a y e r  m u s t  be u n t o  G o d ,  n o t  to  o u r  
su b c o n sc io u s  self:  n o t  to  th e  b l i n d  fo rce  of  the  
u n ive r se ,  b u t  to  G o d ,  o u r  h e a v e n ly  F a t h e r .

o n  thee :  b e c a u s e  h e  t r u s t e t h  in  t h e e "  ( I s a ia h  2(5:3) . 
T h e  w h o l e  P h i l i p p i a n  p a r a g r a p h  a l so  b r e a t h e s  the  
l a n g u a g e  o f  f a i t h  t h o u g h  t h e  w o r d  is n o t  us ed .

Amos, Crusader for 
Righteousness (Temperance)
ScRiPTUKr.: Amos (P rinted: Amos 1:1; 

6:1. 4-7; 7:10-15).
G  o i.d k  n T e x t :  Seek good, and not 

evil, that ye may live (Amos 5:14) .
Amos was a native of T ekoa, which 

is today called T ekua, a town in Judah  
about six miles south of B ethlehem . 
He was a shepherd and a dresser of 
sycamore trees. He was not a prophet 
by train ing, l ie  said to Amaziah, the 
priest, th a t while lie was not a p ro ­
fessional prophet, nor the son of a

prophet, he was nevertheless divinely 
ta iled  to deliver the message of Jehovah 
to Israel.

He was a native of Judah  bu t 
prophesied for Israel. He was (ailed 
to prophesv during  the reign of Jero ­
boam (he second, when U /ziah was on 
the tlirone of Ju d ah . Jeroboam  and 
t zziah were both  men of ability  and 
the kingdoms enjoyed unusual p ro s­
perity du ring  th e ir reigns.

I 'n d e r  the  conditions of peace and 
prosperity which Israel was experiencing 
the prophecy of Amos would be looked 
upon as the cry of an alarm ist and a 
pessimist and would naturally  be met 
with skepticism. However, in less than 
I if tv years his prophecy of doom for the 
wicked and backslidden people of Israel 
was fulfilled.

Prosper!tv does not lead to godliness. 
Israel had forgotten God and the people 
were living in luxury, indolence, and 
sin. T he  p icture as given by the 
p ro phet in the lesson (ch. 6:1-7) is 
indeed deplorable. T h e  sad fact is tha t 
this same condition exists today am ong 
many of the civilized nations of our 
world. Indolence, feasting, sensual en ­
te rta inm ent. and wine d rink ing  are as 
wrong now as in .Amos* tim e. W e may 
be sure th a t our sins will find us out

and th a t the judgm ents of God are 
certain.

T h e  na tu ra l response to Amos' 
prophecy was opposition. T h e  priest 
of Bethel cried out against Amos and 
reported to the king falsely concerning 
the p ro p h e t’s message. Then he tried 
to persuade Amos to re tu rn  to his own 
land of Judah and im plied th a t he 
would profit m aterially by so doing. 
However, Amos was not to be deterred  
from his mission; he was not a prophet 
by profession nor was he doing this 
work for m aterial rem unera tion . H e 
was a true  p ro phe t of God w ith a mes­
sage direct from the Lord to the  king­
dom of Israel.

T h e  lesson of Amos is o u r tem perance 
lesson for this q uarter. Surely we can 
profit by this portion  of scripture. 
God's W ord >s always against in tem ­
perance and the sins of drunkenness 
and revelry are both condem ned and 
judged by the Lord God of the  Bible. 
Ilis  message to us is, ‘\Seek good, and 
n o t evil, th a t ye may live.” “T he  
wages of sin is death ; b u t the gift of 
God is eternal life” (R om ans 6:23) .

T h e  Lord is blessing us here at 
Acornhoek these days. W e have re­
cently had revivals for our nurses and 
young people, and it encourages us to 
see so many come forward for prayer 
with a real earnest desire to serve the 
Lord. I t  is wonderful, too, to see them 
keep bright in His service and use their 
time to give the gospel to their less 
fortunate countrymen.

More recent still is our Sunday school 
revival. Again we had a lot of children 
out to pray, and oh, how they prayed 
aud wept, and afterwards, through tears,
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testified and confessed to stealing sugar, 
fru it, and peanuts.

Now we have organized a church class 
for them , to try and keep them in our 
church. These are children from four 
or five years of age up to voting people 
of about sixteen years. W e w ant to 
teach and train  them in the W ord and 
also in the laws of the church. W e are 
depending on these children to fill our 
church when we are gone. Rut their 
difficulties are great, as 1 realized m y­
self, last Sunday, while out visiting.

Studying Spanish in Mexico
W e arrived in  Mexico City a few 

weeks ago and have gotten in to  school 
im m ediately a t the In stitu te  Mexicano-

where they are really giving big doses of 
Spanish.

T h e  d in g e rs  have taken us in hand 
and are a wonderful help  to us. How 
the missionaries ever m ade it before 
they were here, we do not know.

Every day Mrs. ( ’.linger lias been h e lp ­
ing us to understand w hat we are taught 
in our classes. We take three hours a 
day ior the first three weeks, four hours 
a day for the next three weeks, and 
then three hours a day again. O ur 
course ends August 16. Mrs. d in g e r  
has been giving us several hours a day 
in private instruction too.

A land 
of extrem e in Ha lion fed by extensive 
m ilitary  installations, high wages and 
high cost, of living, a land for the 
rugged, venturesom e, red-blooded A m er­
icans.

