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Jesus the Nazarene was doubtless the w orld’s poorest Man. He 
was born  in a stable amid the lowing of the cattle and was cradled 
in the manger of an ox. T here  were few things tha t He ever claimed 
as His own.

H e rode upon  a borrowed donkey; He used Peter’s boat; He 
rested in Lazarus’ home. He m ultip lied  the lad’s lunch, and  the tomb 
in which He was buried  was not His own. But Jesus did have a 
C hurch—He said: “I will bu ild  my church; and  the gates of hell 
shall not prevail against i t” (M atthew 16:18).

His Church is not builded of hardwood, pressed brick, or polished 
stone, bu t  of changed, transformed lives. “Twice-born” men, called,

fashioned, and  polished by the preaching, teaching, healing ministry 
of Jesus, furnish the materials from which He builds His Church.

T h a t  Jesus loves H is  Church  is proved by His giving himself for 
it (Ephesians 5:25-27). T h e  Day of Pentecost witnessed the launching 
of His Church. I t  was there tha t  the quickening, cleansing, empower­
ing Spirit came upon  redeemed lives. T h is  marked a new' day for all. 
Whereas His disciples had been a group of vacillating, cowering, 
frustrated men before Pentecost, now frustration is ended. Bickering, 
selfishness, hot flashes of carnal anger and other  marks of unclean 
hearts were all swept away by the purging fire of Pentecost. T h e  
disciples became a positive, witnessing dynamic force for the advance­
ment of the k ingdom of God.

T h is  “shed-forth” blessing upon  His Church came in answer to 
the sacrifice, tr ium ph, and ascension of Jesus to His mediatorial throne 
(Acts 2:32-33).

Christ uses H is  Church  today as a clean channel through which 
He pours living water to the parched, thirsty millions of earth. He 
uses His Church as a lifted-up candlestick from which shines the 
light of the gospel: guiding light, cheering light, and healing light 
for those who sit in the shadow of death.

Christ secures H is  Church. “T h e  gates of hell shall not prevail 
against it.” T h e  combined forces of evil with their frontal, flank, 
or prolonged attack shall not be able to crush or silence His Church. 
She has good news for a lost world.

GOD IS WORKING IN BOLIVIA
General Superintendent Williamson

O n Tuesday nigh t before the opening of the 
assembly and  conventions, B rother H u n te r  took 
me to a service in  the Alto P lano Church  located 
on the r im  of m ounta ins  tha t  su rround  La Paz. 
It is o u r  largest church in  Bolivia. I t  has 175 
members and  a Sunday school tha t  reaches 300. 
O ur  week-night crowd was all the church could 
hold—abou t 275 people sitting on benches and  the 
floor, plus many standing.

Dr. Reza h ad  gone to visit some churches in 
the in te r io r  before the assembly began, so Brother 
H u n te r  translated  my message in to  Spanish and 
the pastor, Rev. M aximo Vicuna, in terpreted  the 
Spanish in to  the tongue of the Aymara Indians. 
I t  was my first experience in  three tongues and 
I was compelled to watch carefully lest I forget 
the second interpreter. Once I d id  get ahead of 
h im  completely, b u t  he caught u p  on the next 
round. In  spite of the barr ie r  of using three 
languages, G od blessed the W ord. W hen  a call 
to the a ltar  was given fifty people came promptly. 
Many were church people walking in the light 
bu t there were some new ones am ong them.

W ork  am ong the more educated Spanish­
speaking people is progressing more slowly, b u t  
victories are being gained. Some time ago a door- 
to-door visitor for Jehovah’s Witnesses visited the 
house of a wealthy businessman of La Paz and 
invited h im  to the ir  hall, which is a stone’s throw 
from o u r  mission headquarters  where the services 
are held for the white people. His heart was 
hungry a n d  he decided to go. I t  occurred to him 
that he ought to have a Bible, so he went to a 
L u theran  bookstore to buy one. W hile  there he 
asked abou t the church on Sixth of August Street; 
the salesman directed him  to the Church of the 
Nazarene. Soon he appeared at the door of the 
mission bu ild ing  where the H unters  live and 
asked if he m ight a t tend  services there. Mrs. 
H u n te r  assured him  he would be welcome, noticing 
the new Bible in his hand. He began coming at 
once and  has no t missed a service since. H e has 
testified to salvation with evident sincerity. He 
and his family have been in every evening service 
of this week. He prays am ong the Christians. Last 
night they b rough t qu ite  a g roup  of friends with 
them. O ne lady am ong them prayed through to

victory, and  Mr. P la ta ’s wife gave her public  testi­
mony for the first time.

A university professor has heard  Dr. Reza preach 
the last two nights, also, and  privately told him  
he h ad  made his decision b u t  trembled at the 
though t of saying so publicly. He added, “Maybe 
I will tomorrow night.”