T h is  is one area w here the Church of 
the Nazarcnc got in  on the ground 
floor.

I visited all of them , 
except Nome, and held services in seven 
of them . All of our churches have now 
secured perm anen t property. Only Sitka 
and Juneau  do not as yet have their 
churches erected. T h e  above picture 
shows our Sunday school in Sitka last 
f aster with seventy-three present, where 
B rother and Sister T ru m an  Shelton are 
pastors.

'This Parable of the I n just Steward 
lias been one of the* most d ifficult to 
understand. It has been in terpreted  in 
\a rio us  ways. W e must rem em ber, how­
ever, as one com m entator says. that, this 
unjust stew ard’s conduct is held up for 
com m endation in only one particular. 
l ie  was p ru den t in arrang ing  to have 
friends for the tim e of need which he 
saw coming, lie  had foresight, and that 
is one of the  charac teristics most needed 
h\ those who would finalK make* it 
hom e to heaven. Further, we must not 
forget that this steward worked on a 
commission, and w hat he deducted  from 
the bill of the two m en under him  was 
the proportion  com ing to him , and not 
th a t which was to be paid to his lord. 
T h e  discounts were ou t of his pocket, 
and not his m aster’s. He acted with 
great prudence w hen he d id this, for by 
means of it he provided friends for 
him self when he lost his job. Rear in 
m ind the fact. too. tha t it was the

stew ard’s lord who commended him , and 
not Jesus, and that com m endation was 
not for lying. Jesus comes in to  the 
picture  again in the n in th  verse, where
11 is followers are exhorted to make 
friends of outsiders in order tha t they 
may testify of their righteousness at the 
judgm ent. T h en  in verses 10 to 12. 
Jesus contrasts faithfulness on the  part 
of Mis followers w ith the* unfaithfulness 
of the unjust steward. H e w anted to 
be sure that He gave no reason for 
anyone to think th a t He sanctioned the 
unfaithfulness of the steward around  
whom His parable  had been bu ilt. If 
you will read this parable  carefully and 
the  verses which im m ediately follow it, 
I believe that you will get its true  m ean­
ing. Especially will this be the case if 
you keep before you the most im p ortan t 
princip le for in te rp re ting  any parab le— 
that it is given to teach one central 
tru th .

D oes it say  in  th e  B ib le  th a t C hrisV s cross ivas m a d e  fr o m  a dogw ood tree  
a n d  th a t H e p u t a cu rse  on  i t  so th a t i t  w o u ld  n o t get big? I f  so , w h e re  in  
th e  K ib le  can it be fo u n d ?

T h is  question has come up before. O f a dogwood tree. N othing is said about 
course it is foolish. T h ere  is no reason it in  the  Bible.
for saving that Christ was crucified on
G od is  th e  so u rce  o f  all p o w e r  in  th e  u n iv e r se  a n d  is, th e re fo re , th e  u lt im a te  
C ause  o f all e v il as w e ll as all good. W h a t do  y o u  th in k  a b o u t th is  s ta te m e n t?

It is true  in one sense. In this way, 
it has always been im plied  by the Bible 
and the* teaching of conservative C hris­
tianity. CJod is the C reator of both good 
and evil to the extent that lie1 b rought 
in to  existence creatures—angels and men 
-  who as free m oral agents had the 
power to choose sin o r righteousness. 
CJod could not create a free m oral agent

who did  not have the power to do e ither 
right o r wrong. T he very ability  which 
these m oral creatures used to disobey 
God was give'n to them  by H im . T his, 
however, did  not make Clod a sinner. 
He was holy in the beginning, and He 
is still holy. N either does it make Him 
the cause of sin.

D uring an assembly a lady who works 

w ith the children of her church came 
to the bookstand w ith a request.

“ E would like to have a Bible which 
has the same si/e p rin t as the ch ild ren’s 
R eaders in school, small enough to carry, 
yet easy to read and of course in ­
expensive.”

I looked and looked. 1 found a New 
Testam ent, bu t no t a whole Bible.

W hen it became evident 1 was going 
to fail in my quest, my m ind traveled 
back to the days when I was a child. 
O ften I have spoken of all the Bible 
reading I did  when in the th ird , fourth,

and fifth grades. I was never a genius, 
but ra th e r an average child, yet when 
in late prim ary and junior grades, I read 
many chapters from the Bible each week. 
As I recalled this, a p ictu re  of the Bible 
I read then flashed through my m ind.

T h e  p ictu re  was of a large pulpit-sized 
Bible which I spread out on the living 
room  floor. Tw o of us children  read 
it at the  same tim e. The p rin t was 
large and the reading was much faster 
and more in teresting  than  when 1 tried 
to read from the sm aller-print Bible I 
carried to Sunday school. 1 loved to 
read the Bible and 1 memorized from it, too.

You and 1 have both heard  people 
say tha t the Bible is d ifficult to read 
and understand. Vet a specialist in the 
read ing  field tells us th a t the Bible 
makes use of fewer words—except for the 
nouns—than  the fourth  grade books of 
ou r day and age. Almost every day a t 
school, the th ird  and fou rth  graders 
(average readers) read  the same words 
which are used in the Gospels. W hen 
Bible stories appear in the R eaders in 
the public schools, and this frequently 
happens, the children love the stories 
and learn  them quickly.

T h e  Gospels are  especially w ritten in  
the language of the  children. It m ight 
be w orth a trial a t large-prin t reading.