By what unusual providence God directed a m an 
with a hungry heart to the place where light was 
to be found: the contact made by a worker for 
Jehovah’s Witnesses; a mistaken directive given 
by a Lutheran ; a convert to Christ made for the 
Church of the Nazarene! Now his family and his 
friends arc also walking in  the light. As always, 
“God works in  mysterious ways His wonders to 
perform.”

Let all pray for the H unters  and  the Vande- 
velders as they carry the glowing gospel torch in 
Bolivia. Progress has been made and greater vic­
tories are ahead.

T h e  church should be in 
a position to make a greater contribution to 
American Protestantism than  ever before.

"T h e  greatest contribution the church can make, 
in my judgment, is in  helping to keep alive a 
Protestantism that is worth defending ra ther  than 
merely in the defense of Protestantism. American 
Protestantism should be a vital spiritual force in 
the world—spiritual and evangelistic in character. 
T h e  church with all of its resources is pledged to 
this position at home and abroad.”

G. B. W IL L IA M S O N —“W here do we go from 
here? W hat direction and how far? T h e  direction 
will be determined by our faithfulness to those 
essential distinctions which justify our existence.

T o  know and teach others what these signify will 
require discriminating intelligence, the reality of 
vital personal experience, and  constant cultivation 
of the in terior  life together with sincere and  self­
less dedication to the task of bu ild ing  the king­
dom of God in the hearts of men. T h e  distance 
we cover will be decided by the ‘power pack’ we 
possess to keep increased machinery operating 
smoothly and efficiently. ‘N ot by might, no r  by 
power, b u t  by my spirit, saith the Lord of hosts.’ ” 

SAM UEL Y O U N G —“T h e  Golden Anniversary 
of our church gives us a fitting occasion for an 
earnest (and perhaps agonizing) reappraisal of 
ou r  progress, resources, and direction as a Protes­
tan t denom ination. I t  affords a ‘once in a lifetime’ 
opportun ity  to capture  the im agination of our 
people and  constituency with reference to the 
relevance of our message for today, and to re­
awaken them to the urgency of our world mission.”

Article Two on 

“The Promise of the Father”
By  JOHN W. MAY

Definitions of sanctification are usually elements 
of its character; tha t is, we define the experience 
by what it means to us. As ou r  personalities are 
different, and the experience does not alter our 
essential personalities, the definitions are varied. 
T hey  denote, however, the same experience of en­
tire sanctification.

One of these terms is used by the writer to the 
Hebrews, who exhorts believers to go on unto  
perfection. Difficulty often arises in varied defini­
tions of perfection. A seed that grows is perfect 
111 the seed form even though it is not a full-grown 
tree. T h e  perfection is in quality  and not in 
quantity; in life, no t in age. T h e  perfection of 
life is an illustration here. Others may have 
talents which appear to make them love God more 
b u t  they cannot love H im  better  than  those with 
lesser talents.

One man buys orchids for his wife; another, 
because of limited buying power, buys roses. W ho 
can say that the love of the first m an is more 
perfect than  tha t of the second? Christian per­
fection cannot be defined in am ount b u t  in quality. 
At times the m ain  difficulty appears to be that
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we endeavor to measure the standards o£ heaven 
with a h u m an  yardstick, which it is impossible 
to do.

Heart purity  is ano ther  term which is used to 
designate the experience which results as the fu l­
fillment of the promise of the Father. I t  describes 
a heart  in  which everything foreign to the nature  
of God is removed. Clean hands are obtained in 
regeneration and  a pure  heart in  sanctification. 
T h e  Psalmist sets these up  as standards by which 
we are qualified  to ascend the hill of God and 
stand in  His holy place (Psalms 21:4) .

James exhorts sinners to cleanse their hands and 
the double-minded their hearts (4:8). He first 
speaks of deeds, then the condition that p rom pted 
those deeds. A pure  heart is one in which selfish 
motives are removed. Such a heart  is filled with 
love for God and  consecrated to do His will. T here  
is no b lo t or stain in it. Unashamedly one in such 
a state may enjoy the piercing searchlight of God 
which reveals every hiding place.

E m pow erm ent  is a clear definition of this ex­
perience. T a rry  for power was the com m and of 
Jesus. I t  is power from on high and outside ou r­
selves. I t  is not the recharging of la tent powers 
in the soul b u t  the incoming of a new and fresh 
power tha t possesses and charges the individual 
through and through. H erein  is power to over­
come the world, power to live clean and holy, 
power to  make one’s witness count. Power has 
real m eaning  to us today. I t  is s tamped indelibly 
on ou r  minds by the periodic explosions of atomic 
energy.

T h e  spiritual em pow erm ent is God in us en­
abling us to do His will. It is His h an d  in ours 
guiding us in the r ight direction.

I t  is His 
presence on the throne of the soul leading, gu id ­
ing, directing, checking, enlightening, and  charging 
for life and  service.

Crucifixion  is a strong term used to express the 
experience. Paul speaks of the evil na ture  being 
crucified in R om ans G:G. N either suppression or 
suspension can be made to conform to this verse 
of scripture. T h e  old man suppressed at an u n ­
guarded m om ent will overpower us; or he may 
from suspension come to life stronger than ever. 
Eradication fits the m eaning  here. T h e  carnal 
na ture  is destroyed, removed. It is driven ou t of 
the soul. As Jesus cleansed the T em ple  we may 
expect tha t  the soul will be cleansed from its enemy 
inhabitants. T h e n  truly the sold will be the 
temple of the Holy Spirit.

Even angry words did not daunt

£ J u  n azaren  a t  a  J/^iverside S c

i t  was Sunday afternoon in the thickly wooded 
hills of western Oregon when the old Model-T 
of 1917 vintage chugged to a stop at the cross­
roads schoolhouse where my father and mother, 
Rev. and  Mrs. Albert II. Smith, regularly con­
ducted  Sunday afternoon services. Today  they 
were to lead this newly organized group of Naza- 
renes in  a baptismal service.

We youngsters were disturbed because word had 
been received that a certain group of men were 
going to stop the riverside services. After the candi­
dates had been instructed for the rite of baptism, 
the hill-country Nazarene congregation followed 
my father and the candidates to the river.

A spokesman for the opposing group stepped 
forward to angrily remonstrate with my father, 
saying, “Nazarenes do not use the proper mode 
of baptism and this doctrine of sanctification is 
heresy.” But my father signaled to his flock to 
sing “Shall W e G ather at the River?” and they did 
sing, in “volume strong.” T h e n  w ithout further 
preliminaries the fearless pastor took his text, 
“Bring forth . . . fruits meet for repentance”—and 
I shall never forget how he at once warmed to his 
sermon. His eyes were like glowing coals of fire.

N ot one of either side could miss a word as he 
cried out like a second Jo h n  the Baptist against sin 
and religious hypocrisy and then began to exalt 
“the Lam b of God, which taketh away the sin of 
the world.” All at once I was afraid no longer, for 
God seemed to be there with quiet assurance. T h e  
disturbance subsided and the candidates were b a p ­
tized amid testimonies of praise and songs of vic­
tory.

As we chugged homeward that Sunday evening, 
hurrying to the next service as fast as the Model-T 
could bum p  over those trail-like roads, I wondered 
at the God of miracles. W ith  this Sunday experi­
ence in my m ind  I vowed to know something of 
the same spirit that characterized the riverside 
preacher and his loyal wife of like evangelistic zeal. 
They  were blazing a trail for the Church of the 
Nazarene!

Reflection upon that riverside service has often

I Walked Today 

On Sacred Ground
U n ion  C o n ven tio n , O c to b er 10, 1907 

A ssociation  of P en teco sta l C hu rches of A m erica  
a n d  the C hu rch  of the  N azarene

I t  was dark  when I got there. T h e  house num­
bers were barely visible as 1 walked down Eggleston 
Avenue, bu t there it  was—(5417. It was just another 
house now in a neighborhood fast deteriorating. 
N oth ing  distinguished it from the other dwelling 
places a round  it; an d  no one was particularly 
noticing it, except for a lew Nazarenes who re­
membered.

But fifty years ago on this day, Thursday, Oc­
tober 10, the scene was qu ite  different. T he  site 
was occupied by a church then—not a large church, 
bu t a very significant one. Fifty years ago today 
was Thursday, October 1ft, 1907. It was a mo­
mentous day in the history of tha t church—the 
First Church of the Nazarene. Chicago, Illinois.

Rev. C. E. Cornell was the pastor then, and he 
and his church had spent $1,000 to prepare the 
build ing  for this occasion, for tliev fully realized 
its importance. T h e  East and  the West were 
finally to be united. T h e  Association of Pente­
costal Churches of America, J. H. Norris, mod­
erator, and the C hurch of the Nazarene, P. F. 
Bresee, general superin tendent, were to become 
the Pentecostal Church of the Nazarene at the 
conference which began on this day, October 10, 
1907.

T h e  church, they say. was already crowded at
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the 9:00 a.m. service when the delegation from 
the East marched in singing “W e're Marching to 
Zion.” From tha t  m om ent on, the scene was 
characterized by “holy joy.”

Eyewitnesses said: “W hen the songs of nearly
1,000 people pealed ou t of sanctified hearts and  
nearly 1,000 handkerchiefs waved over the same 
num ber  of shining faces, it was a sight that beg­
gars description. . . . T h e  flood of holy joy that 
swept on during  the opening service was a tide 
of blessed tr ium ph . . . .  I have a ttended big con­
ventions, councils and  assemblies, u p  and  down 
this country for the past twelve years bu t  I am 
free to confess tha t this was the greatest of them 
all.”

f low  fifty years had changed things! As I stood 
on this sacred spot, however, I sensed anew the 
presence of the Almighty which had characterized 
tha t meeting of fifty years ago. A nd I recalled the 
words which I)r. I I. F. Reynolds reported  had been 
spoken to h im  by a local attorney at the time of 
the meeting, “ I never knew before of a church 
which had  not originated in the m ind  of some 
individual, b u t  surely this church must have been 
conceived in  the m ind  of God.”

An inebriate stopped his m eandering to puzzle 
over the sight of a grown man, standing with head 
bowed in front of a run-down building, on an 
insignificant side street on Chicago’s rough south 
side. l i e  little dream ed what a sacred m om ent that 
was. As I stood I m ade a pledge for myself and 
my fi.lOO brothers in the ministry of the Church 
of the Nazarene who stand in direct succession 
to the divinely inspired n u n  that were gathered 
on this site fifty years ago. A pledge I say, and 
yet more of a prayer, tha t the Cod of the yesterdays 
might also be the God of the tomorrows, and that 
wc all m ight be faithful to the great heritage which 
is ours, and make something of the same impact

Not to be laid away upon  the 
shelf, and dry up  like a mummy, and be forgotten, 
for, though past, it lives, and wTill live forever.” 
So it has, and so might it continue to live through 
our efforts down through the decades ahead.

T h e  Berchtesgaden military retreat will be one 
of two special events sponsored during  this Golden 
Anniversary year by the Nazarene Young People’s 
D epartm ent, of which Rev. Ponder W .

Institute, a t Estes Park, Colorado, Ju ly  15 to 21. 
A ttendance at this will be limited to delegates 
elected by districts in  the church, and a total of 
abou t seven hu n d red  young people and youth 
workers from around  the world is expccted.

Especially favorable rates for first-class hotel 
lodging and  meals have been arranged.

T h e  daily program  will include devotional ser­
vices and  time for prayer and  private meditation;

T h e  retreat will seek to accomplish several goals, 
each bound  u p  in the general aim of deepening 
the spiritual life of the individual. T h e  way of 
full salvation through Jesus Christ will again be 
explained, delineated, and  italicized.

T h e  retreat also may fairly be described as in 
the interest of a more effective Christian witness 
by Nazarene service men and women among their 
friends in the armed forces.

Attractive m ailing pieces, with re tu rn  envelopes, 
were mailed in November to some fourteen h u n ­
dred servicemen with an APO or EPO, New York.

Nazarene pastors and laymen can help by en­
couraging their service people in  the European 
area to take advantage of the retreat program and 
“bring home a report and a blessing.”

Unsaved friends of Nazarene service personnel 
may a t tend  the retreat and the services could be a 
time of great spiritual harvest.

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A Saint's Bible
Did you ever look through the Bible of a saint— 

a person who has been a Christian for years? T h a t  
there is a very close bond between that Book and its 
owner is seen on almost every page. My mother 
was in  this class. She cou ldn’t have made a speech 
on the benefits of reading the W ord, bu t  she was 
acquainted with them through experience. She 
knew that the reading of the W ord  of God had  
enriched her  life. Com panionship with the Bible 
helped her  to victoriously meet the varied situa­
tions of life.

In  the G olden Anniversary year of ou r  church 
(1958), January  is to be Bible-reading month . 
Every church is asked to read the Bible through 
during  January . T h is  can easily be done by divid­
ing u p  this Book and giving it ou t in  certain sec­
tions to be read. T here  are 1,189 chapters in the 
Bible. If  only ten members take part, the whole 
Bible can be finished during  the m on th  by each 
one reading 4 chapters a day; in  larger churches, 
several people can read the same scripture divisions. 
T h u s  some of the churches, no doubt, will p lan  to 
read the Bible through, not just once, b u t  two, 
three, four, o r  more times during  January.

T here  is power in  the W ord  of God, as my 
m other knew, and  as every experienced Christian 
knows. Th is  fact is clearly indicated by two of the 
greatest passages in  the New Testament. T hey  read 
as follows: “All scripture is given by inspiration of 
God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 
for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 
tha t the m an of God may be perfect, throughly 
furnished u n to  all good works” (II T im othy  3: 
16-17). “For the word of God is quick, and  power­
ful, and  sharper than  any two-edged sw'ord, piercing 
even to the dividing asunder of soul and  spirit, and 
of the joints and  marrow, and  is a discerner of the 
thoughts and intents of the h ea r t” (Hebrews 4:12).

T h e  Bible quiets and  rests the saint who reads it. 
In  all the hurry  and rush of this life there is much 
to weary and  confuse. However, there is nothing 
which can so drive away or expel that which dis­
quiets as the reading of the W ord  of God. No 
Christian can afford to pass by this blessing. Many 
of us have not read the W ord, day by day, as 
much as we should have, bu t  we have read it 
enough to know that there is no th ing  else which 
can so ease the tensions of life. If you d o n ’t believe 
this, just read or repeat to yourself Psalms 1, 23, 91, 
and  First Corinthians 13 and 15. These are bu t  a 
very few of the outstanding passages which can do 
more than  anything else to bring  peace and  q u ie t­
ness to the fevered soul of the people of this age.

Again, the W ord  brings comfort to the sorrow­
ing. How often when as a pastor I visited homes 
where sorrow1 had come, I fell back on the use of

the words of the Bible! A scripture verse was re­
peated  or  some chapter  read to the bereaved ind i­
vidual. N ot only do I  know from these experiences 
tha t  the Bible will comfort in time of sorrow; I 
know from my own experience. G od has been won­
derfully good, b u t  a few times there have been 
very difficult bridges to cross, and  in  those hours 
my Bible with its eternal truths has been my stay. 
T h e  W ord  brings comfort.

W h a t  has been said abou t the rest and  comfort 
which the Bible provides for those who read it 
naturally  leads to the th ird  t ru th  which should be 
stressed. T h e  Bible strengthens us. I t  enables us 
to face the problems a n d  battles of life w’ith  new 
courage and  determ ination. T h e re  are those who 
are trying to f ind  the way to rest, an d  comfort, and

strength by means of psychological tricks; bu t  read­
ing the W ord  of God is far be tter  th an  psychology, 
however good it may be. I t  will s trengthen you with 
the promises, hopefulness, and  optimism which are 
always to be found in  its pages.

T h e  Bible faces life as it  is. I t  doesn’t cover up 
the fact of sin an d  its terribleness. Nevertheless, it 
is not a pessimistic Book, filled with hopelessness, 
and  concentrated at last only up o n  the failures of 
men. I t  is a Book which looks away to the all- 
powerful, all-wise, all-loving God, who has saving 
grace for those who follow H im .

T h e  Bible enlightens its readers. If  you want to 
grow in grace, you m ust reccive more light to walk 
in; and  if you w ant more light to walk in, you must 
read the W ord  of God. I t  is G o d ’s revelation to us, 
and  it will enlighten those who fellowship with it, 
walk along its pathways, and  become familiar with 
its teachings. T h e re  is light in the W ord  of God, 
light to direct us in the tasks which confront us. 
Do you want to face the day with understanding? 
T h e n  be sure to keep in touch with the W ord of 
God. It will truly be a Lam p u n to  ou r  feet and a 
Light un to  ou r  path  (Psalms 119:105).

Bible reading will stir us to action. I t  will stimu­
late us to go ou t and  do exploits for the Master. 
Visitation evangelism will be easier for him  who 
keeps in touch with the W ord. Also, companion­
ship with the Bible will make it more natura l for 
h im  to talk to someone abou t Jesus while he travels
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on the train, the bus, o r  elsewhere. I t  will break 
down barriers an d  open u p  ways to he lp  those abou t 
us who have need of Christ. If  we are to be workers 
together with God for the salvation of the lost and 
the sanctification of the believer, we m ust keep in 
touch with the W ord  of God.

Not a Month of 
Talking About Prayer

In  the Golden Anniversary program for 1958, 
January  is not only to be a Bible-reading month; 
it is also to be a praying m onth , a time when prayer 
will be organized an d  prom oted by the districts. 
T h is  does no t m ean th a t  we are to make January 
just “a m on th  of ta lk ing about prayer.” I have at-

tended conferences on prayer, and  even prayer 
meetings themselves, where most of the time was 
spent in  addresses abou t praying ra the r  than  in 
praying. W h a t  was said as to the good which re­
sults from praying was A-l. Nevertheless, the best 
way for o u r  church to  make January  a m o n th  of 
prayer is not by spending all, or even the m ajor 
portion , of the time set aside for prayer in  talking 
about the good tha t  comes from praying. W h a t  we 
must do is to pray m uch alone and  in  groups, p r i ­
vately and  in public. Jan u ary  has no t been set aside 
as a m on th  for talking abou t prayer, discussing 
prayer, or m aking  plans for praying. January is to 
be a m on th  of prayer in the Church  of the Naza­
rene. Every loyal m em ber of the church will at 
least he lp  some to realize this objective.

Let us pray with open hearts, hearts which have 
been laid bare before God. T h e  words of the Psalm­
ist should  be remem bered in this connection: 
"Search me, O God, and  know my heart: try me, 
and  know my thoughts: and  see if there be any 
wicked way in me, and  lead me in the way ever­
lasting” (Psalms 139:23-21). God knows every­
th ing abou t us! W e need to become more con­
scious of this fact, and  also more ready for God 
to reveal to us w hat H e knows about us. Prayer, 
real prayer, genuine  prayer, will help us to lay bare 
o u r  hearts before God; it will also make it possible 
for us to be more ready to listen to His voice as to 
what our shortcomings and  needs are.

I t  is no t enough for us to have ou r  needs 
revealed as we pray; we must be ready and  willing 
to let God meet them. W e should pray thus: “Lord, 
I want to know where I am spiritually, fully, truly, 
and, more than  that, I promise T hee  now I ’ll move 
u p  wherever I  am  behind; by T h y  grace I will do 
T h y  will completely.” We must pray for hearts 
which are truly given over to G od’s pa ttern  for our 
lives.

W e should pray with burdened  hearts. If ever 
there was a time when G od’s people should be 
burdened  over the condition of the world, it  is 
today. H um an ity  stands on the brink of destruction 
in the present as it  never has before. T h is  isn’t due 
so much to Russia’s growing military m ight as to 
the weakness of ou r  own nation  and  its allies before 
God. Integrity and righteousness make more for 
real strength than anything else. “Righteousness 
exalteth a nation: b u t  sin is a reproach to any 
people” (Proverbs 14:34). A nd  it is not only a 
reproach; it  is also the means of final destruction. 
Nations of the past haven’t ceased to be because 
of their external enemies—they have been overrun 
by their foes only after they have been conquered 
by sin on the inside. These facts should burden  
us as Christians as never before.

We need to pray during  January, not only with 
open and  willing hearts, bu t  with hearts burdened  
because of the destruction which threatens m ankind  
on every hand. We m ust become desperate in our 
praying. We m ust let God know that we will not 
be denied; we must be ready and  willing to stand 
in the breach in  order to do ou r  par t  to save the 
world. Prayer is the mightiest power within reach 
of the Christian. We can be strong and  powerful 
in the work of the Kingdom only as we learn how 
to pray as we should. “T h e  effectual fervent prayer 
of a righteous m an availeth m uch” (James 5:16).

Lesson

Pentecost—the Church’s Power
S c r i p t u r e : John  16:1-15; Acts 1:1-14; 

2:1-41 (Prin ted: Acts 1:4-8; 2:1-11)

C o i  d i'.n  T e x t : Ye shall receive power, 
after that the H oly Ghost is come upon  
you: and ye shall be witnesses un to  me 
both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, 
and in Samaria, and unto the utterm ost 
part of the earth  (Acts 1:8).

I t ’s easy for us to allow the  sacred 
to become commonplace. A nd w hat 
should be both d istu rb ing  and cataclys­
mic becomcs just ordinary and unchang­
ing.

Such is the peril we tacc. W hen we 
hear repeatedly abou t the work of the 
Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost, we 
m ust guard  against the tem ptation  to 
let it be historic ra th e r th an  personal. 
We m ust watch lest we merely defend 
the doctrine and then  weakly dem on­
strate  the  life.

T h e  C hurch’s power is not only in 
the  promise; it m ust be in the  posses­
sion of that promise. W e too m ust 
tarry “ un til yc be endued with power 
from on h igh” (Luke 24:49).

Let us consider these three passages 
of scripture.

John  16:1-15—H ere we arc rem inded 
th a t the concern of ou r C hrist was one 
of relationship. T h e  Holy Spirit was to 
be the G uide of their lives, the Con­
troller of their desires, and the Master 
of their wills. Such a dynam ic re la tio n ­
ship w ould b ring  the glory of the pres­
ence of Christ, m aintained through con­
stant obedience to His will.

Acts 1:1-14—May we learn from this 
historic happening  th a t Pentecost came, 
no t because the disciples sought Pen te­
cost as such; ra ther, it came as they 
waited in  obedience to Christ. T h u s 
Pentecost was an  a ttestation  of their 
complete su rrender to the will of God, 
the seal of His presence to their waiting.

Acts 2:1-41—H ere we see th a t Pente­
cost is no t for selfish exploitation , not 
a power we may use, bu t a Power to 
use us—a Power both to be and to do.

W ould we lose sight of the source of 
our power? W ould we forsake the

searching, purging, em pow ering work of 
the Holy Spirit? M ust we seek inner 
satisfaction as ou r u ltim ate  aim? L et us 
seek full com m itm ent to the will of the 
Holy Spirit in H is saving and sancti­
fying work, and let our living be " in  the

dem onstra tion  of the  Sp irit and  of 
pow er” (I C orin th ians 2:4) .

T h e  th irty -n in th  annual m eeting of 
the Advisory Council of the  Am erican 
Bible Society, m eeting a t the  Bible 
House in  New York City on  Novem ber 
19-20, adopted  a budget of $4,669,000 for 
the  translation , publication , d istribu tion , 
and encouragem ent of th e  use of the 
Bible th roughout the world.

T h e  council, however, noted  w ith 
g reat concern th a t there was still a m il­
lion and  a ha lf dollars of non-budgeted 
items, representing  unm et needs.

T h e  Advisory Council, composed of 
102 representatives of 50 religious com­
m unions, reaffirm ed th e  conviction th a t 

. . for peoples of the world, frightened 
by missiles, the  C hurch has a message . . . 
G od's W ord—the Holy B ible.” T hey 
issued a  call to the  P ro testan t churches 
of America

. . .  to m eet the  emergency call for 
Scriptures from  Ind ia  and the 
Congo Basin;

. . .  to m eet the  grow ing requests for 
whole Bibles from  the  m ilitary 
personnel based th ro ughou t the 
world and in  veterans’ hospitals; 

. . .  to m eet the dem ands for Scrip­
tures resulting  from  the incred­
ible increase in literacy;

. . .  to m eet the  appeals from  th o u ­
sands of b lin d  w ho need G od’s

W ord in  B raille  o r in  the Mooh 
system, o r on th e  T alk in g  Book 
records.

T h e  churches were rem inded that 
they had a commission from  God to 
spread H is W ord to the  ends of the 
world an d  th a t in  th e  Am erican Bible 
Society there  was the  channel for carry­
ing o u t th is p a r t of the  G reat Commis­
sion . . .

"T h e  Am erican Bible Society does not 
stand a p a rt from  the  churches as some­
th in g  to be supported  by th e  churches. 
R a th e r i t  is an  agent of th e  churches 
in a program  of world evangelism.”

Each denom ination  was asked to con­
sider the  im m ediate call for $153,000 to 
m eet unan tic ipa ted  needs and to dis­
cover ways of raising add itional funds. 
Said the Council, . . .

“ If  we fail as churches to provide 
funds for th is cause, we do no t fail a 
Society, b u t C hrist, and the  souls for 
whom H e gave him self.”

N O T E : All of o u r churches were sup­
posed to  have taken an  offering for the 
Am erican Bible Society on  December 8, 
1957—or soon thereafter. T h u s  far only 
about one-th ird  have sent in  an  offering.

M on day:
T h e  phrase stayed w ith me, from  the 

story of a wom an who deliberately 
closed he r m ind to some years of her 
life which she was unw illing  to rem em ­
ber. T h e  slam m ing of this door to the 
past led to insanity. W e can slam shut 
the door of G od’s will for o u r fu tu re, 
but we slam it in  o u r own faces; we

m ake-u p , n or w e a r  earrings. T h ey  do n o t rea d  the S u n d a y  new spapers and  
are carefu l to keep  the Sabba th  d a y  holy. T h ey  g ive  a ten th  of th e ir  in com e  
to  th e  church . O n  the o th e r  hand, th e y  su p p o rt th e  prea ch er if  th e y  lik e  
him  or if  th e y  do  n o t hear a  fa lse  ru m o r ab o u t h im . If th ey  d o n ’t  l ik e  h im , 
th e y  do n o t h esita te  to s ta r t a w h isp erin g  cam paign  a g a in st h im . T h ey  th in k  
n o th in g  of rep ea tin g  slan derou s rem a rk s ab o u t h im , an d  th ey  b e lieve  a lm ost 
e ve ry th in g  th e y  hear ab o u t preachers, e sp ecia lly  if  i t  is  bad. T h ey  are  v e r y  
sa rca stic  in  th e ir  rem a rk s  ab o u t preachers, b u t th e ir  te s tim o n ies  sa y  th e y  
lo ve  Jesu s w ith  a ll th e ir  hearts. A re  th ere  peo p le  lik e  th is  in  o th er sections  
of th e  w o rld ?

I have been in the m inistry for qu ite  
a few years, and I can’t rem em ber hav­
ing m et a class of people like you de­
scribe. Are you sure th a t you have not 
exaggerated a little  yourself, and pe r­
haps been guilty  of using some sarcasm? 
Aside from this, however, let me say 
th a t these people to whom you refer 
are A-l from  the standpoin t of w hat 
you describe as th e ir religiousness. God 
give us m ore people who are careful 
about the things which you m ention 
in this connection. Still, if w hat you 
say is true, they are very unchristian  
in th e ir a ttitu d e  tow ard preachers. If 
their religiousness is as genuine as it is 
com m endable, they should be very long-

suffering toward their pastors and 
preachers in general, as well as o ther 
people w ith whom they have to do. I t  
m atters no t how good and careful we 
may be otherwise; if our relationship  
to others is devilish, we are no t Chris­
tians a t heart. One th ing  more I m ust 
add. I believe th a t the contrast which 
you set forth  is very definitely an ex­
ception. I  say th is because I am sure 
th a t the people in ou r holiness churches 
who are careful about the things which 
you say these people are, as a rule, are 
no t given to  gossip or m istreatm ent of 
their fellow men, w hether preachers or 
laymen. In  o ther words, they are long- 
suffering tow ard others.

Is i t  po ss ib le  to  red u ce  a fu ll m em b er of a church to  a  p ro b a tio n a ry  m em ­
ber? I have  a liva ys been  u n d er  th e  im p ressio n  th a t person s w ere  o n ly  on  
pro b a tio n  w h en  first bein g  co n sidered  fo r  m em bersh ip .

I agree with you as to the n a tu re  of 
probationary  m em bership. I never heard  
of reducing a full m em ber to a p roba­
tionary m em ber before, and know of 
no th ing  in the  M anual which would 
suggest or im ply any such procedure. 
Nevertheless, you and I m ust rem em ber 
that this does not m ean th a t we seek

at once to rid  the  church ro ll of those 
who backslide or do not come u p  to 
our standard. T hey may no t really be 
active or full-fledged members, and yet 
we do no t elim inate them . W e hold on 
to them  a t least for a tim e w ith the 
hope th a t we can finally save them  for 
God and the church.

H ow  can a n yo n e  b e lieve  in  e n tire  san ctifica tion  in  the face of I John  1:8, 10?
T h e  easiest and most sim ple way to 

answer the  question which you raise 
is to do w hat has been suggested more 
th an  once, read  this chapter backwards 
—begin with the last verse ra th e r than 
the  first. In  the  ten th  verse we are told 
th a t “ if we say th a t we have no t sinned, 
we make him  [God] a liar, and his word 
is no t in us.” B ut who claims th a t we 
have nexcr sinned? W e have all sinned 
and come short of the glory of God. 11 in . 
as the n in th  verse says, we can confess 
our sins and be forgiven and cleansed 
Irom all unrighteousness. In the eighth 
xerse we arc told that the person who 
says that he has no sin na ture  to be 
cleansed away deceives himself. T h en  in 
the seventh verse we are inform ed that 
this sin na tu re  which we all have can 
he cleansed av. b\ the blood oi jcsus 
Christ. In  John 's day there were those

who claimed th a t they had no t sinned 
and had no  sin natu re . T herefore they 
d id  no t need to be saved from  th e ir sins
and cleansed from  their sin na ture . John  
specifically denies such a position in the 
eighth and ten th  verses. Also, he 
clinches his argum ent in behalf of a holy 
walk w ith God in verses 5 and 6. These 
read thus: "T his then is the message 
which we have heard of him , and de­
clare unto you, that God is light, and 
in him is no darkness at all. If we say 
that we have fellowship with him , and 
walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the 
tru th ."  T h e  C hristian—one who has 
fellowship w ith God, who is ligh t—can’t 
wulk in darkness, or be a sinner. He 
who walks in the light of God can not 
only be saved from sinning bu t also 
cleansed from the na ture  of sin!
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give ourselves over to sp iritual schizo­
phrenia, depression, reckless self-intoxi­
cation. God wills for us “a sound 
m ind.” (II T im othy  1:7.)

T uesday:
T h a t threshold of God’s will opens 

wide to all th a t is m eant by the Chris­
tian 's new year. T h ere  are suffering 
and  testing in  view, there  are threats 
of war and disaster; b u t still the pros­
pectus is,

A land of corn and w ine and oil,
Favored w ith  God’s peculiar smile. 

No need to slam the door in  fear. It 
opens to rest a t the h eart of storm , to 
C hrist’s own joy in  the shadow of the 
Cross. (Joshua 1:2-3.)

W edn esday:
T h e  threshold is open to exploration 

of God’s best though t for you personally, 
to discovering th a t for which you were 
m ade, to rounding  off one particu lar 
stage of His pa tte rn . T h is opportunity , 
once let slip, can never be fully re ­
covered. (Philippians 3:12.)

T hursday:
T h e  threshold opens on developing 

strength to share, on tests that, m et 
honestly, will make you a tower of 
strength for others. I t  opens on fellow­
ship w ith C hrist yet undream ed of, on 
fresh ways—and  days—of service to the 
Lord you love: new every m orn ing  are 
bo th  H is mercies and H is (voluntary) 
assignments. (John 14:12, 20.)

F riday:
T h e  threshold is open to unknow n 

enemies and obstacles: “a  great door 
and effectual . . . and . . . m any ad ­
versaries.” If enemies, then  victories; 
and  if victories, the  courage and con­
fidence—and the  adequacy—for fresh 
conquests. T o  slam the door on d iffi­
culties is to choose to be weak. (I C orin­
th ians 16:9.)

S a tu rd a y:
W e have not slamm ed the  door; we 

have le t the threshold become cluttered, 
uncrossable, obstructed by fears of fa il­
ure, by backward looks of remorse, by 
"busyness here and there ,” by sim ple 
neglect or procrastination. W hatever 
the cause, the  fact is the  same: insult 
to ou r best Friend and b itte r  loss to 
ourselves. Only H is Spirit will help  us 
clear away the  rubbish . (Rom ans 
13:11-12.)

S u nday:
O n the open threshold of a new year, 

we could hesitate. Safety lies in slam ­
m ing resolutely, by heavenly help , all 
o ther beckoning doors: door to th e  past 
w ith its successes and  failures, door to 
p o p u lar opinion even of "religious 
people,” door to moods and discourage­
m ent and self-indulgence. T h en  obedi­
ence to the last clear word from  God; 
and the  next, and  the next. T h e  p a th  
of H is love will open in to  ever fu ller 
and  w ider reaches. (R evelation 3:7-8.)
